Others have been
considered of too little importance or too far removed to
justify our going to the trouble o{ requesting recognition,
and stili others have not been asked because of there being
more or less doubt regarding their regularity.

A thoughtless brother made the remark the other
day that some of the Grand Lodges of the United States
had not recognized the Grand Lodge of the Philippine
Islands. We wonder where he got that information?

Still another Brother is said to have made the state-
ment that one of the clandestine Masons had practically
convinced him of the irregularity of our Grand Lodge.
In the face of the list above inserted, an assertion like this
is simply ridiculous. The tribunal of the regular Masonic
Pon-ers of the world has decided that the Grand Lodge
of the Philippine Islands is the sovereign Grand Body
of this country, and any Mason of its Lodges who betrays
it by joining one of the organizations of the spurious "Gran
Logia del Archipi6lago Filipino," exchanges pure gold for
trash and obtains a membership which is u.orth exceedingly
little to him in these Islands and absolutely nothing outside
of them. And yet Brethren endowed with normal intel-
ligence have been knorvn to take this course!

Mas6niio de Detroit, que costarS P10,000,000 y serS uno

de los edificios m5s grandes y costosos de su g6nero en el

mundo. Ocupar6 toda una $ra!7zat1a, tendrS catorce- pisos,

y ademSs de sllones de Logia, de banquetes y de baile con-

iendrS un teatro con asiento para 5.500 personas y con la
escena m6s grande del continente americano.

nes de Logia, 46,000 N{asones podr6n asistir a los trabajos
ritualisticos de la Masoneria simb6lica en una semana.

Dttroit Masonic Temple, to cost $5,000,000, which will
be one of the largest and costliest structures of its kind in
the world. ft witt occupy an entire city block, will be

fourteen stories in height, and besides lodge rooms, banquet
and ball rooms, will contain a theatre seating 5,500 people,

and with the largest stage on the continent. In the lod-ge

rooms 46,000 Masons may witness the conferring of .the
three degrees of Blue Lodge Masonry in a- week-. .Pight
'thousand*tons of structural iteel will be used in the building.

Washington holds the fraternity's interest bY 
-reasoa.of the dedi-cation this fall of the Washington Masonic

Memorial, for which the Masons of all the states have con-
-tributed $3,000,000. The local Scottish Rite bodies are

financing a new temple at 13th and K Streets; qnd other
edifices ire in course bf erection that will make Washington

the Masonic capital of the nation'

erecting an edifice to house its Masonic activities for which
the brethren have raised $425,000.

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Questions and Answers
(Consultas)

All questions relating to f,Iasanic lazu, history, eth,ics
and symbolisru will be answered .in these columns:

5.-A Master Mason of my Lodge, 'ivho has been sus-
pended for non-payment of dues and whose present
whereabouts are not known, has been accused of unmasonic
conduct. May we try him?

Answer.-Certainly. Paragraph 285 of our Constitu-
tion gives you jurisdiction. The address of the accused not
being known, a summons cannot be served and the trial
must necessarily proceel er parte, all of which must be
duly set forth in the record.

6.-Some time ago a Lodge gave masonic burial to a
Master Mason who had committed suicide. Was this
lawful? Is absolutely every Master Nlason in good standing
entitled to a masonic funeral?

Anszuer.-Our Constitution provides that "Every
Master Mason who dies in good standing is entitied to burial
r,vith Masonic honors," and that "The Master and Wardens
may determine as to the propriety of burying a suicide
with such honors." (Par. 261.) Horvever, in par. 178,
We read that "No Lodge shall bury u,ith Masonic honors
any Mas_on_who has fallen in a duel." This latter prohi-
bition, which is practically universal in N{asonry, found its
place on the Masonic statute books during a period rn'hen
duelling was so frequent that it constituted i .".iou, menace
to_ society. Masonry considers quite correctly that the
suicide generally takes his iife in a fit of mental-aberration,
and is to be pitied, while every duellist is a potential mur-
derer.

7.-Is it necessary. to have a Grand Lodge diploma
rvhen travelling in foreign jurisdictions? I haie hebrd it
said that the receipt for dues is sufficient.

Answer.-In most of the Grand Jurisdictions of the
United States, the uniform receipt foi dues of the Grand
Lodge of the Philippine Islands is suflicient; but there are
some such as Nerv Harnpshire, lvhich insist upon the pro-
duction of a diploma by a prospective visitoi and clo not
recognize ofljcial receipts as satisfactorv documentarv evi-
dence. Tlie European Grand Jurisdiciions all requiie the
visitor to produce a diploma.

Contestac.ida.-Nuestra Constituci6n dispone que "Todo
Maestro -Mas6n que fallezca hall6ndose en pleno goce de
sus derechos mas6nicos, tiene derecho a entierio con honores
mas6nicos" y "El.Venerable Maestro y los Vigilantes pueden
resolver acerca de la conveniencia de enterrar con tales
honores a un suicida." Sin embargo, en el pdrralo tZ8
de la Constituci6n se dispone que "Ninguna Logia enterrar6
con honores mas6nicos a ningiin Mas6n que iiaya muerto
en desaffo." Esta filtima prohibici6n, que se encuentra
en casf todos los-c6digos mas6nicos, se adopt6 en una 6poca
en_.que los desaffos eran tan frecuentes que constitufan un
peligro.grave para la sociedad. La Masoneria opina muy
acertadamente que el suicida casi siempre obra en un -o-mento de enagenaci6n mental, y mereCe m6s bien nuestra
compasi6n, mientras que todo duelista es un asesino poten-
cial.

Legaspi visited the island and performed with
Chief Sic4tuna the ancient Filipino ceremony of the blood
pact. In 1744 a rebellion broke out in Bohol which spread
over the entire island and which lasted eighty years. This
rebellion was under the leadership of Dagohoy, from which
the Lodge derived its name.

The Grand Master had the pleasure of meeting with
the officers of Tupas Lodge on Friday, June 29th, and dis-
cussed at length their affairs and their plans for the future.
This Lodge is small and at this time the greater portion of
its membership has left the Philippines. Worshipful
Brother Lawrence D. Wharton, the Master, has quite an
extensive plan for the coming year and he stated that he

felt the visit of the Grand Lodge Party u,'ould be a great
incentive in building up the Lodge. \Vhile the Grand
Master was in Cebu they had a1read1, received six applica-
tions and a number of sojourning Masons had been pre-
vailed upon to alfiliate with this Lodge.

Tupas Lodge rvas started as an English-speaking Lodge
and is composed of Americans and Filipinos who are more
at home in an English-speaking Lodge than Spanish. How-
e\rer, at this time, it should be stated that Maktan Lodge is
doing a great deal of its work in English and all of the officers
are thoroughly familiar with that language.
