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Armistice Day
Five years ago, on the eleventh hour of the eleventh

day of the eleventh month of the year of Our Lord nineteen
hundred and eighteen, the noise of battle was stilled along
the extended front in Europe where for over four years the
most powerful nations of the world had been engaged in
thi: most tremendous and murderous war known to history.
The silence of peace once more prevailed in the valleys of
France and Belgium, and millions of soldiers drew a sob-
bing sigh of relief, which was echoed in millions of homes
all the world. over, when the white dove of peace spread her
wings wherb the corpse-fed raven of discord had croaked
during all those dreadful years. That was five years ago.

How does the world stand to-day? Now that the
smoke of battle has cleared away and we have had time to
count the cost and go over the results, is it not a question
whether the armistice did not come too soon? The issues
before the nations have been confused and entangled rather
than solved by the great conflict. The enemies of five years
ago have now as fierce a hatred for each other as they had
then. And, worst of all, some of the friends and allies of
five years ago are now looking at each other with mistrust
and suspicion. A spark may set the world ablaze again.
What has humanity gained?

Nevertheless, let us celebrate Armistice Day as the
anniversary of the memorable day when that wholesale
slaughter was stopped. Let us remember the men who
fought, suffered, and died for Old Glory and made an arm-
istice possible rvhere a shameful peace enforced at the point
of the bayonet in Paris seemed in store for the forces of
democracy. As Masons we should see that justice and
humanity be given their due; that the men who took up
arms at their country's call shall not be forgotten and
slighted; that the friendship with our late A1lies, cemented
by the blood shed in fighting for the same ideals, shall not be
allowed to grow cold or give way to distrust and enmity,
and that the hatred for our enemies of yesterday, which
so many influences tend to keep alive, shall be mitigated,
and, in God's own time, buried.

Electioneering
A wise provision of the Uniform Code of By-Laws of

our Lodges makes electioneering for office in the Lodge
a Masonic offence and provides that this clause shall be
read in open Lodge by the Master at the stated meetings
of October, November, and December of each year. It is
a well-known fact that this provision is not observed in
certain Lodges, and we have heard persistent rumors of
electioneering and cliques in several of them. If sufficient
evidence of violations of the law in this respect can be

Jurisdiction of Lodges In and Near Manila
We desire to call special attention to Edict No. 2 of

the Grand Master, published elsew-here in this issue.
' This edict creates a "Metropolitan" District, made up
of the city of Manila and a number of the adjacent mgqig-
ipalities, and provides that all Lodges estabiished within
s-aid district shall have concurrent jurisdiction in the same.
Effective on November t5, t923, it repeals the edict of 1918,
qrnder which the Lodges in Manila, Pasay, Pasig, and Cavite
Frovince adjacent to Manila have concurrent jurisdiction.

Henceforth, certain Lodges outside of this district,
such as for instance Pintong-Bat6 No. 51, of BacooY; Zapote
No.29, of Rosario; Magdalo No.31, of Kawit, and Sila-
figanan No. 19, of Pasig, which have been taking in candi-
dates from the city of Manila and vicinity, will be governed
by the general provisions of the Constitution and will no
longer be able to draw material from places situated nearer
another Lodge than their own.

As one
young woman described it, she found friends and assistance
everywhere, and the beauty of it was that, like good fairies,
these strangers would appear, render the required service
in the most unobtrusive, gentlemanly, and discreet manner
possible, and vanish without waiting for thanks or giving
their names. What this means to an unprotected woman
can well be imagined. She feels that the watchful eyes of
the Fraternity are constantly on her and that helpful
hands are ever ready to keep her from stumbling and strong
arms to shield and protect her from harm. She senses that
more than one fellow-passenger in"the train or boat would
consider it his duty, in case of a mishap, to place his arm
or his purse at her service, like a knight of old. She knorvs
that, though among strangers, she is fully as safe as if she
were with her own people, and that she can place full con-
fidence in those who, unseen by her, are constantly around
her, ready for knightly service.

Like the Master Mason's signal of distress, the simple
Iit4le pin with the square and compasses or the crescent
and scimitar will bring devoted men to her rescue the mo-
ment she needs help, and from the moment he sees such a
pin on the bosom of a rvoman, the Mason knows that she
is under his special care and protection and stands ready
to do his duty by her, for the sake of the great Fraternity
which the emblem she wears represents.

We understand that Cosmos
Lodge now appoints a "Masonic father" for the same
purpose.

, We would strongly counsel all our Lodges, to adopt this
custom. The Masonic godfather, who should be a-friend
or associate of his "godson" and an experienced and tried
Mason, must instruct his ward in Masonic customs and
usages; advise and counsel him in cases of doubt; keep up
his interest in Masonry in general and his Lodge in partii-
ular_; encourage him to study and read up on Mlsonry and
kindred.subjects; remind him of meetings and lodges of
instruction and take him along wheneveihe can; seE that
he does not get in arrears with-his dues-in short, act as if
the younger Mason were his son, by rvhose success and
record in Masonry the Masonic qualities of his Masonic
mentor lvere to be judged and measured.

The atter.dant benefits for the Lodge and the Institution
in general are evident. Let us, therefore, adopt this method
of keeping in touch with our newly made Misons and pre-
venting their becoming lost in the slough of indifference!

GnBBttNcs:-In view of the frequency of abuses.and
doubts in connection with the provisions of the Edict issued
by M.W. Grand Ma.ster Manuel L. Quezon in 1918, con-
ferring concurrent jurisdiction upon the Lodges in Manila,
Pasay, Pasig, and the Province of Cavite adjacent to Ma-
nila, said edict is hereby revoked and the following rules of
jurisdiction shall be observed in lieu thereof:

The City of Manila, the Municipalities of Pasay, Parafiaque,
San Pedro Macati, Malabcn, San Juan del Monte, and Caloocan, and
the Fort McKinley Military Reservation shall, for the purpose of Ma-
scnic Jurisdicticn, be designated a Metropolitan District and the Lodges
established in the same shal1 have concurrent jurisdiction,

The Lcdges in the municipalities of the Provinces of Cavite and
Rizal (except those lccated in the Metropolitan District) shall exercise
jurisdiction in accordance with the provisions of paragraphs 142 arldt54
of the Constitution; but said Lodges may waive jurisdiction over part
of their respective territories by rvay of friendly agreement or compro-
mise with others, amounting to a standing waiver of jurisdiction over
candidates of certain or all classes for such parts of their territories.

This is not as it should be, and measures will be taken
against Lodges so offending if they persist in this course.

Altogether too many of our Lodges are contented with
conferring the degrees and having a few social functions,
and at the conclusion of his term of office, the Master
reports a successful year, whereupon a past master's jewel
is pinned to his coat, with sundry flattering remarks, and
another Brother takes his place to repeat the sarne per-
formance. Other Lodges, however, make more or less
serious attempts !o accomplish what we consider the real
ends and purposes of Masonry, and to these r,ye address
our remarks.

It should be the ambition of every Brother to learn
all he can about Masonry, hence each Lodge should make
efforts to encourage its members in this respect and to
furnish them the means of obtaining further light in Ma-
sonry. Those Brethren who are contented with vl'hat light
they received in the ritualistic work of the three degrees
make us think of a man satisfied with a tallow candle when
he could have electric light at the expense of soine effort.

Among the means of Masonic study and research
which a Lodge, particularly one located in a provincial
community, should provide for its members, is first of all
a Masonic library. A {ew standard rvorks on Masonry may
work wonders in a Lodge, and a fairly rnell-stocked Masonic
library may form good Masonic scholars and 'w,riters, o{
which there is such a sc4rcity in these Islands.

To aid the lodges in their selection of books this Com-
mittee published recently a circular giving a list of standard
Masonic works, and, as a further aid, we copy here a propo-
sition published several years ago in the American Free-

A new and profitable idea comes to me in methods of establishing
Lodge iibraries. For the exposition I am indebted to Bro, George
B. Morgridge, of Sierra Madre Lodge, California. As I take it, this
body is comparatively small, and not wealthy as a Lodge. But it is
in a very healthy state, and determined beyond the common to provide
for its membership the means of information. There is no buying of
books by cubical contents, or by shelf-run, as seems to be the method
sometimes adopted to make a show of bindings in the cases. The require-
ments are closel), studied by those competent to judge of the volumes
needed. These titles are made known, and one after another is found
by seekers, and added to the collection. "At times," writes Bro. Mor-
gridge, "one manages to pick up in a second-hand store just what is
needed. Such book is purchased, brought to Lodge, and exhibited.
It is then suggested that some brother would doubtless wish to pay the
purchase price, inscribe his name as donor, and thus be permanently
associated u.ith the Lodge Library. There has never yet failed, on such
occasion, an eager brother to do the real buying. We are all taking a
pride in this growing collection, and I u'ant to assure you that every
volu'me is well chosen." As proof of his statement Brother Morgridge
sent a partial list of books needed to round out the sources for study.
The plan is commendable, and should serve as an example to the smaller
Lodges rvho wish to build a Library, yet are without funds to go directly
into the market for any considerable number of volumes.

A library formed in this manner, with a careful selection
o{ the books, which should be exclusively works on Masonry
and related subjects, would, if properly taken care of and
managed, be productive of much good and save the Lodge
from becoming- a mere degree mill and its members from
degenerating into "ring and button Masons."

\Ve heartily recommend tirat this method of forming
a library be, under the name of Sierra Madre Lodge plan,
made a feature of the ambitious and progressive Lodges
in the Philippine Islands, for the sake of "Further Light in
MasonrY'"

'ever handled by any of our Grand Masters, that of the
"Legionarios 'del Trabajo," a labor organization *49h
uses our emblems and poses as Masonic in character. The
Grand Master, in the course of his address, stated that he
is giving the "Legionarios del Trabajo" fair play and all
the chances, but that if he finds that his efforts are of no
avail, he will be compelled to issue an edict demanding that
Masons withdraw from that organization or quit Masonry'
He also commended very highly the Worshipful Master
of Mount Lebanon Lodge for the practice of selecting good
candidates and for carefully "raising Freemasons instead
of grinding out Masons."

Wor. Bro. M. Goldenberg eipressed his appreciation of
the remarks of the speakers, and stated that this Lodge
was founded upon the pure principles of brotherly love,
without any discrimination as to one's nationality, sect or
opinion, and can boast of true cosmopolitanism, as lts
members hail from nine different countries of the world'

Organization-The "Grand Lodge of Free and Ac-
cepted Masons of the Philippine Islands" was organized
on December 19, t912, by Manila Lodge No. 342, Cavite
Lodge No. 350, and Corregidor Lodge No. 386, then under
the jurisdiction of the Grand Lodge of California, whose
Constitution, with the necessary changes, was adopted
by the new Grand Lodge.
. Soaereignty.-Our Grand Lodge is an absolute sovereign
Masonic Body, that is, it does not owe allegiance to, nor
acknowledge as its superior, any other Masonic body.

Jurisd,iction -It claims exclusive jurisdiction over the
entire territory of the Philippine Islands and all its Lodges
are established in the same, except one, chartered by it
on Guam, Marianas Isiands, which was unoccupied terri-
tory.

See and Concru.un'icat'ioras.-Its see is at Manila, P. L,
rvhere it holds annual communicatiqns commencing on the
fourth Tuesday of January, at 4 p. m.

Recogn'it'ion.-Our Grand Lodge is universally recog-
nized as a regular sovereign Masonic Body.

Membersh'ip.-Its membership consists of the Past
Masters, Master and Wardens of its chartered and duly
constituted Lodges, or the representatives thereof duly
elected, and also those Past N{asters of Lodges under other
Grand Jurisdictions who are members of Lodges under
this Jurisdiction.

Oficers.-{he elective officers of the Grand Lodge,
who are chosen by a majority vote of the members present
at each annual Communication, are the Grand Master,
Deputy Grand Master, Senior Grand lVarden, Junior
Grand Warden, Grand Treasurer, Grand Secretary, and
Grand Lecturer. The appointive officers, designated by
the incoming Grand Master, are the Junior Grand Lecturer,
Grand Chaplain, Grand Orator, Grand Marshal, Gran
Standard Bearer, Grand Sword Bearer, Grand Bibie Bearer,
Senior Grand Deacon, Junior Grand Deacon, Grand
Stewards, Grand Pursuivant, Grand Organist, and Grand
Tyler.

. .Other Organ,izatiozs.-As regards certain labor organ-
izations rvhich are making illegal use of the emblems,- in-
signia, etc., of Masonry, the Grand Lodge has until now
refrained from prohibiting the members of its Lodges from
joining the same, especially in view of the willingness ex-
pressed by one of these orders to make a change in this
respect,

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Home Service
del HogarServicio

The tasks of safeguarding the weifare of the homes of
our fighting men and of assisting the ex-service men to
become reestablished or made self-supporting through
proper use of governmental provisions or in other ways,_-
that, in generai, is Home Service as it is understood and
carried orit by the Philippine Chapter, Arnerican Red Cross'

There are two general divisions of the work:

I.-Safe quarding welfare of the homes; 2.-Assisting veterans in
reestablishing"or supflorting themselves through Proper Ose of govern-
mental provisions, or in other ways.

To enumerate acts of Home Service in writing would
require paper several feet long, and no attempt will be made
to do so. Suffice it to say cases of greatly varying nature
have been handled, many of them what may be ca1led

"complex" cases r,vhere several problems -are presented,
and others very simple, like cases where the only service
necessary is the giving of information.

What are some acts of Home Service:

1.-Assisting disabled veterans and their dependents in otrtaining
compensation from the Government through -the Veterans Bureau;
2.-Advancing money for maintenance and other necessary expenses
in favor of a ieteran-and his family while awaiting payments on claim
for compensation; 3.-Assist veteians in securing.pJoper medical or
hospital ireatment ; 4.-Protection of family against infection or disease;
S.-iArranging for the support or employment of able members of the
veterans f"amlly; 6.-Advising veterans to'ward-proper use of their re-
sources. (Initial payment of compensation often times amounts to
$1,000 or more, and' timely advice 

-very 
necessary- to-p-revent waste) ;

?.-Arranging for transporiation to points rvithin the Islands or to the
U. S.;8.-:\[6ting in behalf of veterans for Victory buttons or medals;
9.-Pieparing claims for bonus, arrears of pay, reimbursement fr:r ex-
pen"e", is we"ll as declarations for pensions; 10'-Arranging for admission
Lf di.ubl"d veterans to Soldiers Homes in the U. S.; 11.-Assist in the
return of destitute Americans to the U, S. to enable them to better
their conditions; 12.-Render necessary assistance to families of des-
titute americans sent to the U. S. until they are able to provide for their
familr': 13.-Furnish clothinq to the needy; 14.-Investigation and visi-
tation of cases; 15.-\\'riting letters for those unable to do so; 16.-Fol-
lo'vving-up claims filed and cases in general; 17.-Identification of bene-

pibtic in general and of organizations like the schools, hospitals, and
business establishments.

A11 the above u,'ork is being done for many veterans
and their families and can be done for any others that may
be entitled to it. Maybe they don't know about this
service. Tell them to write or call on the Red Cross.

The First Lodge in Germany
The first German Lodge was established at Cologne in

1716, but it died almost as soon as it was born. Seventeen
years afterward (in 1733), according to Preston, a charter
was granted by the Grand Lodge of England to eleven
German Masons in Hamburg. In 1738 another Lodge was
established in Brunsu.ick, under authority of the Grand
Lodge of Scotland. This Lodge, which was called The
Three Globes, united with the Lodges of The Three White
Eagles and The Three Swans, to organize inl74l a Grand
Lodge, the first established in Gennany. This Grand
Lodge still exists.-The Trestle Board..

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Brother Henry B. McCoy Enters into a
Higher Brotherhood

Bro. Henry B. McCoy, a member of St. John's Lodge
No. 9, departed this life suddenly at his home in Pasay,
Sept. 30, 1923.

Bro. McCoy $ras one of the vanguard of '98, and as
Lieut.-Col. in command of the first Colorado Volunteers
he raised the first star-spangled banner upon the fortifica-
tions of Manila when occupied on August 13, 1898.

Born August 5, 1866, at Cariinville,.Illinois, while a
young man Bro. McCoy moved to Colorado and entered the
employ of the Denver and Rio Grande Railroad, some years
later becoming clerk of the district court at Pueblo, Colo-
rado. A member of the National Guard of that State, on
the outbreak of the Spanish-American war he was com-
missioned Lieutenant-Colonel of the first Colorado Volun-
teers, and was promoted to Colonel the day the regiment
landed in the Philippines. In 1899 he was commissioned
a Major in the 44th United States Volunteers and served
in the Philippines until mustered out on June 30, 1901.
He was Deputy Collector and Collector of Customs for the
Philippine Islands r-rntil 1913, and then engaged in private
busineis as president and general manager of the Colorado
Mining Company until 1921, when he was appointed gen-
eral manager of the Manila Railroad Company by Governor-
General Leonard Wood, which position he held at the time
of his death. He became a member of the Republican
National committee in 1902, serving in this capacity until
his death. He was a member of the "Veterans of Foreign
Wars" and a past Commander-in-Chief of the United
Spanish War Veterans.

As an American, as a resident of the Philippine Islands,
and as a Mason, Bro. McCoy will be rnourned by a host of
friends.

The Death of Bro. David Zook
Death that had spared our Bro. David Zook while

he was serving his country on the 6e1d of battle, tracked
afld overcame him while he was on an equaily noble mission
under the Stars and Stripes, and iaid him low at the age of
49 years, when his period of usefulness was at its highest.
Having been sent by the Government to aid in the relief
work in the stricken area of Japan in his capacity as field
clerk of the Q. M. Department of the United States Army,
Bro. Zook broke his arm upon trying to board the U. S. A.
T. Merri,tt at Kobe, and died of complications on October 7,
shortiy after his return to Manila. He was a native of
Bethlehem, Pa., and a member of Mount Moriah Lodge
No. 155, of Philadelphia, Pa. Bro. Zook leaves a widow
with two children in Romblon and a sister in Pennsylvania.
His funeral took place on October 14, under the auspices
of Southern Cross Lodge No. 6, F. & A. N{.

El Hmno. Henry B. McCoy, de la Logia St. Juhn's
No. 9, faileci6 de repente en su casa en Pasay el 30 de Sep* -
tiernbre de 1923.

El Hmno. McCoy vino a las Islas con la vanguardia
de 1898 como coronel del Primer Regimiento de Volu"ntarios
de Colorado, y como tal iz6 la primera bandera ame,ricana
sobre las fortificaciones de Manila al entregarse dicha ciudad
el 13 de Agosto de 1898.

Naci6 el 5 de Agosto de 1866 en Carlinville, Illinois,
y joven aun, se traslad6 a Colorado donde -ingres6 en el
servicio del ferrocarril Denver and Rio Grande. Algunos
aflos mAs tarde fu6 nombrado escribano del juzgado de dis-
trito de Pueblo, Colorado. Formaba parte de la Guardia
Itlacional de dicho estado, y al estallar la Guerra hispano-
americana, fu6 nombrado teniente coronel del Primero
de Voluntarios de Colorado, siendo ascendido a coronel del
mismo regimiento en la fecha en que desembarc6 en Fili-
pinas. En 1899 fu6 nombrado Comandante del 44 de
Voluntarios de los Estados Unidos y prest6 servicios como
tal en estas Islas hasta el 30 de Junio de 1901, cuando se le
concedi6 licencia absoluta. Desempefi6 los cargos de Ad-
ministrador Delegado y Administrador de Aduanas de las
Islas Filipinas hasta 1913, y luego fu6 presidente y adminis-
trador general de la Colorado Mining Company hasta L921,
cuando el Gobernador General Wood le nombr6 como admi-
nistrador general de Ia Manila Railroad Company, cargo
6ste que ocupaba en el momento de su fallecimiento. For-
maba parte del Comit6 Nacional Republicano desde 1902
hasta la fecha de su muerte. Pertenecla a los Veteranos de
Guerras Extranjeras y era Jefe Supremo pasado de los

hilost Worshipful Brother Neurton C. Comfort was
made a Mason early in 1902 in Manila Lodge No. 341
(now Manila No. 1). Later, w-hile Senior Deacon and
Trustee of Manila Lodge, he asked for,a dimit and became
one of the founders and the first Senior Warden of Corre-
gidor Lodge No. 386 (now Corregidor No. 3). He was
Worshipful Master in 1907. He became one of the founders
of the Grand Lodge of the Philippine Islands and has held
an elective office every year since the formation of the
Grand Lodge. He was the first Grand Lecturer, the second
Grand Master, and was elected Grand Secretary while
presiding as Grand Master and holds that office today.

He belongs to the Royal Arch Chapter having filled
nearly all of the offices in Luzon Chapter No. 1, and is a
Past High Priest. He rvas one of the founders of Far
East Commandery, Knights Templar, and is a Past Com-
mander thereof ; also Past Iliustrious Master of Oriental
Council No. 1, Royal and Select Masters. He is a member
of the Order of Annointed High Priests, the Royal Order
of Scotland, the Eastern Star and the Amaranth.

In the Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite he holds
the title of 32o, K.C.C.H., and is Past Presiding Officer
of the Lodge of Perfection, the Chapter of Rose Croix and
the Consistory of the 32o.

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Defects in Masonry
Defectos de

Recentiy a prominent citizen, upon being asked why
he had retired from active rnembership in the Masonic
Order, stated frankly his reasons why Masonry had been
somewhat of a disappointment to him and why he had
ceased being active in it. His objections, so far as Sym-
bolic Masonry is concerned, may be resumed as follours:

(") That there is too much ritual and ritualistic work
in the Lodges, and very little else.

(b) That fraternalism is preached, but not practised"
(r) That a narrow view is adopted in the relief work,

which is restricted to members in good standing.
These charges, while to a small extent justified, are not

supported by facts sufficient to make them general charges
against Masonry as practised in these Islands. We shall
make our replies to them brief and to the point:

(a) While it is true that some Lodges have become
regular "degree mills," yet we must remernber that constant
repetition of a thing is reso.r'ted to in many human activ-
ities in order to obtain proficiency. The manual of arms is
practised to enable the soldier to handle his weapon auto-
rnatically when presence of mind or consciousness of his acts
is lacking, and the multiplication table is memorized for
the purpose of making multiplication a mechanical opera-
tion. Moreover, the Master Mason may be called upon
at any time to coach less instructed Brethren, and constant
practice is required to keep him fit. Then, it must be re-
mernbered that a Mason's work is not confined to the Lodge
alone, and the ritualistic work is merely an auxfliary and
not the chief labor of a Mason.

(b) As regards fraternalism, we fail to agree with the
charge made. By an unfortunate concatenation of circum-
stances, candidates may in a few isolated cases be left prac-
ticaily to their own resources and may imagine that nobody
cares or worries about them; but in nine cases out of ten,
the initiate forms the most enduring and solid friendships
in the Lodge, and the fraternal spirit which he puts into
Masonry is returned with manifold interest.

(c) While it is true that Masonic relief work is con-
fined to members in good standing, that is, whose dues are
paid up and rvho have no charges pending against them,
yet it must be borne in mind that this refers only to relief
by the Lodge as such, and that this provision was inserted
to prevent laxness in the payment of dues-those same dues
the proceeds of which are spent for relief vrork by the Lodge.
A distressed worthy Brother Mason, though he be in bad
standing, will not find Masonic charity a myth rvhen he
needs it and will often receive it without asking for it and

Hace poco, un ciudadano prominente, al ser pr:gun-
tado por qu6 se habia retirado de'la vida mas6nica activa,
expusofrancamentelos motivos por qu6 1a Masonerrahabia
sido un desengaflo para 61, hasta el extremo de moverle a
solicitar plancha de quite.

Las quejas citadas no carecen completamente de funda-
mento, pero no est6n basadas en hechos bastantes poderosgs
para formular cargos generales contra la Masoneria en
estas Islas. Vamos a contestar breve y sucintamente:

(") Es verdad que algunas Logias se han convertido
en verdaderas "f6bricas de masones;" pero en lo referente
a los trabajos ritualfsticos, debemos tener en cuenta que la
repetici6n constante de las cosas se emplea en muchas acti-
vidades humanas con el objeto de conseguir la eficiencia
absoluta. Al soldado, por ejemplo, se Ie ensefla con tanto
empeflo el manejo de las armas a fin de que pueda mane-
jarlas autom6ticamente en momentos cuando casi no est6
conciente de lo que est6 haciendo o cuando haya perdido
la serenidad. Aprendemos de memoria la tabla de multi-
plicaci6n con e1 objeto de que la multiplicaci6n se convierta
en una operaci6n mecSnica. Es m6s, el Maestro Mas6n
puede ser llamado en cualquier momento a enseflar el cate-
cismo mas6nico a Hermanos menos instruidos y s61o la
pr6ctica continua le mantiene en condici6n para "enseflar
al que no sabe."

(e) En cuanto a la fraternidad, rechazamos rotunda-
mente la manifestaci6n citada. Existe ia'posibilidad de
que en un Tailer con numerosos miembros y mediante una
concatenaci6n desgraciada de circunstancias, ocurra el
caso aislado de un candidato que no encontrase todo
el espiritu fraternal que debe regir en nuestras asambleas,
pero en nueve casos de cada diez, el iniciante forma las amis-
tades m6s duraderas y genuinas en la Logia, y los senti'
mientos fraternales que de 61 emanen se le devuelven con
multiples intereses.

(r) Es cierto que los socorros de Ia Logia se limitan
a los Maestros Masones en pleno goce de sus derechos como
tales, es decir, a aquellos que est6n a plomo con el tesoro
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without knowing whence it came.
The Masonic rituals, usages, and laws have been elabor-

ated by the brightest minds of many countries and many
ages. They have stood the test of the centuries and are
as us:ful and perfect now as they ever have been. To
understand and appreciate them, however, a receptive mind
is required, just as the seed must fall on fertile ground in
order to produce a hundredfoid.

We do not believe that the defects pointed out above
exist to any appreciable extent in our Institution, and we
know that what little of them exists, is receiving constant
attention from Masons not here alone, but all the world
over.

He who desires to understand the harmonies and beauti-
ful proportions of Freemasonry must read, study, reflect,
digest and discriminate. The true Mason is an ardent
seeker after knowledge.

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28.-Which is the Masonic body in Spain that our
Grand Lodge recognizes? Is there not a regular Grand
Lodge in that country?

Answer.-1he Grand Lodge of the Philippine Islands
is not in communication with any Masonic body in Spain.
The only independent Grand Lodge there, the Gran Logia
Espaflola (the former Gran Logia Regional Catalano
Balear), although a member of the International Masonic
Association, is recognized by very few Masonic powers,
owing to the irregularity of its origin. The so-called Grand
Lodges formed less than a year ago in Spain by Lodges
of the defunct Gran Oriente Espafiol, under the auspices
of the Supreme Council of Spain, are not recognized by us
and can not expect recognition from any regular Grand
Lodge, as they are not sovereign Grand Bodies; but owe
allegiance to a Supreme Council.

29"-May the Master of a Lodge enforce attendance
at the meetings by issuing summonses instead of sending
out meeting notices?

Answer.-According to our Constitution (par. 335):
A summons is an imperative order, issued by the Mastel of a Lodge

and attested by its Secretary, or by other competent authority as here-
inbefore provided, to appear at such time and place as may therein
be designated. The obligation to obey it is absolute and the penalty
for disobedience shall be expulsion, unless it shall be shown that such
disobedience was unavoidable or was occasioned by some pressing
necessity.

A man is a Mason of his own free will and accord, and a
Lodge the membership of which has to be driven to the
meetings by means of summonses should turn in its charter
or have it taken away frorn it. Attendance at the meeting
is a right and a privilege, and not an onerous duty. The
phraseology of the section above quoted shows that a sum-
mons is a peremptory order intended only for exceptional
cases, and the use suggested would constitute a flagrant
prostitution of that instrument.

30.-What is the meaning ol the expression "in good
standing" ?

Answer.-In his Circular No. 2, dated Feb. 21, 1921,
M. W. Grand Master Springer answered this question as
follou's:

"To be in good standing a Brother must have paid his dues in
accordance rvith the By-Laws of his Lodge and be free from any charges
preferred against him by a Lodge."

31.-Bro. X, a dimitted Mason, has applied to my
Lodge for afliliation and has been rejected. Has he become
the material of my Lodge by this fact? How soon after
his rejection may he apply again?

Una citaci6n es una orden imperativa, expedida por el Venerable
Maestro de una Logia y certificada por su Secretario o por otra autoridad
competente segin m6s arriba se dispone, para comparecer en el tiempo
y lugar que en la citaci6n se designan. La obligaci6n de obedecerla
es absoluta y la pena por desobediencia ser5 1a de expulsi6n, a menos
que se demuestre que tal desobediencia fu6 inevitable u ocasionada por
alguna necesidad apremiante.

El Mas6n lo es por su libre y espont6nea voluntad, y
una Logia a cuyos miembros es necesario obligarles a asistir
en las tenidas por medio de citaciones, o debe abatir colum-
nas voluntariamente o se la debe privar de su carta consti-
tutiva.

Contestac'i1n -En su Circular No. 2, de fecha 21 de
Febrero de 1919, e1 Gran Maestre Springer contest6 esta
cuesti6n como sigue:

"Para estar en pleno goce de sus derechos mas6nicos, un hermano
debe haber pagado sus cotizaciones de conformidad con el reglamento
interior de su Logia y no debe haber ningrin cargo pendiente iontra 6l
en cualquiera Logia."

Consultae
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Answer.-According to paragraph 177 ol our Consti-
tution, Bro. X can apply to any Lodge in the Jurisdiction
as often as he chooses to do so. The restrictions concern-
ing the Lodge to which and the time within which a new
application may be made, refer only to petitions for the
degrees, but not to applications for affiliation.

32.-Is it a fact that in America, many of the wives and
daughters of Masons wear Masonic pins while travelling
or away from their Masonic relatives? If so, is this legal?

Answer.:fhere is no law on the subject I can find;
but as certain feminine relatives of Masons are entitled
to special respect and protection by the members of our
Order, and as a woman cannot be a Mason and the purpose
for which the pin is worn is therefore evident, the custom
to which you allude and which is frequently followed in
the United States, cannot be considered as a violation of
our laws.

33.-What does the word "bourn" mean in the phrase
"that undiscovered country from whose bourn no traveller
returns?" Is this not a quotation from the Bible?

Afiswer.-ttBourn," from the French "borne,t' means
boundary. This phrase is taken from Shakespeare; you
will find it in Hamlet's soliloquy:

* * * who would fardels bear,
To grunt and sweat under a weary life,
But that the dread of something after death,
The undiscovered country from whose bourn
No traveller returns, puzzles the will

. And makes us rather bear those iils we have

. Than fly to others that we know not of?

34.-What" does "Parian" mean in the expression
"pilasters hewn from the finest Parian marble?"

Answer.-Paros, one of the Cyclades, an island group
in the Aegean Sea belonging to Greece, has since times
immemorial been famous for its white marble. The "Parian
marble" used in the construction of King Soiomon's temple
came from this island.

35.-The municipbl president of this city has requested
my Lodge to state its stand on the question of Philippine
independence.

36.-What does "ample form" mean in our Grand
Lodge Proceedings?

An|wer.-Opening and closing by the Grand Master
is "in ample form;" by the Deputy Grand Master or a
Grand Warden, "in due form;" by a Wor. Master, "in
form;" and by a Warden, "with the usual ceremonies."

37.-A Brother Mason informed me that the ten-peso
per capita contribution which the Lodges are required to
make for the Masonic Home Fund is illegal, as such assess-
ments must be provided for by the Constitution. Is he
correct?

Answer.-Not in the least. Paragraph 52 of our Con-
stitution reads as follows:

And the Grand Lodge may le'"y, in addition to the above, such
other contributions as in its judgment may be required.

"The above" refers to the annual dues payable to the
Grand Lodge by the subordinate Lodges, whether chartered
or under dispensation, viz., two pesos for each degree con-
ferred during the year; two pesos for each Master Mason on
its rolls at the date of its annual meeting, and a certain
sum for "The Representative Fund," which latter, however,
is not collected at present. The provisions of paragraph
52 are sufficient authority for both the per capita contribu-
tion referred to and the fee of P5 per degree conferred,
payatle by the Lodges to the Grand Lodge under a resolu-
tion adopted by the iast Annual Comrrunication and col-
lected in most Lodges from the candidaie.

38.-The Master of my Lodge has ordered all members
to pay the sum of two pesos weekly for the support of
certain Master Masons in distress. I question his author-
ity. Please enlighten us on thi's point.

Answer.-As regards relief, par. 150 of our Constitution
provides that-

Each Lodge shall see to it, even if it require all of its funds and
property, that the needy Brethren of its own membership and
neighborhood are not suffered to want or to be made a burden to
others.

Contributions for relief purposes by the individual members
must, however, be voluntary, and there can be no assess-
ments for this purpose, seeing that section 183 of the Con-
stitution says, in part, that

No Lodge shall lery any extra assessment on its members.

The order of the Master of your Lodge, if issued as
an order, is in violation of the provision last quoted and is
therefore illegal.

39.-Why must the correspondence between our
Lodges and Lodges of foreign Grand Jurisdictions be con-
ducted through the Grand Secretary? Are our Lodges not
autonomous?

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Answer.-Ihe rule to which you refer is a wise one and
exists in all Grand Jurisdictions we know of. It is espe-
cially wise and proper in these Islands, where Masonry is
comparatively new and where many of the Lodge officers
have not a perfect knowledge of the Engiish language.
Thc Grand Secretary is, or should be, a man whose perfect
mastery of the English language and thorough knowledge
of Masonic law, etiquette, and usages enable him to prevent
his less instructed Brethren from bringing discredit upon
their Lodges and Philippine Masonry by poorly written or
ill-advised correspondence.

40.-Is a Lodge obliged by law or precedent to give
the outgoing Master a past master's jewel?

Answer,-By law, no; by precedent, more or less. A
past master's jewel is presented Lry most of our Lodges
in recognition of good and satisfactory service as Master.
The established precedent in this Grand Jurisdiction seems
to be for the Lodge, with the Master absent (he is invited to
withdraw if present), to pass a resolution authorizing and
directing the Senior Warden to raise by voluntary subscrip-
tion the necessary funds for the purchase of a jewel, to be
presented to the Master upon completion of his term of
of6ce. In some Lodges, a certain sum is appropriated and
the rest is raised by subscription. Grand Master Geo. R.
Harvey, in answer to an inquiry (Proceedings 1916, p. 35),
expressed his opinion to the effect that the money for a
P. M. jewel should be paid out of the funds provided for
entertainment, in order that the jewel be a gift of the Lodge
trnd not of a few Brethren, as would be the case if a subscrip-
tion were taken up.

41.-Has the Grand Lodge of the Phiiippine Islands
any jurisdiction dver a Mason hailing from a Lodge in the
United ,states or a foreign country like England, China,
etc. ?

Answer.-Paragraph 7 of our Constitution provides
that said Constitution and other legislation of the Grand
Lodge "are final and binding upon all Lodges and Masons
within its jurisdiction." Paragraph 285 provides that the
penal jurisdiction of a Lodge includes, besides its own
members, all Nlasons from any Lodge residing nearer to
its place of meeting than to that of any other Lodge. This
seems to answer Your question'
