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The Father of His Country

George Washington , the founder of the Great American Re-
public, was a member of our Institution. Not physically
alone, but in all other respects, the "Father of his Country"
towered high above the men who surrounded him. Through
the bitter days of the Revolution, he did not allow dis-
couragement and weariness to get the best of him; but
fought and struggled on, inspiring his associates with his
matchless courage and enthusiasm, until the birth of the
wonderful country that now is the admiration of the entire
world became z[Sact. No wonder that he was the "first in
'war, first in peace, and first in the hearts of his country-
men."

Masonry is honoring Washington by the erection of
a splendid memorial at Alexandria, Virginia, to which we
Masons.of the Philippines have contributed our mite, and
the memory of the great Mason is safely enshrined in our
hearts, yet, year after year, we allow Washington's birth-
day, the 22nd of. February, to pass without any ceremony,
any solemnity to mark the day. This indifference, which
is pronounced in profane society, should not exist in Ma-
sonic circles. Washington was too great a figure in the
history of his country and of the world and especially in the
history of Masonry, to permit the anniversary of his birth
to come and go without even a passing notice.

We hope that, this year, at least some of the Lodges
will take steps for the proper observance of the day set
aside to honor the memory of our illustrious Brother George
Washington.

Craft in the Islands and we believe that considerable good
is being accomplished by it. In a recent batch of exchanges
received from the United States we found a Masonic maga-
zine that had copied two of our questions and answers
bodily, which shows that they are appreciated even beyond
the seas.

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The Collection of Dues
In the economic life of a Lodge, there is hardly anything

so important and yet so much neglected and mishandled
as the collection of the annual dues from the members.
On the other hand, many members, who are generally
punctual with their payments outside of the Lodge and have
amply sufficient means, will wait until the last moment with
the payment of their Lodge dues and oblige the secretary
to send them notice after notice, or will even go so far as to
allow the Lodge to suspend them for "N. P. D."

Lodges should not disregard the Constitution, allowing
their members to fall in arrears without suspending them,
or hesitate to collect the dues of prominent members,
lest these might feel offended. Some Lodges are too
prone to remit the dues of members for alleged merits.
In but few of our Lodges, the secretary gives the collection
of dues that personal attention which it deserves, and the
master and wardens likewise take little interest in this vital
matter.

We believe that the number of members suspended for
non-payment of dues and with it that of men lost to Ma-
sonry could be reduced to a minimum by more personal
attention to this subject on the part of the Lodge officers
and even of the individual members, and it would, perhaps,
be a good idea to have in each Lodge a special committee
to assist the secretary in this work.

Law and Order
Masonry always has stood for law and order and will

ever do so. Loyalty to the country to which he owes
allegiance and respect for the constituted authorities and
the law of the land are essentials to the Mason. Though
a man of peace, yet when danger threatens his country from
without or within he will gird his loins and go forth to
battle for the right. His prototype, the hero of Masonry,
is a man who laid down his life rather than to forfeit his
integrity.

There are now sinister influences at work at the very
base and foundation of government and society. Like the
destructive anay, they fear the light and must needs work
in the dark. It is these that Masonry must be armed
against-more so than against institutions that are con-
stantly being held up to us as our traditiondl enemies and
which, in their way, seek law and order as much as we do.

There are certain organizations who bid fair to
become dangerous tools of the movement of disintegration
to which we allude. The fact that some of them foment
class hatred and have chosen for their heroes anarchists of
the most violent type-the Haymarket assassins-is very
significant, It is these elements, that movement, which
Masonry must be prepared to lead into safe and sane chan-
nels or fight to the last ditch !

These thoughts were suggested to us by a proclama-
tion just published by the Governor-General, designating
January 27, t924, and the fourth Sunday in January of
each succeeding year, to be observed throughout the Phil-
ippine Islands as Law and Order Sunday, and enjoining
upon all patriotic societies and all organizations in general
which have at heart the preservation of order that they
observe this day in the manner which they consider most
effective to serve the purpose for which the day is set apart.

A movement well worthy of the wholehearted support
of the Craf't !

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La Recaudaci6n de las Cotizaciones

muchos Masones que tienen medios de fortuna suficientes
y pagan,puntualmente sus obligaciones profanas, pero que
esperan hasta la riltima hora con el pago de sus cotizaciones
mas6nicas, obligando al secretario a enviarlos aviso tras
aviso o dejando que la Logia los suspenda por falta de.pago.

Las Logias no deben de infringir las disposicione's ter-
minantes de la Constituci6n, permitlendo que sus miembros
incurran en morosidad sin suspenderlos, pero las hay que
no insisten bastante al cobrar las cotizaciones de los Her-
manos prominerites, por temor de ofenderlos. . Y las hay
tambi6n que se prestan demasiado a condonar las cotiza-
ciones de ciertos miembros por supuestos m6ritos. Son
pocas las Logias en que el secretario da a la recaudaci6n
de las cotizaciones toda la atenci6n que merece, y los vene-
rables y vigilantes tampoco se ocupan bastante de este
asunto de importancia trascendental.

Creemos que se podria reducir a su expresi6n mfnima
el nirmero de las suspensiones por falta de pago y con ello
el de las bajas definitivas en nuestras filas si los dignatarios
y los demSs miembros de las Logias prestaran m6s atenci6n
personal a esta materia, y seria tal vez una buena idea la de
nombrar en cada Logia una comisi6n especial que se encar-
gara de ayudar al secretario en esta fase de su trabajo.

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No Money for Entertairrment
At the installation of officers of Bagumbayan Lodge

centavo for entertainment. We heartily approve of this
sentiment. While we are by no means averse to Lodges
cultivating the social side of Freemasonry, we realize that
many are going to the extreme and do too much in that
line, not only spending money for entertainment that should
have gone for relief (and in some cases allowing their needy
members to be relieved by other Masonic organizations or,
worse yet, by outsiders), but even bleeding their candidates
and wealthier members to provide for entertainment.

Fanaticism
From one of the southern islands of the Archipelago

comes a story of riotous lawlessness and murder by a large
number of people acting under the influence of religious
fanaticism who are resisting the lawfully constituted author-
ities and have put to death a score or more of peace agents.
Religious fanaticism has been responsible for much of the
bloodshed in the world in the past ages. Thanks to the
dissemination of education and the tolerance which educa-
tion brings with it, religion is fast losing its leading position
as a cause or pretext for aggression, war, and bloodshed.
The cross and crescent no longer sanctify the work of sword
and torch. Only in out-of-the-way places, where the people
are of simple faith and have little education, religion still
plays the part it played in the Rome of the Caesars, in the
Alexandria of Cyril, on the night of St. Bartholomew, and
at other times and places. Soon the influence of our schools
shall have removed even these possible centers of confla-
gration, and occurrences like those on Bucas Island will
then be a thing of the past in our fair Archipelago.

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Sympathy for the Transgressor

One of the great evils from which we suffer, the survivor
of a r6gime where the administration of justice was very
defective, is a pronounced tendency to look upon the trans-
gressor as a victim of persecution, and a constant demand
for executive ciemency or amnesties as a means of remedy-
ing the miscarriage of justice. We run across evidence
of this tendency nearly every day, and even in Masonry
we find it prevalent. The result is that the offender against
our laws, be his sin as black as the night, always finds
sympathy and champions who parade before the Fraternity
as defenders of the persecuted, while the honest Master,
the upright Mason who endeavors to keep Masonry pure
and undefiled by ridding it of all dross and impurities, is
represented as an oppressor and persecutor. The evil
which we denounce is a pronounced one in our jurisdiction
and is responsible for the presence in our ranks of persons
who are utterly unworthy to wear the lambskin.

To represent such an attitude as tolerance and charity
is a prostitution of these words; but unfortunately many
of our Brethren have an altogether mistaken conception
of those two terms. One of the most glaring instances
we can think of is that of a Lodge accepting the petition
of a man who, as most of the members well knew, had
come out of the penitentiary, on parole, after serving nearly
twelve years of a life sentence imposed on him for sensa-
tional crimes.

Masons should endeavor to aid Masonic justice and
should under no circumstances shield and defend the trans-
gressor.

La Simpatia para con el Trans$resor
Uno de los grandes males que nos aquejan como legado

de un r6gimen en el cual la administraci6n de la justicia
fu6 muy defectuosa, es la tendencia de mirar al transgresor
como vfct,ima de la persecuci6n oficial, y la demanda cons-
tante de clemencia y amnistias como remedio para supuestas
injusticias. Casi diariamente tropezamos con ejemplos
de estas tendencias, y la Masoneria no est6 libre de las
mismas. El transgresor de nuestras leyes, por c-ulpable
que fuese, siempre tiene sus simpatizadores y defensores
que desempeffan ante la Fraternidad el papel de amigos
de los perseguidos, mientas que al Venerable honrado- y
Mas6n recto quien trata de mantener pura y sin mancha
a la Orden, limpi5ndola de las impurezas y basuras, se le
representa como opresor y perseguidor. El mal-que denun-
ciimos existe en forma aguda en nuestra jurisdicci6n y es

responsable por la presentia en nuestras filas de hombres
completamente ittdignos de usar el mandil del Mas6n.

Se ha dado en representar semejante actitud como
tolerancia y caridad, prostituyendo dichas palabras, res-
pecto a cuyo sentido muchos de nuestros Hermanos tienen
ideas muy-err6neas. Uno de los ejemplos m6s fuertes -que
se pueda-citar es el de cierta Logia que aceqt6 la solicitud
de un hombre el cual, como lo sabia muy bien la mayoria
de los miembros, acababa de salir condicionalmente de la
carcel de Bilibid donde habia estado unos doce aflos, extin-
guiendo la pena de cadena perpetua impuesta por crimenes
nefandos.

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The Malolos Republic Celebration
Twenty-five years ago, on January 23rd, 1899, that is,

two weeks before the outbreak of hostilities between the
American and Filipino armies, the short-lived Philippine
Republic was proclaimed at the town of Malolos-a proud
day, indeed, for General Emilio Aguinaldo, commander-in-
chief of the Filipino army and president of the new republicl

And on January 23rd, !924, General Emilio Aguinaldo
was once more the cynosure of all eyes as he stood in front
of the now historical convent of Barasoain, at Malolos, an
erect figure with a kindly face, receiving the homage of
the many thousands of people who had gathered to observe
the 25th anniversary of the proclamation of that ephem-
eral republic. And the half-score American veterans who
marched in the parade and shook hands with their foe of
a quarter century ago and with the survivors of his com-
mand, were proud to do so and to show the Filipino people
that for them the hatchet was buried for aye, and that the
enmity of those days had given way to esteem and affection
for Aguinaldo's doughty fighters. And the beauty of it
is that the latter felt exactly the same way, and that the
huge gathering of Filipinos- present had nothing but ap-
plause for the small band of American veterans.

,How much has Masonry contributed towards this
attitude? The central figures on this memorable occasion
were practically all Masons: Governor-General Wood, who
addressed the assemblage, General Aguinaldo and a number
of the generals and other high officers of the late insurgent
army, including Monsignor Aglipay, head of the Philippine
Independent Church, as well as half of the American con-
tingent of war veterans, all belong to the Craft. There is
no safer and saner element in a community than the men
who have fought the battles of their country and have
settled down tqbuild up what the war has destroyed. And
is that not anuElement which shows a marked tendency to
enter Masonry and makes the best Masons once within
our portals?

Masonic Lodge Meets on Mountain Top
For the last 65 years Golden Rule Lodge No. 5 has

held an annual communication on the summit of Owl's
Head Mountain, Stanstead, Que., 2,580 feet above sea
level. The path up the mountain is steep and tortuous
and the climb takes nearlv two hours.

This natural lodge room is almost exactly east and
west, with rocky pinnacles from which sentinels can guard
against cowans and eavesdroppers. Flat rocks in the
east, west, and south serve as stations for the three principal
officers of the lodge.

One can see nearly to Montreal (one hundred miles)
one way, the far away Green Mountains of Vermont and
a part oI the White Mountains of New Hampshire in
another. At the foot of the mountain is Lake Memphre-
magog, winding around for thirty miles, and in the fore-
ground the beautiful country of Vermont and Quebec.

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f]he twetfth Annual Communication of the Grand
Lodge of the Philippine Islands began on Tuesday, January
22, at 4 p. *.; and ended on Thursday, January 24, at
8 p. m. Much irnportant business was transacted by the
representatives of Philippine Masonry present on this
occasion, and we shall endeavor to give a r6sum6 of the
most important action taken and resolutions adopted.

The Grand Master's Message was an ably prepared
document, full of meat and couched in energetic, expressive
language. It showed an enormous amount of work accom-
plished efficiently and without fear or favor. We were glad
to see it contain such unstinted praise for the Cesrnrow.

The oration was delivered by Wor. Bro. H. Lawrence
Noble, Grand Orator of this Lodge until he demitted from
Far East Lodge No. 10 three months ago. It was a very
able address on the subject of "Our Aura" and was deliv-
ered in excellent form."

The Report of the Grand Secretary showed a net gain
of 240 members for the year. The Committee on Necrol-
ogy reported 62 deaths of members of this Grand Jurisdic-tion. The Treasurer's report showed the Grand Lodge
finances to tre sound, but with such a slight excess of re-
ceipts over expenditures that means will have to be found
to increase the revenues of the Grand Lodge.

Among the business left over from the last Communica-
tion and disposed of this time, there was the following:

The proposed rule of order concerning the submission
of Lodge resolutions no later than three weeks before each
Grand Lodge comrnunication was rejected as impracticable.

The proposition to amend the constitution by reduc-
ing the age limit to 18 years in the case of a Master Mason's
son was rejected.

It was resolved that Master Masons be required to
learn the Master Mason's catechism, which will be prepared
by the Grand l,ecturer.

A committee was appointed to work out the details of
uniform regulations for Masonic relief and benefit societies.

In conformity with the recommendations contained
in the Grand Master's Message, resolutions submitted by
Lodges, and reports of Committees, the following resolu-
tions were adopted:

That a committee be appointed to look into the matter
of the International Masonic Association in connection
with the mernbership of our Grand Lodge in the same.

That the Grand Secretary write a letter to the Imperial
Potentate of the Order of the Mystic Shrine, asking that in
the interest of harmony among the Craft in these Islands,
no further dispensations be granted for Shrine ceremonials
in these Islands.

li That the incoming Grand Master be directed to en-
li deavor to get the proposed law on the use of Masonic
ll emblems, etc., by non-Masons on the statute books.
{l That all Masons belonging to . organizations using

Masonic ernblem$, etc., without being entitled to do so,
must sever connections with said organizations rvithin
ninety days from date, under the penalty of expulsion from
the Masonic Order.

That the quota paid by the Lodges for the support of
the Cenr-prow be changed lrom ?24 per annum to an
annual sum equivalent to 60 centavos per member.

That the prohibition of rituals in cipher continue in
force.

That the charter of Far East Lodge No. 10 be revoked.
That the dispensation of Palawan Lodge U. D. be not

renewed.
That charters be granted to the other 9 Lodges under

dispensation.

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We do not believe there are many Grand Masters
in the world who have laid down the gavel after a year so
full of hard, trying work and splendid achievements as that
which our beloved Bro. Frederic H. Stevens has to his credit.
Upon assuming the purple of the Fraternity a year ago,
he found weighty and intricate problems awaiting him
which would have filled many a man with dismay; but
in his characteristic energetie and fearless way he attacked
these and disposed of them, and then looked around for
more worlds to conquer. To make our Brethren realize
how sucbessful our Past Grand Master Frederic H. Stevens
has been in leaving Masonry better and purer in these
Islands than he found it, we shall mention some of his
principal achievements:- 

He cleared the way for the proper action b1, the Grand
Lodge on the matter of the labor organizations using Masonic
emblems and forms.

I{e made the most serious moves towards the solution
of the problem of clandestine Masonry that have been
made since the problem arose in these Islands, so that the
final disintegration of the spurious bodies is only a question
of time norv.

He stirred committees that had been practically dor-
mant for years into action, as the Proceedings of the Grand
Lodge will show.

He purified Masonry by making a personal investiga-
tion of numerous candidates and preventing the admission
of many unworth-v men who were about to get in; and by
ordering the prosecution of masonic offenders whose trans-
gressions rvould otherwise have been overlooked and con-
doned, and he even urent to the extreme of arresting charters
in his anxiety to preserve the Craft free from reproach and
blemish.

He saw that our Grand Lodge was worthily represented
at the Lal,ing of the Corner-stone of the George Washington
National Masonic Memorial and the Communication of
the Masonic Service Association in Washington, and near
the Supreme Council of Madrid, in a strenuous effort to
clear up and settle the trouble with the ciandestine Masonry
of Spain.

He created much interest in Masonry and in the dis-
cussion of Masonic subjects outside of the Lodge by the
monthly conventions of Lodge officers and the Tuesday
luncheons, at which many important movements were
initiated and much good was accomplished.

He introduced a new, safer system of Lodge accounting.
He created the CaslErow and inspired and stimulated

the staff of the new review to such efforts that the same has
become a source of pride to Philippine Masonrl'.

By his recommendation of the discontinuance of certain
activities of an organization of high degree Masons, by his
frequent visits and the great interest he has shown in all
the Lodges, and by his own personal qualities, he gained
the friendship and admiration of the entire membership of
our native Lodges and contributed towards the satisfac-
tory solution of the race question and the realization of the
Masonic ideal of harmonv.

From his action in returning the Grand Master's charity
and expense funds untouched, ll'e cannot but conclude that
he has incurred heavy pecuniary sacrifices in the per-
formance of the duties of his office, in addition to the many
hours of his precious time.

This is indeed a record to be proud of, and the C.q.sLB-
row takes special pride in congratulating M. W. Past
Grand Mastei Frederic H. Stevens upon his splendid work
for the Craft in this part of the world and hopes and trusts
that he wili not sleep on his laurels, but continue to be a
pillar of the Fraternity in the Philippine Islands.

The Heroic Death of Bro. Yalentin S. Juan
One of the victims of the fanatics who are giving the

Government so much trouble in the Province of Surigao
was CaptainValentin Santos Juan,of the PhilippineConstab-
ulary, a member of Maktan Lodge No. 30, of Cebu, Cebu.

Bro. Juan was born on November 3, 1889, at Laoag,
Ilocos Norte, and fell on January B, t924, on the island of
Bukas, in an engagement between the fanatics and his
small detachment of 17 men, who all succumbed to the
bolos of the enemy. His bodywas found on January 14, and
was committed to the earth at Surigao on the same day.
, Bro. Juan's widow, Dofla Visitaci6n, and his four

children were given the most tender care and effective
assistance by the members of the Fraternity. They arriv-
ed at Manila on January tTth and were received by Wor.
Bro. Ramon Mendoza, Asst. Grand Secretary, who gave
them hospitality, and in whose house many members of the
Fraternity paid visits of condolence to the widow. After
a stay of approximately a week, Bro. Juan's family started
upon their voyage back to llocos.- 

Bro. Juan died in the performance of his duty, bravely
fighting for the cause of law and order against an over-
whelming force of lawless fanatics. He will ever be remem-
bered as"a good Mason and brave soldier, of the type that
lays down Lis life rather than forfeit his integrity.

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For some timq it has been the desire of those in charge
of the Canrqrorv to mail the monthly issues direct to the
'members instead of sendirig them through the various
.Secretaries of the Lodges, but this was not possible on
,account of the lack of funds. A Grand Lodge Resolution,
passed January, 2,4, 1924, during the Twelfth Annual Com-
munication, does away with the old fixed quota per Lodge,
and provides that the new quota shall be based on the
number of memlrers of edch Lodge, at the rate of sixty
centavos (F0.60) per member per annum, including Entered
Apprentices, Fellowcrafts and Master Masons, the quota
to be paid in advance in accordance with the number of
members in the Lodge at the time the payment is made.

This is a much more equitable arrangement than the
original fixed sum per Lodge, and while the small Lodges
will pay less than before, the total sum from this source
will be sufficient to provide for the mailing of the C.q.elnrorv
direct to the Members from the central office, without ex-
pense to the Lodges other than the annual quota.

Under the arrangement still in force, it cost the Lodges
four centavos per copy for postage alone, while under the
new arrangement the entire Lodge quota amounts to only
five centavos per copy and the copies will be mailed direct
from the Cesr,Brow office at the second-class rate, with
the postage, the expense of wrappers, and the labor of
wrapping all taken care of by the management of the
CasrBro$'.

The nerv quota and arrangement will go into effect
June 1, 1924, or at the beginning of Vol. II, since practi-
cally all the tr-odges of this Jurisdiction have paid up to this
date. The March, April and May numbers rvill still have
to be sent out by the Lodge Secretaries.

As soon as possible after the publication of this article
each Lodge Secretary should send to the C.qsr,Brow a type-
written list of the names and addresses of the members of
his Lodge in order that the addressograph plates may be
.made and ready for mailing the June, 1924, issue. It will
,take time to get these plates ready and it would be greatly
appreciated if the Secretaries are prompt in this matter.
If an1, Secretary fails to forw-ard his list to us in time, we
shall be obliged to send the copies for the members of that
Lodge to the Secretary, as before.

Furtherrnore, after sending in the above list, each
Secretary must promptly notify the C,q.srBrow office of
any changes or additions to the list. The CasrBrow
wishes to render prompt and efficient mailing service to
the Brethren, and this can be done only by the cociperation
of the Lodge Secretaries.

The members themselves, when advising their Secre-
taries of a change of address, should also advise the CasrB-
Tow of6ce direct, to avoid delays in the receipt of their
coples.

With the prompt codperation of both Secretaries and
individual members the new arrangement will be much
more satisfactory than the old.

As the new CastBrow quota is payable in advance,
on or before June 1, 1924, each Lodge must send in the
necessary amount to cover the vear from June, 1924, to
May. 1925, inclusive.

It is a source of great satisfaction to those in charge
of the CaRrBrow that funds will be available for mailing the
copies direct to the members, and we look forward to a
successful year under this arrangement.

Gran Logia

Las Logias de la obediencia de la Gran Logia de las
Islas Filipinas est6n esparcidas sobre trece islas diferentes,
de las cuales 12 forman parte del Archipi6lago Filipino y
una pertenece a las Islas Marianas o Ladrones. De las,
Logias en el Archipi6lago Filipino, la que est6 situada m6s -

hacia el norte es la de Aparri, que se halla entre los grados
18 y 19 de latitud norte, y la que se halla m5s cerca del
ecuador es la Logia de Zamboanga, la cual se encuentra
entre los grados 6 y 7 de latitud norte. La Logia sltuada
m6s hacia el este es la de Davao, entre los meridianos 125
y 126 E. de Greenwich, y la de Puerto Princesa, que se
encuentra entre los meridianos 118 y 119, marca la frontera
occidental de nuestro territorio ocupado. Podemos decir,
pues, que las Logias de este Archipi6lago cubren 12 grados
de latitud y 7 de longitud,

Guam, en las Islas Marianas, donde est6 situada una
de nuestras Logias, se halla aislada del resto de la jurisdic-
ci6n, o sea, a unas 1,450 millas distante de Manila, entre
los grados 13 y 14 de latitud norte y 144 y 145 grados de
longitud este, es decir, unos 19 grados m6s hacia el este
que la Logia de Davao.

Deseamos advertir a nuestros lectores, sin embargo,
que el territorio jurisdiccional excl,usivo de la Gran Logia
consiste de todo el territorio de las Islas Filipinas, y como
6stas se hallan entre 4o 4O' y 21" 10'N. y 116" 40'yI26" 34'
E., resulta que dicho territorio exclusivo cubre 17 grados
de latitud y 10 de longitud e incluye unas 115,000 millas
cuadradas de tierra, o sea, unas 3,100 islas, con mAs de 1O
millones de habitantes.

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The Jurisdictional Territory of our
Grand Lodge

The Lodges under the Jurisdiction of the Grand Lodge
of the Philippine Islands are scattered over thirteen islands,
of which twelve belong to the Philippine Archipelago and
one to the Marianas or Ladrones Islands. Of the Lodges
in the Philippines, the northernmost is at Aparri, between
the 18o and 19", and the southernmost at Zamboanga,
between the 6o and 7o, of northern latitude, while the one
farthest east is at Davao, between the 125th and 126th
meridian E. of Greenwich, and the one farthest west at
Puetto Princesa, between the 118th and 119th meridian.
Roughly speaking, the Lodges in the Philippines extend
over 12 degrees of latitude and 7 of longitude.

Guam, in the Marianas Islands, is the seat of one of
our Lodges situated quite apart from the rest, some 1,450
miles east of Manila, between the 13th and 14th degree of
N. latitude and the 144th and 145th degrees of E. longi-
tude, that is, 19 degrees farther east thah the Lodge at
Davao. This brings the Lodges under our jurisdiction
within a rectangle measuring 12 degrees of latitude by 26
degrees of longitude.

The names of the islands on which our Lodges are
situated are Luzon, Corregidor, Mindoro, Romblon, Mas-
bate, Panay, Negros, Cebu, Leyte, Bohol, Mindanao, Pala-
wan, and Guam.

We must add, however, that the ex,clus'ive jurisdic-
tional territory of our Grand Lodge includes the entire
territory of the Philippine Islands, and as the latter are
situated between 4o 40' and 2lo l0' N. and 116" 40' and
126" 34' E., this exclusive territory covers 17 degrees of
Iatitude and 10 degrees of longitude and includes over
115,000 square rniles of land, in about 3,100 islands, with
over 1o *illi.r, hhabitant..

It is gratifying to note that Masonry was the first

organization to respond to the proclamation of the Gov-
vernor-General of the Philippine Islands setting aside Jan-
nuary 27, t924, as the first Law and Order Sunday. Though
the ink on the proclamation was hardly dry, the Scottish
Rite Bodies of the Valley of Manila observed this day in
a most worthy manner.

The meeting, to which the public had been invited
and which was well attended, took place in the Blue Lodge
Hall of the Masonic Temple at 5 p. m. on January 27th.

The speakers, Bros. George A. Malcolm, Associate

duced by Bro. George R. Harvey, Judge of the Court of
First Instance of Manila, and were much applauded.

Bro. Malcolm's learned address was on the subject of
law and order in general, with special reference to the legis-
lation and courts of the Philippine Islands, while Bro.
Kalaw spoke eloquently on "Masonic peace, or human
peace as the Mason understands it."

The meeting was rendered more impressive and pleas-
ant by an excellent musical program, with Bro. John C.
Howe presiding at tl-re organ and the Union Church choir
rendering vocal music. Several solos by Mrs. Freeman
were especially applauded.

Stockholders' Meeting of the New Masonic
Temple Association, Inc.

The annual stockholders' meeting of the New Masonic
Temple Association, Inc., was held on January 28, 7924.
The report of the Board of Directors, submitted by Bro.
E. E. Elser, vice-president, showed that the association
closed the year 1923 with a fairprofit (F13,555.70), though
it felt the pinch of rest6icted operations. The sinking
funds are increasing rapidly, and the position of the asso-
ciation is a sound one. There are still some P350,000
against the property, which is a comparatively small item
compared with its value on the market, even in times like
the present.- Considerable improvements were made dur-
ing the year, such as the laying of hardwood floors over the
concrete on nearly all the third floor and changes on the
forrrth and fourth mezzanine. The latter floor is to be
continued over the entire area, which will give considerable
additional of,Ece space.

The new Board of Directors consists of Bros. Cotter-
man, Elser, Wing, Colton, Larkin, Chapman, Hedrick,
Youngberg, Palma, Hickman, and Weston.

Harding was a man of high Masonic ideals
whose mind was occupied with Masonry at the very hour
when the Great Architect called him, and a movement to
perpetuate his memory cannot but find a ready acceptance
among the Craft.

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Exclusive Territorial Jurisdiction
The American Grand Lodges have always been very

strict in insisting upon and respecting the exclusive terri-
torial jurisdiction of regular Grand Lodges duly established.
It is, therefore, interesting to note that there are occasional
cases of voluntary relinquishment of exclusive jurisdiction,
and we desire to mention as an instance the attitude of the
Grand Orient of the Netherlands.

There are at present in Netherlands East India two
Lodges chartered by the Grand Lodge of Scotland with tlie
express consent of the Grand Orient of the Netherlands,
and we even read in the Proceedings of the Grand Orient
of the Netherlands for t922-I923 that the second of these
Lodges was inaugurated in 7923 by the District Grand
Lodge of Netherlands, East India, itself, one of whose office-
bearers acted as "consecrating officer." And we read,
further, that the English-speaking Brethren at Medan
(Netherlands Past India) are contemplating the organi-
zation of a similar Lodge there !

The condition under which these Scottish Lodges are
allowed to operate in Netherlands Masonic territory is
that they must confine their membership to British and
Americans (U. S. A.). It appears that subject to the same
condition, the Grand Lodge of Scotland had also chartered
a Lodge at Paramaribo, in Netherlands West India; but
that upon the complaint of the Masonic authorities of the
Netherlands that the Scottish Lodge so chartered was not
living up to its agreement, the Grand Lodge of Scotland
promised to withdraw the charter of the Paramaribo Lodge
for the p,uJpose of embodying therein a clause limiting its
membership as indicated, which action seems to have 6een
fully satisfactory to the Grand Orient of the Netherlands.

The Grand Lodge of the Philippine"Islands has always
been very stricffiin its interpretation of its exclusive juris-
diction over these Islands, and the only Lodge of a foreign
jurisdiction recognized by it as reguiar is a Scottish Lodge
the charter of which antedates the organization of our
Grand Lodge in 1912.

There is a long enthusiasm-liilling wait whiie the can-
dida-te is being prepared, and also when he is being re-invested. Let
the W. M. occupy this time in giving instruction. ln the rituai every
rnovement made, every step taken, every word spoken, from the timL
the candidate is being prepared until he is welcomed as a Master Mason.
is replete_with the moit valuable instruction. Let the W. M. explain
the morq,l teaching of the preparation: of the circumambulation when
he is trieil by the plumb, level, and square, showing him how to trv all
he intends to do or say, ro see i[ it is upright, brot"herly, and right-and
pleasing to the Great I ANI; the steps:-how each degree is inteided to
bring him one step nearer the altar, the throne of Divine presence. one
step nearer perfection, and so on. During my mastership I followed
this plan, and the attendance rose from 13 or 14 to over seventy,

Consultas

63.-Looking over the Constitution of the Grand
Lodge of the Philippine Islands, I see that paragraphs
302 and 303 provide: nb method of voting for the length
of the suspension imposed in a Masonic trial. In other
Grand Jurisdictions such method is provided. In Illinois,
for instance, "the penaltyand the period of suspension may
be voted upon together or separately, and definite suspen-
sion shall not be voted for a longer time than one year,
nor for a less time than one month." How about this?

Answer.-We have,no suspension for a definite period
in this Grand Jurisdiction. Paragraph 309 of the- Con-
stitution provides that. . , .

"All sentences of suspension shall be for an indefinite period; and
a Lodge may, at any stated meeting, by the votes of two-tLirds of the
members present, annul any such sentence of suspension pronounced
by itself, and restore the Mason thus suspended to all his Maionic rights
and privileges."

64.-A friend of mine has been suspended by sentence
of a trial commission. He asks me *hether fhis means
that he is no longer amenable to Masonic justice; also
whether he can prefer charges against one of his accusers.
Could you please give me information on these points?

Ansuter.-A Lodge member suspended for dues, or
otherwise, is subject to trial for unmasonic conduct the
same as a member in good standing. As regards charges,
these can not be preferred by a suspended Mason, because,
according to- paragraph 286 of our Constitution, charges
"may be preferred by any Master Mason in good, stend,ing,"
which excludeg suspended Masons. A suspended Mason
has only one'*right in Masonry: that of petitioning for
reinsl atement.

65.-Please inform me (a) if an honorary member can
recommend a petitioner for the degrees, signing his peti-
tion; (b) if the Master of a Lodge can authorize an honor-
ary member to speak and vote on business of the Lodge;
(c) if an honorary member is entitled to a seat in the East.

Answer.-In our reply to Question No. 13 in this
column (Caerrrow 1923, p. 104, No. 4) we said:

Our Constitution contains no provision on honorary membership;
but the Grand Lodge of California, on whose constitution ours is based.
has decided "that there cannot be honorary merrbership." Honor-
ary members are not allowed to vote in any of the other sbcieties with
which we are familiar, and cannot and must not vote in our Lodges.

In other words, honorary membership does not give
rlie holder rights vested exclusively in members of a Lodge.
Therefore, (a) An honorary member cannot recommend a
petitioner for the degrees or affiliation, because under para-
graphs 156 and 157, of the Constitution and sec. 1 of art.
IV of the By-Laws, such petitioners must be recommended
by members of the Lodge. (b) The Master of the Lodge
may ask or authorize an honorary member to give his views
on business of the Lodge, in the same lrranner as he may
ask or authorize any visiting Mason to do so;but he cannot
authorize him to vote, as voting is a right and duty in-
herent in membership. As regards (c) Masters and past
mas,ters only are enl,itled to a seat in the East, according
to the customs and usages of our Jurisdiction.

Most Worshipful Bro. Geo. R. Harvey was initiated

in El Paso (Texas) Lodge No. 130, A. F. & A. M., October
30, 1895, passed January 29, 1896, and raised March 9,
1896. Served as Junior and Senior Deacons in El Paso
Lodge before coming to the Philippine Islands in 1901.
Became a Scottish Rite Mason March 19, 1906, in Gal-
veston Bodies, Galveston, Texas. Affiliated with Corre-
gidor Lodge No. 386 (now No. 3) in 1907. Was Senior
Warden for the year 1908, and Master for the year 1909.
Was chairman of the convention which organized the Grand
Lodge of the Philippine Islands in December, t912, served
as Deputy Grand Master, and became Grand Master in
February, 1915, and served in that office one year. He
affiliated with the Manila Bodies of the Scottish Rite in
1911, and was the first Master of Gautama Consistory for
1912, and was Master of Mt. Arayat Lodge of Perfection
in 1919. In October, 1913, the Supreme Council of the
Southern Jurisdiction of the United States elected him a
Knight Commander of the Court of Honor and in October,
1923, the Thirty-third Degree was conferred upon him in
the Supreme Council at Washington, D. C.

Answer.-Dual membership is prohibited in our Grand
Jurisliction, but a proviso in paragraph 250 of our Consti-
tution_says that "membership in a Lodge under dispensa-
tion shall not be considered as dual membership within
the meaning of the prohibition herein." Upon the con-
stitution of the Lodge now under dispensation, under charter,
it is optional f_o1 thg Brother mentloned to continue being
a member of either his old Lodge or the new one. For the
pregen-! there is no objection to his holding membership
and office in both.

67 .-A Lodge having met in special communication for
the purpose of examining a Fellow Craft, is it proper for the
Master to_ suspend such examination upon 

-an-objection

made to the advancement of the Brother concerned, even
though it was not intended to raise him at that particular
meeting? ,

^ A.ns.wer.-Paragraphs 165 and 166 of our Grand Lodge
Constitution contain full information regarding the pro-
cedure in such cases. The Master, in this"case,"musthave
considered the objection serious, as he even stopped the
examination of the candidate, which involved inconvbnience
to all concerned. He evidently looked upon the exam-
ination as the first step of the u.drru.,."rne.rt of the Brother
qbjected to, as seems to be the general practice in this
Grand Jurisdiction, an interpretation justified in view of
the fact that we have here no examination in the Master
Mason's lecture, and therefore cannot consider the exam-
ination in the lecture of any degree th.e completion, as it
were, of that degree.

68.-I noti& that a Lodge up North has an "orator."
So far as I can see, such an officer is not authorized under
the M. W. Grand Lodge of the Philippine Islands. Can
you enlighten me on the legality of their action in appoint-
ing an orator?

Answer.-Par. 132 of the Constitution provides that
"A Lodge shail consist of a Master, * * * and such
other officers as its by-lau,'s may provide." Likewise,
Article I of the "Uniform Code of By-Laws" says that the
officers of the Lodge "shall consist of a Master, * * *
and such officers as the Lodge may deem proper to appoint."
A number of our Lodges have taken advantage of these
clauses by appointing olficers not specifically mentioned
in our Constitution, such as an almoner, an organist, an
orator, etc.
