ue Rizal’s Birthday

On June 19, 1861, Bro. José Rizal was born at Calamba,
in the Province of Laguna, as the seventh child of Don
Francisco Rizal Mercado. Strange to say, the anniversary
of his birth passes almost unperceived, while the anniver-
sary of his death is the greatest among patriotic holidays
for the Filipino people. He came forth as a flower and was
cut down, and the tragic death of their hero has a greater
significance to his people than the birth of the child in the
humble home on the shore of the LLaguna de Bay, sixty-four
years ago. His birth into mortal life and his birth into
immortal life—is it not more logical to celebrate the latter
than the former?

One Hundred and Fifty Years Ago

One hundred and fifty years ago, on June 17, 1775,
General Joseph Warren, Past Grand Master of Masons of
Massachusetts, fell in defence of liberty in the battle of
Bunker Hill near Boston. One hundred years ago, on
occasion of the fiftieth anniversary of this battle, another
illustrious Mason, the Marquis de Lafayette, who had
fought for the independence of the United States with the
same ardor as Bro. Warren, laid the corner-stone of the
Bunker Hill monument. They builded well, our Brethren
of old. The republic of which they laid the foundation has
grown and prospered. It has become a haven and refuge
for the oppressed. It has drawn its sword for liberty and
democracy in the same generous and altruistic spirit that
inspired Bro. Warren when he braved the British regulars
with his raw levies and Lafayette when he crossed the
Atlantic and cast his lot with a handful of valiant men
who were willing to sacrifice their all for freedom.

Builders and patriots and true Masons, both of them!

A Year of Economy

Due in a large measure to the spirit of hospitality
which is such a prominent feature in both social and Lodge
life in the Philippine Islands, it often happens that our
Masonic Brethren, in their desire to give free rein to this
generous trait, are spending for purposes of refreshment
funds that should instead be used for the real aims and
ends of Masonry. M. W. Grand Master Rosenstock, per-

ceiving this tendency, has recently called attention to the,

danger involved in excessive expenditures for refreshments.
Our Grand Lodge has a number of truly Masonic enter-
prises under way which showd be given the right of way
over everything else. Our Masonic Home and our Masonic
Hospital for Crippled Children are the brilliant stars upon
which we must fix our vision instead of starting in pursuit
of the will-o’-the-wisp of dances and banquets. Many

El Aniversario del Nacimiento de Rizal

El 19 de Junio de 1861, el Hmno. José Rizc! naci6 en
Calamba, en la Provincia de Laguna, como séptimo hijo
de Don Francisco Rizal Mercado. Es muy raro que el
aniversario del nacimiento de nuestro ilustre Hermano pase
casi desapercibido, mientras que el aniversario de su muerte
es la fiesta nacional més importante del pueblo filipino.

Su entrada en la vida mortal o su entrada en la
inmortalidad: ¢cu4l debe observarse como fiesta nacional
filipina? ¢No es lo més légico optar por la segunda?

Hace Un Siglo y Medio

Hace un siglo y medio, el 17 de Junio de 1775, el
General Joseph Warren, ex-Gran Maestre de Masones de
Massachusetts, muri6 gloriosamente en defensa de la libertad
en el campo de batalla de Bunker Hill, cerca de Boston.
Hace un siglo, otro Masé6n ilustre, el Marqués de Lafayette,
quien habfa luchado por la independencia de los Estados
Unidos con tanto denuedo como el Hmno. Warren, colocé
la primera piedra para el monumento de la batalla de
Bunker Hill, en el quincuagésimo aniversario de dicho
combate. [Qué admirables constructores fueron esos Her-
manos! La republica cuya base ayudaron a construir es
hoy un edificio titdnico. Se ha convertido en refugio de
lcs oprimidos y perseguidos. Ha desenvainado la espada
por la libertad y la democracia con la misma generosidad
y altruismo que empujaron al Hmno. Warren al arrostrar
a los soldados aguerridos de Inglaterra con sus reclutas de
escasa instrucciéon militar, y al Marqués de Lafayette al
cruzar el Atlantico y ponerse al lado de un puifiado de
valientes dispuestos a sacrificar todo por la libertad.

Un Afio de Economia

Sucede con frecuencia que nuestros Hermanos, deseosos
a dar rienda suelta al espiritu de hospitalidad que es rasgo
tan caracteristico de la vida masénica y profana en estas
Islas, gastan para fines sociales lo que debian gastar para
los verdaderos propoésitos de la Masoneria. Hace poco,
el Muy Il. Gran Maestre C. W. Rosenstock llamé la aten-
ci6bn de los Hermanos hacia el peligro que entrafian los
gastos excesivos por banquetes y bailes. Nuestra Gran
Logia ha iniciado algunas empresas verdaderamente maso-
nicas que merecen atencién preferente, y debemos fijar
nuestra vista en estrellas brillantes, como las son el Asilo
Masénico y el Hospltal Masbénico para Nifos Lisiados, en
vez de perseguir el fuego fatuo de los banquetes y bailes.
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of our Lodges have widows and orphans and members in
distress they must take care of. Others are building homes
of their own, or should or might do so. The money frit-
tered away for entertainment or refreshment purposes will
not build temples, homes, and hospitals or relieve distress.
In adjusting their Masonic budget, the Brethren will count
money subscribed for Masonic banquets as money spent
for Masonry, and the Brother in distress knocking at their
doors is liable .te find, ‘‘the appropriation exhausted.”

Our M. W T.oud Master deserves great credit for
proposing thet we make this a year of economy and asking
Lodges not to go to unusual expenses for receptions to the
officers of the Grand Lodge, but save their funds for more
truly Masonic purposes.

Elocution

We do not believe enough attention has ever been
given here to the proper expression of the thoughts and
ideas conveyed by our ritualistic work. Often the beauty
of the work is marred by poor oral delivery. We have
on more than one occasion stood in the vicinity of Brethren
who had ‘Sharge of important parts and have been unable
to understand what they were saying. How could they
possibly expect the candidate and the Brethren farther
away from them to understand and be benefited by that
particular portion of the work?

A remedy should and must be found. Of course, we
need no professor of elocution to teach us to speak out loud
and enunciate clearly instead of mumbling what we have
to say. The eorrect intonation and inflection and the
proper gestures, however, are a thing that does not come
natural to every one. We have seen members of primitive
races, among them North American Indians of several
tribes and a Bagobo chief, deliver orations with an enuncia-
tion, an earnestness of purpose, and a nobility of bearing
and gestures that impressed us with their eloquence though
we did not understand theig tongue. This natural gift is
limited to few individuals, however, and we average men
must do our best to make up for its lack by educating our-
selves to the use of the proper enunciation and gestures.
In a Lodge of Instruction, much good can be accomplished
in this direction, and an elocutionist could do a great deal
to make the work impressive by training degree teams. A
poor rendition of the work is largely responsible for poor
attendance and is hardly calculated to make a favorable
impression upon the candidates. And don’t we all know
that first impressions are generally lasting?

Stagnation

There was a time when our Lodges, at least those in
Manila, were so busy receiving petitions and conferring
degrees that there was little time for doing other work.
Now petitions seem to come in considerably more slowly
and most of the Lodges have reduced the number of their
meeting nights. Some have even gone so far as to hold
only their stated communications and do what degree work
there is to be done after rushing through the business of
the Lodge. We are not in favor of this course, though it
may economize expense for hall rent, light, etc., because
we consider that this policy spells stagnation.

Now, nothing is more fatal to the welfare of a Lodge
than stagnation. To transact only routine business and
cenfer a few degrees is to mark time, and in Masonry, to
mark time is to go backward. And we know from expe-
rience that a retrograde movement is more easily started
than stopped!

Now that we are less pressed for time, let us look
around and see what we can do to improve our Lodges and
help our members to be better Masons. We can no longer
plead overwork as an excuse for neglecting the educational
work that has been so often and warmly recommended by

Nuestro Gran Maestre merece muchos aplausos por
su resclucién de hacer que este afio fuese uno de economias
y por rogar a las Logias no incurriesen en gastos extraordi-
narios por recepciones a los dignatarios de la Gran Logia,
guardando sus fondos para fines més genuinamente mas6-
nicos.

Voz y Accién

Estamos de parecer que en nuestras Logias no se presta
bastante atencién a la mejor expresién de los hermosos
pensamientos e ideas del ritual masénico. Frecuente-
mente, la pronunciacién es tan poco adecuada que echa a
perder el efecto que deberia producir el texto. Mas de
una vez nos hemos hallado muy cerca de Hermanos en-
cargados de papeles importantes en alguna ceremonia sin
poder entender nada de lo que estaban diciendo. ¢Cémo
podian entenderlo el candidato y los Hermanos que no
ocupaban sitios tan ventajosos como el nuestro? (Qué
utilidad podia producir trabajo tan mal desempefiado?

Es preciso que se busque un remedio. No necesitamos
profesores para enseflarnos a pronunciar con claridad y en
voz alta en vez de musitar y barbotar. Pero el acento, la
modulacién y los gestos elocuentes son cosas que la mayor
parte de los hombres s6lo pueden adquirir mediante instruc-
ci6bn, observacién y practica. Desde luego, hay oradores
naturales. Hemos oido discursos pronunciados por algu-
nos que pertenecian a razas primitivas, entre ellos, algunos
jefes de indios americanos y un jefe bagobo, cuya elocuencia
fogosa nos impresion6 sumamente, bien que no compren-
dimos su lengua. Desgraciadamente, hay pocos individuos
que tienen el don de la elocuencia y los que no lo tienen se
ven en la necesidad de adquirir la voz y accién necesarias
mediante el estudio y la prictica. Se puede hacer mucho
trabajo fttil en este sentido en las Logias de instruccién, y
cualquier Hermano capaz de ensefiar la emisién y modula-
ci6bn de la voz y los ademanes convenientes, puede contri-
buir muchisimo a la buena calidad del trabajo ritualistico,
participando en la instruccién de los feams. No cabe duda
de que toda mejora en el trabajo resulta en mejor asistencia
a las tenidas, y debemos también tener en cuenta que el
objeto de nuestras ceremonias es impresionar al candidato,
y que las primeras impresiones son generalmente duraderas.

El Estancamiento

Hubo un tiempo en que las Logias, por lo menos las
de Manila, estaban tan ocupadas en recibir solicitudes y
conferir grados, que les qued6 poco tiempo para hacer otra
cosa. Hoy ya no se reciben tantas solicitudes y la mayor
parte de las Logias se reune con mucho menos frecuencia
que antes. Las hay que no hacen méas que celebrar su
tenida ordinaria, confiriendo los grados después de despa-
chados los asuntos de familia. No estamos en favor de
este plan, no obstante el hecho de que resulta en economias
de alquiler, luz eléctrica, etc., porque opinamos que es sefial
de estancamiento.

Nada es mas perjudicial al bienestar de una Logia que
el estancamiento. La Log’: que no hace mis que despa-
char sus asuntos de familia y conferir algunos grados no
progresa, y en Masoneria, quien no adelanta, retrocede.
Y sabemos por experiencia que es mas facil iniciar un movi-
miento retrégrado que pararlo.
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eminent Masons. Lodges of instruction, Masonic research,
study, and lectures, benefits for Masonic charities: take
your choice, but do something! '

We are like wanderers on moving sands in these trou-
bled times: if we cease moving, we sink, and inactivity
means an inglorious death!

What Keeps Men Out of Masonry

We often hear Brethren tell us, on the floor of the
Lodge or at banquets or other Masonic gatherings, why
they became Masons; but we have less opportunities to
hear why men do #not join our Institution. It would be
interesting, indeed, to make an investigation into the prin-
cipal reasons that prevent eligibles from petitioning for
the degrees. We might learn some of the faults and de-
fects of Masonry as practised by us. We migat also gather
useful information regarding the most common calumnies
and prejudices against our Institution and the best way
to fight and counteract them. To improve our Masonry
and defend the good name of our Institution should be our
constant care, and our foes and detractors can best tell us
where we must strengthen our defences and where direct
our attacks on the enemy’s works.

A study of the reasons that keep desirable material
out of Masonry in our Islands would, therefore, be both
interesting and profitable.

Cursing

A Mason cannot put too careful a curb on his tongue.
A curse or indecent language should never pass his lips.
Too many men are in the habit of “adorning” what they
have to say with expressions either inane or indecorous and
blasphemous. Some there are to whom this kind of lan-
guage has become a second nature, and we have seen indi-
viduals of that kind heartily ashamed of themselves when,
much against their will, words and expressions not to be
used in polite society escaped them in speaking to people
they esteemed and in whose estimation they knew their
slip of tongue would lower them. Any Mason afflicted
with this habit is in duty bound to break himself from it as
soon as he can. On his first step in Masonry, he was taught
not to mention the name of God but with that reverential
awe which is due from a creature to his Creator. Those
who use the English tongue are particularly heavy offenders
- __Wwhere cursing is concerned. We cannot resist the tempta-
tion of quoting here the words uttered at the funeral of a
Seneca Indian, Chief Evans Bradley, by Dark Cloud,
another tribesman, as follows:

“I am not boasting, but it is true that there are no profane words
in any Indian language. We marvel at His works, and wonder that the
pale face dares to speak lightly at the Ruler of the lightning, the flood,
the sun, the moon and the stars, and that in anger he dares to use the
name of the One who in His anger can destroy all.”

"The Word ‘“‘Impossible’’

Judging by what Masonry has accomplished since
the last page of the 19th century was turned over, the word
“impossible” does not exist in the vocabulary of our Insti-
tution. Think of the enormous increase in numbers of the
Craft, which amounts to millions. Look at the wonderful
Masonic temples that have been erected in many cities of
the United States, at the wonderful George Washington
Memorial at Alexandria, Virginia, at the Hospitals for
Crippled Children: who would have dreamt of such things
twenty-five years ago? The eonservative Mason of the
old times stood aghast when he listened to the ambitious
programs of the younger generation, and the word “impos-
sible”” must have been uttered thousands, nay millions of
times by Masons all the world over. And here in our Phil-
ippines? Did we not hear it over and over again in con-
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Hoy que no estamos tan ocupados, reflexionemos un
poco para ver lo que podemos hacer en favor del adelanto
de nuestras Logias y de la Masoneria en general.

Frecuentemente oimos a Hermanos, en alguna tenida
o agape fraternal, exponernos los motivos por que se han
hecho Mas6n, pero tenemos menos oportunidades para
oir los motivos por que muchos hombres buends vacilan
en solicitar los grados de la Masonerfa. Serfa interesante si
se pudiese hacer un estudio de dichos motivos en un gran
nimero de casos, porque asi podriamos conocer algunos
de los defectos de la Masonerfa o méis bien de nuestros
métodos y procedimientos en la aplicacién de los preceptos
y mandatos de la Masoneria y en la administracién de
nuestras Logiags. También conseguirfamos informes ttiles
respecto a las calumnias y los prejuicios mas comunes que
existen contra nuestra Institucién y respecto al mejor modo
de combatirlos. No debemos cansar en nuestros esfuerzos
de mejcrar la calidad de nuestra Masonerfa y de defender
el buen renombre de la Institucién, y nadie puede decirnos
mejor que nuestros enemigos y calumniadores dénde debe-
mos fortalecer nuestras obras defensivas y en qué punto
hacer nuestros ataques contra los baluartes del enemigo..

Creemos, por lo tanto, que serfa interesante y prove-
choso un estudio de los motivos por que una porcién de
individuos que serfan buenos Masones vacilan en presentar
sus solicitudes.

iDesde luego, no debiera haber nada que se pueda
interpretar como sugestiones o invitaciones a cualquier
profano para hacerse Masén!

Las Blasfemias

El Masé6n no debe jamé4s olvidar que las blasfemias y
las palabras indecentes no deben salir de su boca. Es
dermasiado crecido el nombre de los hombres que acos-
tumbran “adornar” con expresiones poco decorosas o con
blasfemias todo lo que estan diciendo. Leos hay que se
han acostumbrado a esta manera de hablar hasta tal punto
que les ocurre a veces que emplean expresiones inconvenien-
tes en presencia de personas que ellos respetan y cuya buena
opinién o amistad estdn abocados a perder por las palabras
soeces que ellos pronuncian sin quererlo. Cualquier Mas6n
que tenga este vicio debe tratar de librarse del mismo lo
més antes posible. En el mismo umbral de la Masonerfa
se le ensefa que no debe pronunciar el nombre de Dios
a no ser que lo hiciera con el respeto y la teverencia que la
criatura debe al Creador.

Contemplamos con
admiraci6n las obras del Creador y nos asombra que los de cara palida
se atrevan a hablar levemente de Aquél que rige el relamrago, las aguas,
el sol, la luna y las estrellas y a pronunciar en tono iracundo el nombre
de Aquél quien en su ira puede aniquilarnos todos."”
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nection with the organization of the first American Lodge
in Manila, the creation of our Grand Lodge, the organiza-
tion of Bagumbayan Lodge No. 4, the construction of our
splendid Masonic temple on the Escolta, and even in con-
nection with the foundation of this review? :

When a Brother comes with an ambitious scheme,
don’t let us cry “‘impossible’” without having examined it
with the utmost care. Let us have confidence in ourselves
and in the Craft in these Islands and the world at large.
Let us help insteau o1 standing back and sneering at the
poor visionaries who are attempting to do great things,
only to watch these same things becoming realities later
and to remember with sorrow our attitude at the early
stage of the game.

Forget the word “‘impossible’” where Masonry is con-
cerned!

The Man Who Would Be King

Perhaps no type of Mason does greater harm to a
Lodge and comes nearer wrecking it than the man who
wants to rin things to suit his own whims and fancies, who
will not work unless he can ‘“boss the show,” and who is
impatient and intolerant where opinions of others not in
strict accord with his own are concerned. The good that
such an individual may accomplish by his zeal and activity,
is almost invariably offset by the harm he is doing at the
same time. Not every Brother will permit himself to be
ordered around or stopped from voicing his opinion on a
question. Few will pocket remarks bordering on insults.
And no Mason will be found anxious to attend committee
or Lodge meetings where bullying or acrimonious discus-
sions are to be expected.

The material achievements standing to the credit of
the Lodge tyrant—the ritualistic perfection he brought
about, the successful banquets and entertainments he or-
ganized and managed, the funds he raised, or the temple he
built, may be as nought compared to the harm he did to
the peace and harmony and to the spiritual part of Ma-
sonry.

Thousands of good, zealous Masons have been dis-
couraged and kept away from the communications of their
Lodges and from active participation in Masonic work by
such Lodge tyrants and much good material has been lost

to Masonry because of the apprehension to have to work"

with men of the type described where such men are reputed
to be leaders in Masonry.

The existence and rise of the Masonic tyrant are chiefly
due to passivity on part of the Brethren, who meekly bow
their heads or stay away ‘‘for the sake of peace and har-
mony,” instead of quietly, but firmly squelching the man
who would rule and govern Masons as if he were an abso-
lute monarch.

El Mas6én conser-
vador de aquella época mir6 con desconfianza el programa
ambicioso de la nueva generacién y la palabra “imposible”
debe haber sido pronunciada por Masones millones de veces
en este tltimc cuarto de siglo. Aqui mismo, en Filipinas,
la hemos oido muchas veces en relacién, por ejemplo, con
la organizacién de la primera Logia americana en Manila,
la creacién de nuestra Gran Logia, la fundacién de la Logia
Bagumbayan No. 4, la construccién de nuestro hermoso
Templo masénico en la Escolta, y también en relacién con
esta humilde revista.

Cuando algtin Hermano presenta un plan ambicioso,
no debemos tacharlo de imposible sin haberlo antes exami-
nado cuidadosamente. Es preciso tener confianza en noso-
tros mismos y en la Masoneria de las Islas y del mundo en
general. Debemos ayudar en vez de negar nuestra co-
operaci6n a los ‘‘pobres visionarios y sofladores’” que tratan
de realizar empresas magnas, porque luego, al verlos triun-
far, nos acordaremos con pesar y arrepentimiento de la
actitud adoptada por nosotros en el principio.

La Mision de 1a Masoneria en Filipinas

(Oration delivered at the Thirteenth Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge of the. Philippine Islands
by M. W. Bro. Teodoro M. Kalaw, Hon. P. G. M.)

Most Worshipful Grand Master, Worshipful Brethren:—
Our purpose in coming here this evening is a double one:
to cast a retrospective glance upon the principal events
of the Masonic year that lies behind us and to enter upon
the tasks of a new year with increased courage and deter-
mination. Both the Mason and the non-Mason, upon
passing one of the mile-stones of life, feel the same satis-
faction of duty well performed, the same hope that the
future will bring them their heart’s desire. And yet there
is a difference. There is no change in humanity in either
case. The individual remains the same. But Masonry
works a mysterious change in man: it transmutes the objec-
tive of life from the actual into the ideal, from egoism into
altruism. It is like art, which polishes, refines and beau-
tifies, like the marvelous skill of the craftsman that
converts the brute mass into exquisite filigree.

The husbandman hopes that a threefold yield will
reward his arduous labors in the field. The merchant can
almost see the gains from his ventures grow and multiply.
The humble toiler fancies he can feel his modest palm-thatch-
ed home quiver from the sudden shock of Fortune’s visit.
Each and every one trusts, hopes, divines, dreams * * ¥,
What a blessing are dre'unc:. that come as the mostxmable
reward of honest labor and unquenchable faith! But what
is in store for the Mason except sacrifice and self-denial?
Each year, each month, each day, the Mason finds he
has no right to expect anything for his own benefit. Our
Institution was founded by our grandfathers and continued
by our enthusiastic fathers for the purpose of forming
men who might be willing to consecrate part of their time
to the practice of brotherly love without any idea of personal
advantage or reward. ‘‘You men—they said—who have
something to give, who are endowed with a generous,
big heart and strong arms ready to aid the needy and with
an intelligence capable of undoing the work of ignorance

Tlustre Gran Maestre, Venerables Hermanos:—Hemos
venido aqui esta noche con un doble objetivo* para dirigir
una mirada retrospectiva héicia los acontecimientos més
principales del afio masbnico que acaba de terminar, y
para disponernos a una nueva jornada con mayores brios
y alientos.

Cada
afio, cada mes, cada dia, el Mas6n no tiene derecho a esperar
nada para su propio bien. Nuestros abuelos fundaron
esta Instituciéon, y nuestros padres la continuaron con
fervor, para formar una legién de hombres que consagren
una parte de su tiempo a la practica del amor fraternal,
sin pensar en el beneficio ni en la recompensa. ‘‘Hombres,—
decfan—hombres que tenéis algo que dar, y un corazén
grande y generoso y un brazo que ayude al desamparado,
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and error: unite in the work of doing good throughout
the world, without distinction of race, creed, tongue, and
nationality. Form a brotherhood of honest and industrious
men that will work for peace between men and nations;
that will cause benevolence to blossom like a flower in
human relations; that will wage war upon error and injus-
tice; that will check crime, tyranny, and persecutjon: that
will build up a new kingdom on the foundations of the
brotherhood of man under the fatherhood of God. Thus
you will build up Masonry!”

How pleasant it is, that voice we hear issuing from the
mystery-shrouded past of our history, to which millions
of men have lent an attentive ear throughout the generations
and which has brought us together here on this occasion
and still calls and urges us on!

One afternoon I went up on the roof of this beautiful
building to look from its dizzy height upon the busy city
below. I beheld the thick clouds of smoke pouring forth
from the chimneys of factories humming with activity. I
saw the Escolta and other veins of commerce crowded with
busy throngs. Farther out, merging into the horizon, wide
plains with green fields. To my left, the glittering bay
covered with ships great and small. What was that?
How could it be expressed symbolically? What was its
meaning? * * * It was the hymn of labor to progress,
which is law. It was the incarnation of an ideal conceived
in space and time to satisfy the incessant needs of that
monster called Humanity. But I was unable to distinguish
details. Even had I looked for them, I could not have
perceived them from that height. Something similar
occurs in Masonry. Its mission is so sacred, so lofty, so
ineffable; but its significance is so tangible, so concrete, so
human * * * Our forefathers conceived vast ideals of
rectitude and morality, based upon the imperfect state of
man; but they left the execution of that great undertaking

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to each people. Masonry is universal in its conception,
geographical in its development, circumscribed in its appli-
cation. The education or ignorance of the masses, the
individual or national liberty or oppression, social condi-
tions, economical difficulties, an unbalanced state of society
and the ruling vices have a great deal to do with it. Its
problems are the same as those of the people seen from the
point of view of the excellence or wickedness of human
conduct. In Europe it has waged war upon political and
religious tyranny; in South America and the Philippines
it has defended the liberty of young nations; in North
America it has upheld the integrity of the civil institutions
against outside interference, and everywhere it has endeav-
ored, by precept and example, to make men free, honest,
respectful, benevolent, and charitable.

My Brethren of the Grand Lodge, it behooves you and
your Lodges to face our local problems with the same deci-
sion and loyalty that have characterized the work of those
that have gone before us. Your principal duty is to main-
tain and protect the unity of our Masonry because without
that unity we can not continue our labors. The terms
spurious Masons and spurious Lodges must disappear
from our dictionary. There must be only regular Masons
and Lodges owing allegiance to one Grand Jurisdiction
and one law. For that Masonic unity we sacrificed much
in 1917 and are ready to make still further sacrifices. Com-
plete that work—do not destroy what we have built. Strive
to make even the humblest citizen of the Philippine Islands
a free man—free in the expression of his ideas and senti-
ments, in the profession of his religious beliefs, in the selec-
tion of his occupation, in the shaping of his life, in the
pursuit ‘of happiness. The conventionalities elaborated
by ignorance, superstition, fanaticism, greed, and caste
spirit, regardless of whether or not they have been lLanded
down to us by our forebears or bear the sanction of cus-
toms and tradition, are contrary to liberty. The intolerance
that persecutes, the envy that slanders and defames, the
sectarianism that sows hatred and discord, the oppression
of the poor and lowly: all these are incompatible with
brotherly love and freedom. Give us a new generation
with a mind free from blemish, hereditary or otherwise,
and with a spirit not bowed down by the weight of religious
or intellectual slavery. To achieve this, look well to the
operation and development of our schools, because in
them the soul and intellect of the new generation are formed.
And since the State is the incarnation of liberty and indi-
vidual thought and must respond to the heart-beats of
public opinion and protect the common interests from all
deleterious influences, you must protect the schools of the
State because they are your own and are intended to form
our young people as we desire them formed: on the broad
foundation of liberty of thought and liberty of conscience.
Endeavor to prevent religious controversies and human
disagreements from taking possession of the minds of our
children at so early an age. They will themselves decide
the fate of their souls when the time comes, and when that
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su significado es tan real, tan concreto, tan humano * * *.
Nuestros abuelos conc1b1eron grandes ideales de rectltud
y moralidad, basados en las naturales imperfecciones del
hombre; pero dejaron a cada nacién la realizacién de tan
magna empresa.

En Europa combatié la tirania
politica y religiosa; defendié la libertad de los pueblos
en la América del Sur y en Filipinas; sostuvo la integridad
de las instituciones civiles contra las ingerencias extrafias
en la América del Norte; y en todas partes pretendid, con
el ejemplo y <l precepto, formar un tipo humano, libre,
honrado, respetuoso, benévolo y caritativo.

Sefiores delegados:—Os toca a vosotros y a vuestras
Logias afrontar nuestros problemas locales con la misma
decisi6on y lealtad que fueron la caracteristica de la obra
de nuestros antecesores. Vuestro primer deber es conservar
y proteger la unidad de nuestra Masoneria, porque sin esa
unidad no podriamos seguir adelante. Que no haya masones
espureos o Logias esptireas en nuestro Diccionario corriente,
y que todos seamos regulares y aceptados, obedeciendo
a una sola jurisdiccién y a una sola ley. Por esa unidad
masdnica hemos hecho sacrificios en 1917 y estamos dispues-
tos a sacrificarnos todavia. Terminad aquella obra y no
la destruyais, Laborad por que el ultimo ciudadano en
Filipinas sea un hombre libre, libre en la expresién de sus
ideas y de sus sentimientos, en la profesién de sus creencias,
en la seleccién de su trabajo, en la determinaciéon de su vida,
en la consecucién de su felicidad. Los convencionalismos
fabricados por mentes pueriles, por la ignorancia, por la
supersticién, por el fanatismo, por el intento de explotacién,
por el predominio de unas clases sobre otras, sean trans-
mitidos a nosotros o no desde la edad de nuestros padres,
lleven o no lleven el sello de la costumbre o de la tradicién,
son contrarios a la libertad. La intolerancia que persigue,
la envidia que malhabla y difama, el sectarismo que odia
y divide, y el caciquismo que explota y tiraniza, son contra-
rios al amor fraternal y a la libertad. Haced que surja una
juventud cuyo corazén esté limpio de toda mancha, nueva
o hereditaria, y cuya mente no esté oprimida por el peso
de una esclavitud, no importa que revista una forma moral
o intelectual. Por esta razén, debéis vigilar el funciona-
miento y el desarrollo de nuestras escuelas, como lugares
en donde se forman el alma y la inteligencia de la nueva
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moment arrives, you have no right even to appeal from that
momentous decision. Cultivate patriotism in every respect,
because a man’s country is to him the best on earth and
you must bring your children up to love their native land.
Respect the government set over you, because it is your
government. Maintain the civil institutions of your
country because they are the work of your own compa-
triots who have built them up on your behalf. Denounce
oppression, whatever shape it may assume, whether it be
oppression of man by man, of class by class, of nation by
nation. Thus we shall obtain that individual and social
levelling that spells peace, order, tranquillity, liberty,
equality, and fraternity, those beautiful ideals of Free-
masonry. And spread the mantle of your protection over
those beings whom Nature has denied strength and forti-
tude, exposing them to the temptations and vicissitudes
of life. Nothing can be more comforting and more agree-
able in the eyes of the Supreme Grand Mcster than pro-
tecting the weak and succoring the needy. The women,
the children, the aged, the invalid are all entitled to the
tender care and loving protection of our ancient Institution.

With these precepts before you, you can iiake our
mission here below a noble, disinterested, lofty one! God
speed you in your labors!

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Bro. Thos. R. Marshall Passes Away

On the 1st of this month, Bro. Thomas R. Marshall,
vice-president of the United States from 1913 to 1921,
died at the age of 71 years, after a brief illness, in the New
Willard Hotel, Washington, D.C. Brother Marshall was
a zealous and sincere Mason and practised the tenets of
our Institution throughout his useful life. The American
Nation and Masonry lose in our just and upright Brother
a valuable element and the Craftsmen will, upon dropping
the acacia upon his casket, do so with the satisfaction that
the Masonic eulogy will, in the case of this illustrious dead,
not be untrue, hollow, and unmeaning.

Generals Bandholtz and Miles Travel West

Two distinguished American soldiers, well-known to
many of our local Brethren as Freemasons and otherwise,
have recently been called to the Lodge above: Major-
General Harry H. Bandholtz and Lieutenant-General
Nelson A. Miles. General Bandholtz, besides being known
throughout the Islands through his connection with the
Government, especially as Chief of the Philippine Con-
stabulary, was known to the Fraternity as Commander
of the Knights Templar and as an active Shriner. General
Miles, far-famed through his brilliant record during the
Civil War and various Indian campaigns, made at least
one Masonic visit we remember (to Manila Lodge No. 342,
F. & A. M.) while in the Islands. .

José Rizal

A man of high ideals, vast culture, and great courage,
who labored faithfully and sacrificed much, even life, to
the cause’he had espoused: such was José Rizal, the great
Filipino patriot and Freemason.

He was born on June 19, 1861, at Calamba, where the
broad sheet of the picturesque Laguna de Bay mirrors
majestic Makiling, and died on December 30, 1896, with
his face towards the wide expanse of Manila Bay, towards
that spot where, sixteen months later, Dewey’s ships were
to Leave into sight to begin the work of battering down
the misrule and abuses that Rizal had staunchly opposed
until silenced by prison and. firing squad. Between those
two dates, what struggles, what disappointments, but also
what achicvements! What a wide field of activity: the
Philippines, China, Spain, France, Belgium, England,
Germany! Strange to say, it has not yet been ascertained
where our great Brother first saw the light of Masonry;
but whether it was in Spain, or in France, or in England,
matters little: he was a Mason to the end and died for
Masonic ideals on a field destined to receive soon the life-
blood of a number of Masons singled out for slaughter
because they belonged to our Order, the historical field
of Bagumbayan!

We have monuments dedicated to Rizal in many cities
and towns of the Islands and his name has been given to
pueblos and barrios, streets, Lodges, and societies every-
where in the Philippines; but his most lasting and beautiful
monument is and will forever be the gratitude of the Fili-
pino people for whom he strove, suffered, and died.

La Ley Escolar del Estado de Oregon

Al darse a la estampa el presente ntimero, el cable nos
trae la noticia de que el Tribunal Supremo de los Estados
Unidos acaba de confirmar el fallo pronunciado por el
Tribunal Federal de Distrito en sus sesiones en Portland,
declarando anticonstitucional la célebre Ley de Instruccién
Obligatoria de Oregon, bajo el fundamento de que dicha ley
“priva a los padres de sus derechos, a los maestros de escue-
las particulares de sus medios de ganarse la vida, y a las
escuelas particulares de sus bienes.” Dicha ley fué adop-
tada por el electorado del estado de Oregon en 1922, por
115,506 votos contra 103,685, y debia entrar en vigor en
Septiembre, 1926. Sus disposiciones eran bastante drés-
ticas, porque obligaban a todos los nifios de ambos sexos
en el estado de Oregon a asistir a las escuelas publicas.
Desde luego, los colegios particulares y parroquiales ataca-
ron dicha legislacién, con el resultado que acabamos de
exponer. Es de esperar que, no obstante la derrota de la
célebre ley de que se trata, no se abandonaré la lucha en
favor de la instruccién ptublica no sectaria.

Marcelo H. del Pilar

Few men have suffered so much and
fought so fearlessly for the cause they
espoused as Marcelo del Pilar. Born at
Bulacan on August 29, 1850, Del Pilar
studied law in the famous University of
Santo Tomé4s, Manila; but instead of giving
his undivided attention to his profession,
he entered the political field and about
1886 he began his unrelenting battle against
the oppression and misrule of the monastic
orders in the Philippines which he carried
on for twenty years. Of him it may be
said that

He fought the fight—he kept the faith—
His fame shines bright and clear,

And his memory lives in loving hearts
Which will hold it ever dear.

His death at Barcelona, on July 4, 1896,
was largely due to the great physical and
moral suffering he underwent during the
last years of the ardent campaign for liberty
of conscience for his beloved country which
he was carrying on in Spain. ’

In Spain it was, too, where he saw the light of Ma-
sonry. He was Master of the famous Solidaridad Lodge
of Madrid to which so many Filipino patriots belonged.
It was he who merits the name of Father of the Filipino
Masonry, as he secured from Grand Master Miguel Mo-
rayta of Spain the necessary authority for organizing Fili-
pino Lodges in the Islands. His indomitable will, his keen
mind, and his ready pen were invaluable to the cause of
liberty and progress, and no one inspired the Masons of
the Islands with greater courage in their struggle against
fearful odds than Marcelo Hilario del Pilar.

We, therefore, consider that to him belongs the first
place among the great Filipino Masons who laid the corner-
stone of a new, free, glorious nation in the Far East.

Pocos hombres hay que tanto hayan
sufrido y tan bravamente luchado por la
causa que defendieran, como Marcelo Hi-
lario del Pilar.

A él le corresponde el
titulo de padre de la Masoneria filipina, porque él fué
quien obtuvo del Gran Maestre Miguel Morayta de
Espana la autorizacién necesaria para organizar Logias
de filipinos en estas Islas. Con su voluntad férrea, su inte-
ligencia privilegiada y su brillante pluma, Del Pilar pudo
prestar servicios inapreciables a la causa de la libertad y
el progreso y nadie alenté mis a los Masones de las Islas
en su lucha desesperada contra la opresién eclesiastica que
nuestro inolvidable Hermano Marcelo Hilario del Pilar.

Consultas

(This department is conducted by the Editors of the CABLETOW, and,
while the answers are based upon generally accepted Masonic Jurisprudence,
and the Landmarks and usages of Masonry, it must be understood by our
members that the answers given here are not to be considered as official
rulings of our Grand Lodge, or its Grand Master, unless the answer speci-
Jically states that fact.)

192.—A number of years ago I heard a fine apron lecture delivered
in Bagumbayan Lodge No. 4, by Bro. Jeen. Where is this lecture
taken from and where can I get a copy of it?

Answer—I understand that this lecture is taken from “The Treas-
ury of Masonic Thought,” a book edited by two Brethren of Dundee
St. Mary Lodge No. 1149, Scottish Constitution. In Scottish Lodges,
aprons are presented in each of the three degrees, and the one you mean
is the 1st degree lecture. You can find it in the CaBLETOW, Vol. II,
page 21 (June, 1924).

193.—Where can I obtain authentic information regarding the
position of the three altar lights? I understand one of our Grand
Masters has written an article on the subject. ¥

 Answer—M. W. Bro. William H. Taylor wrote an article on this
subject for The Builder, which you can also find in the Proc edings of
the Grand Lodge for 1916, on page 72.

194.—Is the age at which a man may be made a Mason 21 years
in all jurisdictions? May not a Master Mason’s son be made a Mason
at an earlier age than others?

Answer—Regarding the age at which a man can be made a Mason,
Bro. H. L. Haywood says in his fine book “Symbolical Masonry,"”
quoting McBride, that ‘“‘the Grand Lodge Regulations made it 25 years
in 1721; this was changed to 18 and thus remained ‘until a very recent
period’; it is now 21, though some other countries have clung to 18.”
In our jurisdiction, the age is 21 years for all alike. A proposed amend-
ment to the Constitution, providing that in the case of Master Masons’
sons, the age requirement be put down to 18 years, was rejected by our
Grand Lodge a few years ago.

195.—Some time ago, my Lodge received instructions to try a
Mason not a member of my Lodge. This made considerable work for
our secretary, who thus did a large amount of work that the secretary
of the Lodge to which the accused belonged should have performed.
He has not received any special compensation for this work. Is there
any regulation governing such cases? o -

Answer—All I can find is the following approved decision in Cali-
fornia, from whose constitution ours was taken, under the article con-
cerning the Lodge secretary:

He can make no charge for acting as Secretary of a irial commission
for a case transferred to his Lodge (1983, pages 13, 222).

As regards a non-affiliate, we find in California 1881, page 16,
and 1882, page 658, the following regulation: '

The expense of the trial of a non-affiliate must be borne by the Lodge
preferring the charges.

196.—Is it true that a motion to adjourn is not allowable in a
Masonic Lodge? If so, what is the reason?

Answer—This motion is not aj]lowable because the Master alone
has the right to close his Lodge, and a motion to adjourn would consti-
tute an interference with this prerogative. :

197.—What is the rule about writing profane and Masonic years
in dates? :

Answer.—The years of the common or vulgar era are written thus:
A. D. 1925 (A. D. standing for Anno Domini, the year of our Lord).
The year of Symbolic Masonry is found by adding 4,000 to the common
era and is written thus A.. L.". 5925 (A. L.". stands for Anno Lucis,
the year of Light).

198.—How much is “a cable’s-length?”

Answer.—A cable’s-length is the tenth part of a sea-mile; that is,
about 100 fathoms or 600 feet (about 183 meters).

192.—Hace algunos afios, of pronunciar por el Hmno. Jeen, en la
Logia Bagumbayan No. 4, al entregarse el mandil al candidato, una
exhortacion que me gusté mucho. ¢De dénde procede dicha exhorta-
cién, y dénde podré obtener el texto de la misma?

Contestacion.—Parece que la exhortacién de que se trata ha sido
tomada de un libro “The Treasury of Masonic Thought,” publicado
por dos Hermanos de la Logia Dundee St. Mary No. 1149, de Escocia,
En las Logias de Escocia, se presenta un mandil en cada uno de los tres
grados y la exhortacién a que Vd. se refiere es la del Grado de Aprendiz.
Vd. puede hallar su texto en el CABLETOW, Tomo 11, pag. 21 (en inglés).

193.—¢Dénde puedo encontrar informes auténticos sobre la posi-
cion de las tres luces en el altar? Me dicen que uno de nuestros Grandes
Maestres ha escrito algo sobre el particular.

Contestacién.—El Muy Il. Hmno. William H. Taylor ha escrito
un articulo sobre esta materia para el Builder, el cual se ha insertado
también en las Actuaciones de la Gran Logia de las Islas Filipinas para
1916 (pag. 72).

194.—¢Es uniforme en todas las Grandes Jurisdicciones la edad
que debe tener un profano al ser iniciado? ¢No hay también una ex-
cepcién en favor de los hijos de Maestros Masones?

Contestacion.—Respecto a la edad que debe tener el candidato
para la iniciacién en nuestros misterios, el Hmno. H. L. Haywood, en
su hermoso libro “‘Symbolical Masonry,” cita lo que sigue, escrito por
el Hmno. McBride: “El reglamento de la Gran Logia fij6 dicha edad en
25 afios en 1721, pero dicha edad se rebaj6é a 18 afios y se mantuvo en
18 ‘hasta muy poco;” actualmente es 21, pero hay otros pafses que no
han abandonado 18.” En nuestra Gran Jurisdiccién, la edad es 21
afios para todos. Hace pocos afios, nuestra Gran Logia rechazd un
proyecto de enmienda a la Constitucién cuyo objeto era rebajar la edad
de entrada a 18 afios para los hijos de Maestros Masones.

195.—Hace algtin tiempo, mi Logia tuvo que juzgar a un Masén
que no perteneci6 a la misma. Desde_luego, esto result6 en mucho
trabajo adicional para nuestro Secretario. Todo este trabajo corres-
pondia en justicia al secretario de la Logia del acusado. Puesto que
nuestro secretario no ha percibido ninguna retribucié6n adicional por las
muchas horas de trabajo que le ha ocasionado dicho juicio, os pregunto
ahora si hay algtin reglamento sobre la materia.

Contestacién.—Todo lo que he podido encontrar es la siguiente
decisién aprobada, la cual rige en California en cuya constitucién esta
basada la nuestra:

El secretario no puede cobrar nada por actuar como secretario de una
comision de justicia en un proceso transferido a su Logia (1893, pags.
1352220,

Con respecto a Masones que no forman parte de ninguna Logia
determinada, hallamos en California 1881, pag. 16, y 1882, pag. 658,
el siguiente reglamento:

Los gastos del procesamiento de un Masén que no forma parte de
ninguna Logia determinada deben ser sufragados por la Logia que formula
los cargos.
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199.—Is the expression “Grand Geometrician of the Universe”
still used in modern Masonry instead of “Great Architect of the Uni-
verse?”’ :

Answer—Yes, it is used in Kentucky and other Grand Jurisdictions
in the United States.

200.—Speaking of the ‘““Anchor and the Ark,” is the anchor not
a relatively modern implement and symbol?

Answer—By no means. The anchor, according to one writer,
was used among the early Christians as a symbol of immovable firm-
ness, hope, and patience and is to be found as such in the catacombs
and on gems, etc., of those days. Another writer says that it was
also used as a symbol of Christ’s divinity.

201.—What is the oldest Masonic document known?

Answer.—The oldest authentic Masonic document known is the
Halliwell document, a parchment manuscript discovered by the archae-
ologist Halliwell, 2 non-Mason, in the British Museum. It is supposed
to have been written about the second half of the 14th century and
contains the old Masonic guild tradition and the Regulations of Ma-
sonry, in rhyme, in old English.

202.—In case the Lodge has denied a member who committed
suicide the honor of a Masonic funeral, are the dependents of the de-
ceased entitled to relief?

Answer—They are. Under the California law,

The family of a suicide have the same claim for relief as if death had
not been caused by his own act (Cal. 1880, p. 419).

203.—Are Past Grand Masters entitled to Grand Honors?

Answer—Past Grand Masters are not entitled by right to Grand
Honors. They should be accorded Grand Honors as a right when
appearing for or as a representative of the Grand Master; and may be
so received as a matter of courtesy.

Look Well to the East

“All preferment among Masons is grounded upon
real worth and personal merit only; that so the Lords may
be well served, the brethren not put to shame, unor the
royal craft despised; therefore no Master or Warden is
chosen by seniority, but for his merit."”

This extract from the ancient charges is printed in
these columns at this time for the benefit of the annual
member, and it is hoped will cause him to inquire into the
qualifications of the officers that are in line in his Lodge.
Do they merit advancement?

Of late years it seems almost a foregone conclusion
that once a man starts in the line his advancement is a
matter of course. If he is a good fellow socially no one
seems to trouble themselves as to his knowledge or lack of
knowledge of the ritual, nor of the fact that he may be
entirely void of that strength of character which proclaims
the leader.

The possession and exercise of authority is a matter
of honorable and proper ambition in every Brother whko
wishes to render his Masonry productive of its legitimate
fruits—the improvement of his mental faculties and to
exercise the talents wherewith God has blessed him for
the benefit of his fellow creatures.

It is a matter of regret, however, that too often this
ambition, so praiseworthy when exercised within due
bounds, is too frequently indulged in by Brethren who,
though in other respects worthy, are lacking in the neces-
sary talent or industry to fill the office of Master with
credit to themselves or honor to their Lodge. Or, in other
words, the ambition is more often for the office than for
the welfare of the Lodge.

The Master of a Lodge should not only possess the
necessary Masonic knowledge to enable him to carry on
the Lodge work with order and harmony, but he must be
a man whose general knowledge and experience are such as
will enable him to conduct the business affairs of the
Lodge in a fitting manner. The welfare of the Lodge
should be his sole object, and if an officer feels that he has
not the time nor ability to promote the welfare of his Lodge
as he should, it would be much more creditable to him
to do his best as a lay member.—Masonic Home Journal.

Contestacion.—No es permisible la mocién de levantar la sesi6n
porque el derecho de cerrar la Logia corresponde exclusivamente al
Venerable Maestro y una mocién de levantar la sesi6n constituiria
una ingerencia en dicha prerrogativa.

197.—¢Qué es la regla sobre la forma de escribir el afio masbnico?

Contestacton.—Los afios de la era vulgar se escriben asi: 1925
(e.. v..) y los de la Masonerfa simbélica asi: 5925 (v.. 1.".). Las ini-
ciales significan, respectivamente, ‘‘era vulgar’ y ‘verdadera luz.”
El afio masénico se encuentra sumando 4000 al afio profano.

198.—¢Cuanto mide un “‘cable?”’ Y

Contestacién.—Un cable mide 120 brazas, o sea, aproximadamente,
doscientos metros. (En inglés, 100 fathoms, o sea, 600 pies).

199.—¢Se emplea aun en la Masonerfa moderna la expresién ‘‘Gran
