Nine years ago, the United States of America declared
war upon Germany and the American p=ople went to war
in order to end war. Has this object been accomplished?
Has that fearful waste of life and treasure, that fateful
slipping back into barbarism, had the effect of making
future wars of any magnitude an impossibility? Let us
hear the words of an eminent Brother, Field Marshal Earl
Haig, in responding to the toast of “The Imperial Forces”
at a St. John's Day banquet last December. According
to “The Scotsman,” Bro. Haig said on that occasion that

he hoped and believed that in our generation we would have peace and
happiness. Human nature, however, did not change so quickly. They
had the lessons of history to guide them, that frequently in the past,
when nations were shaping their course for peace, some unforeseen
accidents happened, and they found the necessity for Imperial forces.
He hoped such a situation would not arise for many a long day.
At the present time, when everyone was taxed so much and all were
anxious for retrenchment, it almost required a word of warning to pre-
vent them going too far in the scrapping policy. Looking round the
world today, one could see that the British Empire was more strongly
threatened now than it appeared to be early in 1914, i

menaces of war on every side. The “war that was to end war’’ is appar-
ently forgotten with all its horrors. The nations are preparing new
abominations of scientific discovery, new engines of destruction, to slay
and mutilate their fellow men. We take up our paper each day and we
read of the dangers of another war, of quarrels and disputes, economic
and political, which threaten again to plunge Europe into war. You
can hardly say there has yet been a peace. They signed a paper, but
where is the peace they proclaimed? Among the hatreds and jealousies
of the nations, among all that is opposed to the brotherhood of man?

Will humanity never learn? Will Masonic principles
never prevail in the relations between the great powers of
the earth?

An Example

The Masonic Hospital for Crippled Children was
making progress. In the Mary Johnston Hospital at
Tondo, five Filipino children were being nursed back to
health and strength in the five-bed ward maintained there
by the corporation, while the building fund was growing
slowly. Petitions for regular membership were being
received from individual Masons, and from time to time,
seme Lodge or some individual Mason would ask that his
membership be changed from regular to sustaining memb-=r-
ship. The increase was constant and sound, though too
slow for the enthusiastic Masons back of the corporation.
But, have you ever, at the seashore, watched the tide rise,
for a time slowly, imperceptibly, and then, quite suddenly,
seen a wave swell in the distance and approach and drive
the water high above the mark where it was a moment

Un Hermoso Ejemplo

El Hospital Masé6nico para Nifios Lisiados estaba
progresando. En el Hospital Mary Johnston, de Tondo,
se devolvia a cinco nifios filipinos la salud y fuerza perdidas
en el pabellén mantenido por dicha corporacién masoénica
y, en el entretanto, el fondo para un edificio para hospital
estaba creciendo lentamente. Continuaban recibiéndose
las solicitudes de admisi6én y, de vez en cuando, alguna
Logia o algtin Mas6n anunci6 su deseo de ser transferido
de la clase de miembro ordinario a la de miembro soste-
nedor. Dicho aumento constante pareci6 demasiado lento
a los Masones entusiastas que formaban parte del direc-
torio, cuando, de repente, el nivel del fondo experimenté
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before, and others follow it as if the tide had suddenly
made up its mind to engulf the dry land at a rapid rate,
after dallying so long? This is what we were reminded of
when, last month, the Hospital Fund suddenly experienced
a rise in its level that came as a surprise and a godsend.
A number of Masons on board the S.S. Resolute, which called
at Manila on a tour around the world with a tourist party
on board, took up a collection among themselves for the
benefit of the Hospital and handed to the president of the
corporation the sum of six hundred and forty pesos.

What an example to several of our Lodges and many
of our members who do not seem to know that there is
such a thing as a Masonic Hospital for Crippled Children
in the Philippines! May it spur some of our lukewarm
Brethren into action and induce a number of those who
have held back so far to join the enterprise that every Mason
in the Islands should consider it his duty to aid and assist.

Masonic Allegiance

Ancient Craft Masonry is a wonderful building that
has weathered numerous storms and withstood commotions
that would have swept away any other organization. It
needs no other institution, no auxiliary to strengthen and
complete it, as it is in itself a finished structure with all the
elements needed for strength and ornament. Yet, in the
course of time, additional degrees have been added to it
and bodies have been built upon it intended to complete,
strengthen, and ornament it. But Ancient Craft Masonry
is the foundation, s Masonry. Remove any of the so-
called higher degrees and superimposed orders and you will
see Ancient Craft Masonry continue as before, unshaken
and robust and vigorous as ever, but the slightest injury
to Ancient Craft Masonry, the foundation, will -weaken
and injure the building from top to bottom, because the
superimposed bodies are dependent upon Ancient Craft
Masonry for their life and existence.

Some of our Brethren seem to have a wrong idea of
this organization of our Order. They seem to think that
Ancient Craft Masonry is merely a stepping-stone to the
“Higher Degrees’”’ or the “Play-ground of Masonry,” and
they use it as such and pay little attention to it after so
using it. The Scottish Rite and York Rite degrees are
very beautiful and useful; but when a man has mastered the
work and lessons of the three degrees of Symbolic
Masonry he can say that he is not a whit less of a Mason
than one who has all the knowledge that the so-called
“higher degrees’” are intended to impart. A Mason’s first
duty and principal allegiance is, therefore, towards
his symbolic Lodge and Grand Lodge. It has often been
brought home to us that there cannot be any divided alle-
giance where one’s country is concerned and this is still
more the case with the allegiance we owe to our symbolic
Lodge and Grand ILodge.

Masonic Plays

An article on ‘“Masonic Dramas and Playwrights”
by Bro. Jesse M. Whited (Master Mason, Masonic Service
Association, February, 1926, page 135) suggests to us the
idea that the field of Masonic theatricals has not been
touched in the Philippines, although it is one that offers
many possibilities. A number of Masonic plays have been
written, which can be staged without any expense to speak
of, for the entertainment of Masons and their guests or for
the benefit of some worthy charity. Of the latter, we have
a number that are badly in need of funds, and we earnestly
recommend to their promoters and friends that they give
this matter their careful attention. There is no doubt that
we have considerable undeveloped histrionic talent among
our membership, and with the proper direction and the
necessary rehearsals, a Masonic play could be given in one
of our theaters for the benefit of the Masonic Hospital for

Ojal4 anime a algunos
de los Hermanos tibios y haga que muchos de los que aun
no pertenecen a la corporacién soliciten pronto su admisién
en dicha entidad que todo Masén de Filipinas debe de soste-
ner y favorecer.

La Lealtad al Simbolismo

La Masonerfa simboélica es un edificio magnifico que
ha resistido a numerosas tempestades y ha pasado por
convulsicnes que habrfan destruido cualquier otro orga-
nismo. No-tiene necesidad de ningtin otro organismo ni
auxiliar que la complete o robustezca, porque constituye
en si misma un edificio acabado con todos los elementos
indispensables para la solidez y el adorno. Esto no obs-
tante, en el trascurso de los siglos se han aumentado a la
Masoneria ciertos “altos grados’ y se han construido sobre
su base ciertos cuerpos que pretenden completar y ador-
narla. Pero existe el hecho de que la Masoneria simbélica
es la Masoneria. Quitense todos los llamados “‘altos grados”
y organismos adheridos y el templo del Simbolismo con-
servara toda su fuerza y hermosura, pero el més ligero dafio
que se hiciera a la base, o sea, a la Masoneria simbdlica,
afecta y debilita todas las partes del edificio, porque los
cuerpos adheridos dependen de la Masonerfa simbélica
por su vida y existencia.

Algunos de nuestros Hermanos parecen tener una idea
equivocada de esta organizacién de nuestra Orden. Pare-
cen pensar que la Masoneria simbélica no es mas que una
llave que sirve para admitirles a los ‘“‘altos grados” o al
“Shrine” y que, una vez admitidos ellos en éste o aquéllos,
se puede echar en algtn rincon. Los grados del Rito Es-
cocés y el Rito York son hermosos y ftiles, pero cuando un
Masé6n conoce perfectamente los trabajos e instrucciones
de los tres grados del Simbolismo, puede afirmar que no es
menos Masoén que uno que ostenta el grado treinta y tres
del Rito Escocés. Por lo tanto, el primer deber del Masén
es hacia su Logia simbélica y su Gran Logia, a las cuales
debe lealtad absoluta. Estamos convencidos de que no
puede haber lealtad dividida respecto a nuestro pafs, y esto
se puede decir con més razén aun de la lealtad que debemos
a nuestra Logia simbélica y nuestra Gran Logia.

El Teatro Masonico

Un articulo titulado ‘‘Dramas y Dramaturgos Mas6-
nicos”’ que publica el Hmno. Jesse M. Whited en el Master
Mason, nos sugiere la idea de que el teatro mas6nico es un
campo de actividad que no ha sido siquiera tocado en Fili-
pinas, no obstante las muchas posibilidades que brinda.
Hay algunas piezas masénicas muy buenas que se podrian
representar ante un pudblico o masénico o mixto, segin
la naturaleza de cada una, como diversién o para reunir
fondos para algtin fin masénico. Hacemos esta sugestién
a los sostenedores de nuestras empresas benéficas que tienen
necesidad de fondos. No cabe duda de que muchos de los
Hermanos de la localidad poseen talento histriénico y con
la conveniente direccién y los ensayos necesarios, se podria
dar en uno de los teatros una funci6én de esta clase en bene-
ficio del Hospital Masénico para_Niflos Lisiados, el Fondo
del Asilo Masénico o alguna otra empresa masénica.

Hace unos veinte afios asistimos en uno de los teatros
de Manila a la representacién de la comedia conocida ““¢S6is
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Crippled Children, the Masonic Home Fund, or an equally
deserving enterprise.

We remember that some twenty years ago, the well-
known farce “Are you a Mason?"’ was given at one of the
local theaters and that the place was crowded with members
of the Craft. It was not given by Masons nor as a benefit;
but it attracted our membership, was greatly enjoyed by
everybody, and was, as we remember it, a play that could
be staged with little expense by any company of amateurs.
What more do we need? To work for a Masonic charity
is Masonic work; to patronize a Masonic benefit is doing
one's duty towards Masonry, and the circumstance that
the play has nothing really Masonic about it does not make
the least difference.

There are plays on Masonic subjects which can be
put on before a mixed audience and are, therefore, suited
for Masonic benefits, and there are others (such as Bro.
Morcombe's ‘“An 18th Century Lodge”) which can only
be shown within tiled premises. The play cited, by the
way, was presented in various cities of California, to Master
Masons exclusively, to raise funds to equip the gymnasium
at the Masonic Home at Covena, California.

Why can we not do something like this in the Phil-
ippines?

Life Insurance

We cannot help reverting to a subject we have treated
previously: that of life insurance. Since we wrote our
last article on this subject, more than one good Brother
in this Grand Jurisdiction has died, leaving his family
destitute or insufficiently provided for, and we are sure
we make no mistake when we say that a number of men
have been initiated, passed, and raised since then who have
not made any provision for their dependents.

Would it not be well for our Grand Lodge to take this
matter up and enact legislation of some kind? A number
of Masonic dependents are in straitened circumstances
because of the head of the family having failed to make
provision for their future before death, and a number of
our Lodges are groaning under heavy burdens because of
similar neglect of duty on the part of some departed member
or members.

Do not blame us for coming back to this subject.
We are not in the insurance business and the welfare of our
Lodges, our Brethren, and those dependent upon them are
our exclusive motives for dwelling on this matter. In this
connection, let us cite the following explanation of the
American Tyler-Keystone, which we make our own:

And while we are on the subject of life insurance a brother asked
us the other day why we always kept harping away on that subject.

Our answer was that we were going to keep at it as long as there
was one brother who does not have proper life insurance to assure his
wife and family the comforts of life after he has passed on. It is a
Masonic duty to look after your loved ones.

For our part we should rather have fewer degrees than less in-
surance.

Visiting the Sick
To the Master who is anxious to know in what his
administration and his Lodge is lacking and on what form

of its activities it could improve, we would suggest that he

give special attention to the matter of visiting the sick.
This is an important feature of our work that is too often
sslighted and neglected. The average Master thinks he has
done his duty by appointing a committee for visiting the
sick, and that committee, if active at all, frequently lacks
system in its work or performs its duties in a haphazard,
perfunctory manner. And as it is a fact that many a Mason
considers the attitude of his Brethren during his illness a
test of the character and strength of the fraternal bond,
it does not happen infrequently that after having been ill,

El Seguro Sobre la Vida

No podemos menos de volver a ocuparnos de un asunto
que hemos tratado en un ndimero anterior: el seguro sobre
la vida. Desde que escribimos nuestro articulo, ha muerto
en esta Gran Jurisdiccién més de un Hermano dejando en la
miseria completa o parcial a su familia, y podemos afirmar
sin temor de equivocarnos que desde entonces han sido
iniciados, pasados y exaltados muchos individuos que han
dejado de dar los pasos necesarios para la proteccién de
sus familias en caso de su muerte.

Convendria que nuestra Gran Logia aprobara alguna
disposicién sobre esta materia. Hay un ntimero bastante
considerable de familias de Masones que estin sufriendo
estrechez porque el jefe de la familia ha muerto sin haberse
ocupado de la proteccién de su familia mediante el seguro
sobre la vida, y por el mismo motivo, ciertas Logias de esta
Gran Jurisdiccién estdn luchando con constante escasez
de fondos porque tienen que mantener viudas y huérfanos.

Nuestros lectores nos perdonarin por insistir tanto en
este tema. No somos agentes de seguros y nuestro motivo
exclusivo en volver a la carga es el bienestar de nuestros
Talleres y nuestros Hermanos y de las familias de éstos.
En relaci6én con esto, copiamos los siguientes parrafos del
conocido periédico American Tyler-Keystone, que adopta-
mos como nuestros:

Con respecto al seguro sobre la vida, hace poco nos pregunté cierto
Hermano por qué insistfamos tanto sobre esta materia.

Le contestamos que ibamos a continuar haciéndolo mientras hubiese
un solo Hermano sin suficiente seguro sobre la vida para garantizar
a su esposa y familia una vida desahogada después de muerto él. Es un
deber masénico velar por esos seres queridos.

En cuanto a nosotros, preferimos tener menos grados a tener menos
seguro.

Visitar a los Enfermos

A los Venerables Maestros deseosos de saber en qué
es deficiente su gestion y su Logia y cull de sus actividades
debe mejorarse, recomendamos que presten atencién pre-
ferente a las visitas a los enfermos. Es esta una fase im-
portantisima de la labor masénica que con sobrada fre-
cuencia se abandona. En muchos casos, el Venerable
Maestre cree que ha cumplido con su deber cuando ha
nombrado a un comité para visitar los enfermos, pero sucede
a menudo que dicho comité, si es activo, desempefia su
delicada misién de un modo superficial y poco sistema-
tico. No son pocos los Masones que juzgan a sus Her-
manos, su Logia y la Masoneria en general por la actitud
que adoptan mientras el interesado est4 enfermo, y cuando
algunos de éstos sale del hospital o se repone de su enfer-
medad, sucede a veces que se vuelve muy activo y muestra
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a Mason will either become more active in his Lodge and
more firmly, attached to Masonry, or he will drop out and
show plainly that the Fraternity is a disappointment to
him, according to the attitude of his Brother Masons during
his illness. We believe that our Brother who said, ‘I do
not believe there is anything that will help build up Lodge
attendance like visiting the sick, nor is there anything that
will hurt quite so much as the failure to do so,” was not far
from the truth.

The Master should, therefore, make it-a point to visit
the sick himself and encourage the membership to do so.
He should make arrangements with local hospitals, medical
men, etc., for the prompt reporting of cases of illness among
members of the Fraternity. If he delegates the duty of
visiting the sick, he should be careful in the selection of his
delegates and choose them according to the nature of the
illness, the character, likes and dislikes of the patient,
and the location of the home or hospital concerned. He
must not send the superintendent of a boiler-shop to the
bedside of a musician or college professor, or a book-worm
to that of an old sea-dog, or, worst of all, a competitor or
rival in business or politics to any sick man. And he
should ascertain and endeavor to satisfy the wishes and
needs of the sick Brother when this can possibly be done.
Let him do this and we have no doubt that his efforts will
be well rewarded.

The Pot of Incense and the Smoke Screen

No doubt every editor of a Masonic paper has had
some of his readers propose that he convert his paper into
that which it should not be: a pot of incense. The smell
of incense is agreeable to most nostrils; but it goes to the
brain and affects the eyesight, as it makes bhlind to defects
and shortcomings. The fulsome and excessive praise of
individuals who, perhaps, have not done anything but their
duty, persistent silence on glaring wrongs, unlawful prac-
tices, and gross negligence in Lodge administration, and the
suppression of news of importance to the Craft because
their publication might displease those for whom incense
only is intended, are things a Masonic editor will not indulge
in and which the average Masonic reader despises. Re-
cognition and praise of merit are a duty, of course; but
a Masonic publication cannot play the part of the acolyte
swinging the pot of incense.J.

Another thing a Masonic paper cannot do is to throw
out a smoke screen whenever something has happened that
some one does not desire published. Peace and harmony
are generally invoked by those in favor of the smoke screen;
but like charity, the plea for peace and harmony can be
made to cover a multitude of sins. A storm clearing
the atmosphere is to be preferred to the continuation of an
intolerable state of affairs. To conceal the presence of
contagious disease, to shut doors and windows because
you do not want your neighbors to know that your house
is on fire, are the acts of a fool. Facts and occurrences
suppressed or passed over in silence by you may be brought
out, distorted and misrepresented, by your enemies, and
your subsequent explanations may fall flat because your
silence at the proper time for publication is counted against
you.

Don’t let us have too much of the pot of incense and
none of the smoke screen!

Memorable Dates in April

Tampoco debe
enviar algin rival politico o competidor u otra persona
ltasta cierto punto antipatica al enfermo. Es indispen-
sable, también, que se cerciore de los deseos y necesidades
del paciente y procure satisfacerlos si es posible.

Existe el peligro de que los hechos y
acontecimientos que han sido pasados en silencio se publi-
quen por los enemigos en forma tergiversada e inexacta y
que las explicaciones posteriores no sirvan para nada,
porque el silencio cuando se debe de hablar se considera
como confesién de culpabilidad o complicidad.

Fechas Me.norables en Abril

El Hmno. William Preston, aguel Masén inglés que
adquiri6 mucho mérito en relacién con la redacci6n del ritual
de la Masoneria, muri6 el 1.0 de Abril de 1818. El 2 de
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Rufus Putnam, another of the generals of the Revolution,
was born on April 9, 1738, and Major General Peter Muhlen-
berg, also of revolutionary fame, was made a Mason in
Philadelphia on April 13,1779, Bro. Thomas Jefferson,
who wrote the Declaration of Independence, was born
on April 13, 1743. Bro.-Benjamin Franklin, one of the
greatest men and Masons of the American Revolution and
all times, died -on April 17, 1790. Finally, to complete
our data on ‘the Masonic-heroes of -that glorious epoch:
the famous ride of Paul Revere, who. later became Grand
Master of Masons of Massachusetts, took place on April
18,1775. On April 24, 1901, President Theodore Roosevelt
was raised in. Matinecock Lodge No. 806, of Oyster Bay,
N. Y. Edward Gibbon, the author of the Decline and Fall
of the Roman Empire, was born on April 27, 1737; he was
a member of Friendship Lodge No. 6, of London, England.
President James Monroe, of the United States, was born
on April 28, 1758. ; ;

April 1, 1889, is the date of the charter of the Lodge
La Revolucién, of Barcelona, Spain; its first Master was
Bro. Graciano Lopez-Jaena and its first Secretary, Bro.
Mariano Ponce. The first meeting of the Masonic Sojourn-
ers’ Club was held in Manila on April 2, 1900. Five yvears
ago this month, that is, on April 2, 13, 18, and 21, 1921,
M. W. Bro. Edwin E. Elser, Grand Master of Masons of
the Philippine Islands, constituted the following Lodges:
Angalo No. 63, of Vigan, Ilocos Sur; Gonzaga No. 66, of
Tuguegarao, Cagayan; Magat No. 68, of Bayombong,
Nueva Vizcaya, and Isabela No. 60, of Ilagan, Isabela.

Freemasonry strives to teach a man the duty he owes
to God, his neighbor and himself. It inculcates the prac-
tice of all virtues and makes an extensive use of symbolism
in its teachings.—Masonic Home Journal.
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Abril de 1891, la Masoneria perdi6 a uno de sus més esclare-
cidos ritualistas y sabios en la persona del gran americano,
Alberto Pike. El 8 de Abril de 1790, el mayor general
John Sullivan, uno de los generales de Jorge Washington,
fué instalado como Gran Maestre de Masones del Estado
de Nueva York. El Hmno. Rufus Putnam, también un
general de la Revolucién americana, nacié el 9 de Abril
de 1738, y el mayor general Peter Muhlenberg, que formaba
asimismo parte. de los héroes de dicha revolucion, se hizo
Masé6n en Filadelfia el 13 de Abril de 1779.

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Masones a Medias

Por causas bien conocidas, que ya hemos expuesto,
existen entre nosotros no pocos hermanos a los cuales pudiera
llaméarseles més bien medio hermanos. Ni son masones
en el verdadero y alto sentido de la palabra, ni dejan de
serlo, puesto que gozan de sus derechos adquiridos, y cum-
plen por lo menos con algunos deberes. Por eso hemos
hallado adecuado el nombre de masones-a medias, que sirve
de epigrafe a este articulo.

Cuantos, perseverando en nuestros trabajos, vienen
observando la forma en que éstos se verifican y las causas
por qué dejan muchas veces de verificarse, reconoceran
prontamente a cada una de las clases en que vamos a dividir
en numeroso grupo de hermanos, que pertenecen a la Fra-
ternidad con detrimento de la misma, por no tener todas
las condiciones que para ello se necesitan.

No es tarea grata la de sefialar las deficiencias de otros,
las faltas por ellos cometidas y las funestas consecuencias
de las mismas; pero a ello nos obliga el deber que nos hemos
impuesto v la misién ardua de trabajar por el bien de la
Fraternidad. ¢

Los primeros masones a medias que vienen a nuestra
mente, al dictar estas lineas, son aquéllos que, si bien pagan
sus cuotas con puntualidad, rara vez concurren a las sesiones.
de su Logia, y con su falta de asistencia impiden muchas
veces que haya quorum, importandosele muy poco o nada
los grandes perjuicios que a la Logia sobrevienen moral y
materialmente, por no celebrar con regularidad sus sesiones.
Su conducta, salvo casos excepcionalisimos, en que esta
justificada la falta de asistencia mediante la correspon-
diente excepcién acordada con la Logia, evidencia su inca-
pacidad para pertenecer a una Institucién, que requiere
de sus miembros algo méas importante que el concurso
pecuniario.

Otros hay con menos titulos atin para ser considerados
como miembros activos; nos referimos a los que, ni pagan
sus cuotas ni asisten a las sesiones, sin preocuparles el dar
motivos para ser separados de sus Logias por justo y nece-
sario acuerdo de las mismas.

Aun hemos de seguir restando del ntimero de asociados,
a otros que por distintas razones no ostentan propiamente
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Grand Lodge Authority

The question is persistently arising as to whether or
not a grand lodge has the right to limit activities of its
members in joining other orders, and it is certain that it will
be more persistent for some time.

Pennsylvania makes it unlawful for the members of
its lodges to be a member of the Order of the Eastern Star,
North Dakota prohibits the Ku Klux Klan and the Grotto,
other states bar the Grotto, and many states now prohibit
Masons from joining any other body based on Masonry
until they have been Master Masons for a specified length
of time.

In the first place it should be remembered that all
lodges today are the creation of grand lodges, and that
charters are received based on the laws, rules and regula-
tions of the grand lodge. The day when Masons assembled
and performed what duties they chose and dispersed
without responsibility to any other power is gone forever.
Every Mason is obligated to obey the edicts of the grand
lodge when lawfully determined regardless of his personal
feelings in the matter.

Membership is really a contract. One is only admit-
ted to: the fraternity on the strength of these obligations
which he assumes. If he should, at any time, refuse to
give assent to the requirements, his progress would imme-
diately be stopped and he would not acquire membership.
He gives this promise as a consideration for that member-
ship, and if he fails in his part of the contract he has no
just cause for complaint if the contract is abrogated by
the other party.

The wisdom of making such rules and regulations is
a matter open to consideration and the beauty of our sys-
tem is that every such determination is made by duly ac-
credited delegates of the whole membership. The Masters,
Wardens and Past Masters who make up a grand lodge are
put in place by the membership of the lodges in their own
meetings assembled.

It is no disrespect to grand lodge and no violation of
any obligation to make effort to change these requirements
in a constitutional manner, but until so done no Master
Mason is at liberty to set the law aside because of his own
personal objection to it.—Masonic Tribune.

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What It Means To Be A Freemason

Lo Que Significa El Ser Francmasén

By Bro. A. E. ‘FATTON

The title of this article is very closely allied to the
subject of an address made by Bro. John Lloyd Thomas
of New York during the fall of 1924 on “Why and What is
Freemasonry.”

The Bulletin issued by the Los Angeles Consistory
for the month of October, 1924, in its comments on the
address, stated that he had given expression tosome thoughts
which should be given the widest publicity.

Bro. Thomas asserted that, due to a radical miscon-
ception of what Freemasonry is, there are too many “‘un-
profitable servants’” in all bodies of Freemasonry.

A few short extracts from his address are here given:

There are two views of Masonry. Some men consider Masonry
as a club; a social organization of mutually selected men, whose sole
object is the enjoyment of such fellowship, and to whom the ritualism
and secrecy of initiation ceremonies afford only the passing interest
and casual entertainment of the moment.

These are the men who are responsible for the constant complaint
of non-attendance of Freemasons at the communications. None
are more ready from time to time to contribute money to various Ma-
sonic objects, but they do so without zest and simply because it is the
easiest performance of what may be considered a Masonic obligation.
Such Masons get no good of their Masonry, unless it'is the cheap dis-
tinction of Masonic adornment and official title. -

The other view of Freemasonry is that it is a school,a schoolof prac-
tical ethics, an organization for the cultivation of social morals, with a
curriculum as progressive as the needs of civilization, as coherent as
the events through which society passes from goal to goal in its journey
toward world brotherhood.

We should scrutinize carefully the man who seeks admission within
our doors. If he is merely a ‘club’ Mason, with no higher idea than to
‘belong,” * * * bar the door to him. He can do no good for us,
and he can get no good from us.

The many articles, dealing with this subject, in the
various Masonic periodicals are convincing proof that there
is a well-founded belief that a great many of the Brethren,
in fact a large majority of them, entered the Fraternity
under a misconception of what the institution stands for.
Again and again, the Craft is warned that applicants are
accepted without sufficient examination into the motives
that actuate those who apply for admission.

It is our duty to impress upon the minds of those who
fail to regard their obligations seriously, and who spurn
the teachings of Freemasonry, that it is not enough to be
a Mason in name only, but that they are expected to make
their life and actions harmonize with those teachings. For
some, no greater need exists for this than in our daily con-
versation. ce

Some time ago, the editor of a Masonic paper published
in the Western part of the United States put this question

Estos son los hombres por cuya culpa oimos la queja constante
de falta de asistencia en las tenidas. Siempre se muestran dispuestos
a contribuir su 6bolo a los diferentes objetos masoénicos, pero lo hacen
con poco entusiasmo y sencillamente porque es la manera mas fécil
de cumplir con lo que se puede considerar una obligacién masénica.
Esos Masones no sacan provecho alguno de la Masonerfa a menos que
fuese la distincién poco importante de poder llevar una joya masoénica
y llamarse Mason.

La otra idea de la Francmasoneria es, que ésta es una escuela, un
centro donde se ensefia la moral practica y se cultiva la ética social,
con un plan de enseflanza tan progresivo como las necesidades de la
civilizacién, tan coherente como los acontecimientos por que atraviesa
la sociedad desde una meta a otra en su progreso hacia la fraternidad
universal.

Debemos examinar detenidamente el caricter de los que piden ser
admitidos a nuestros misterios. Si es nada méis que un Masén de

porque no nos puede hacer ningtin bien y no puede sacar ningtin pro-
vecho de nuestra Institucion.

Los muchos articulos sobre esta materia que se publican
en los diferentes peridédicos masobnicos, son prueba convin-
cente de que existe la creencia bien fundada de que muchos
de nuestros Hermanos, en efecto, la gran mayorfa de los
mismos, han ingresado en la Institucién con una mala
inteligencia acerca de lo que representa la Masoneria.

to the Craft, “What about a dose of Masonry that would
make some of us stop swearing?”’ He pointed out that we
are taught to reverence the Deity; to invoke His divine
aid in all our lawful undertakings, and concluded by saying
that it reflects no honor on our Fraternity when among
men with the emblems of the Order showing on their lapels,
to hear every other sentence purictuated with profanity.

Our Masonic Monitors inform us that Freemasonry
as a speculative science was established by wise and honor-
able men with the praiseworthy design of recalling to our
minds the most solemn truths in the midst of the most
innocent social pleasures. With truth as its center, it is
founded on the purest principles of Morality, Brotherly
Love and Charity.

The great objects of our association are the restraint
of improper desires and passions, the cultivation of active
benevolence, and the promotion of a correct knowledge
of the duties we owe to God, to our neighbor, and to our-
selves. Its purpose is to unite men for the uplift of the
race.

In all ages the human heart has yearned for something
bevond man’s mortal vision and long before tne dawn of
written history men were engaged in a search fer Truth.
Bro. Albert G. Mackey defines Truth as “‘the knowledge of
God and of man’s relation to Him'’ and says that the various
degrees, which employ symbolic forms borrowed principally
from architecture and the Masons' trade represent the
various stages through which the human mind passes and
the difficulties which men must encounter in their progress
from ignorance to the acquisition of this truth.

The following editorial paragraph taken from the
Oriental Consistory Bulletin shows very clearly how Free-
masons are expected to acquire this truth:

Masonry, the science of life and conduct, the progressive moral
science, recognizes that revelation of truth comes to men in proportion
to the work done by them, the effort made by them to apprehend the
mysteries of life here and herealter following the light given to men by
all of the great teachers, including that given to the world by One whom
many of us revere as the Great Teacher, who taught salvation, or regen-
eration, or perfection, to be the result of achievement through indi-
vidual effort or work, towards that end.

It has been said that Freemasonry is the heir of all the

Sefialé que se nos ensefia a reverencias
a Dios y a pedir la ayuda divina en todas nuestras empresas
licitas, y concluy6 diciendo que redunda en desdoro de la
Masonerifa cuando hombres que gastan los emblemas de
nuestra Institucién sueltan votos a cada rato.

Los catecismos masénicos nos informan que la Franc-
masoneria, como ciencia especulativa, fué establecida por
hombres sabios y honrados con el loable objeto de inculcar
en nuestras mentes las mas solemnes verdades en medio
de los mas inocentes placeres sociales. Con la verdad como
centro, estd fundada en los principios més puros de la mora-
lidad, el amor fraternal y la caridad.

Los grandes objetos de nuestra sociedad son la supre-
si6n de los deseos y pasiones inconvenientes, la cultivacion
de la beneficencia activa y la difusién del conocimiento de
los deberes que tenemos que cumplir para con Dios, nuestro
préjimo y nosotros mismos. Su fin es el de unir a los hom-
bres para el mejoramiento de la estirpe humana.

En todas las épocas, el corazén humano ha ansiado
algo mas alla de la visibn mortal del hombre y mucho tiempo
antes de la alborada de la historia escrita ya existian hombres
que se dedicaban a buscar la verdad El Hmno. Albert
G. Mackey define la verdad como ‘‘el conocimiento de Dios
y de las relaciones del hombre con EI” y dice que los dife-
rentes grados en que se hace uso de simbolos sacados prin=
cipalmenté de la arquitectura y la industria del albail,
representan las diferentes etapas por que pasa la mente
humana y las dificultades que los hombres deben encontrar
en su progreso desde la ignorancia a la adquisicién de dicha
verdad.

El siguiente parrafo editorial sacado del Oriental
Consistory Bulletin demuestra muy claramente cémo se
espera que los Francmasones han de adquirir dicha verdad -
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Mysteries. By ‘‘mysteries” is meant the ancient initiation
ceremonies as practiced in the Egyptian Mysteries of Osiris
and Iris and the Rites of Eleusis in Greece, to mention only
two.

In the Egyptian Mysteries we find that they teach a
belief in the existence of one God, the Creator of heaven
and earth, and a hope of life to come.

The Eleusinian Mysteries were divided into two parts,
the esoteric and the exoteric, or the greater and lesser
mysteries. The greater mysteries, which were taught
to the elect alone, broke down the whole theory of the
Olympian pantheon, or the accepted religion of the State,
and were surrounded with the utmost secrecy as their pro-
mulgation in teaching the One God.

Concerning the teachings of the Mysteries, Cicero is
quoted as follows: “Amidst all that is excellent or divine
that your Athens has produced and diffused among men,
there is nothing more excellent than the Mysteries, which
exalt us from a rude and savage state to true humanity.
They initiate us into the true principles of life, for they
teach us not only how to live pleasantly but to die with
better hopes.”

In like manner, we have Speculative Masonry teaching
the existence of the Great Architect of the Universe, sug-
gesting the probability of an inner principle of life that
survives the death of the body, and seeking to unite its
members in the great Brotherhood of Man.

Freemasons are a body of men seeking Truth without
envy, discussing it without rancor, and striving to make
it effective in private life and public service.

Freemasonry’s mission is to use its principles for the
advancement of civilization; and if we translate the work
into terms of practical application of its lessons, for the
benefit of ourselves and our fellowmen, we will realize that
Freemasonry is synonymous with service and civic duty.

The teachings of Freemasonry tend to make men better,
to help them gain control over their passions and pre-
judices, to broaden their sympathies and charities, and to
make them tolerant of the political and religious beliefs
of their fellowmen, but only insofar as the novitiate actively
and honestly endeavors to personally practise the lessons
taught him.

As expressed by Bro. Paul F. Berdanier:

It is within the Mind, Spirit and Soul that Freemasons are really
made; not by the repeating of an obligation, not by the wearing of a
symbol, not by proudly displaying a handsome jewel emblematic of
ithe degrees taken.

Freemasonry is the subjugation of the human that is in man by the
Divine; the conquest of the Appetites and Passions by the moral Sense
and the Reason; a continual struggle, effort and'warfare of the spiritual
against the Material and Sensual.

No, a Freemason is not made by having the degrees
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La Masoneria, como ciencia de la vida y conducta, como ciencia
moral progresiva, reconoce que la verdad se revela al hombre en la
misma medida en que ellos se esfuerzan a conocer y comprender los
misterios de la vida terrestre y futura, guiados por la luz que ha sido
comumcada a la humanidad por todos 'los _grandes maestros, con inclu-
sién de la luz que nos ha dado aquel a quien muchos de nosotros reve-
rencxamos como el Gran Maestre y que ensefid que la salvacién, rege-
neracién o perfeccién del hombre es el resultado de los esfuerzos indi-
viduales realizados por cada uno para dicho fin.

Se ha dicho que la Francmasoneria es heredera de todos los mis-
terios. El término “misterios’ significa las antiguas ceremonias de
iniciacién practicadas en los misterios egipcios de Osiris e Isis y en los
ritos de Eleusis, en Grecia, y otros mas.

En los misterios egipcios se ensefiaba la creencia en la existencia
de un solo dios, creador del cielo y de la tierra, y la esperanza de una
vida futura.

Los misterios eleusinos consistian de dos partes, la esotérica y la
exotérica, o los misterios mayores y los menores. Los misterios mayores
que solo se ensefiaban a los elegidos, dieron al traste con toda la teoria
del pantedn olimpico o sea, la religion del estado, y se guardaron estricta-
mente secretos como tamblen la ensefianza de la existencia de un solo
dios.

Con respecto a las ensefianzas de los misterios, citamos
el siguiente juicio de Cicerén:

Entre todo lo excelente o divino que vuestra Atenas ha producido y
difundido =ntre los hombres, no hay nada mejor que los misterios, que
nos sacan del estado de barbarie y salvajismo y nos exaltan a la verda-
dera humanidad. Nos’inician en los verdaderos principios de la vida
porque nos ensefian no solamente vivir agradablemente sino morir
con mejores esperanzas.

De igual modo, la Masoneria especulativa ensena
la existencia del Gran Arquitecto del Universo, sugiere
la probabilidad de un principio interno de vida que sobre-
vive la muerte del cuerpo y trata de reunir a sus miembros
en la gran fraternidad universal.

Los Francmasones somos una sociedad de hombres
que buscan la verdad sin envidia, la discuten sin rencor y
tratan de hacerla efectiva en la vida privada y en el servicio
publico.

La misi6én de la Francmasoneria consiste en utilizar
sus principios para el adelanto de la civilizacién, y si tradu-
cimos su labor en términos de la aplicacién practica de sus
enseflanzas, en beneficio de nosotros y de nuestros proéji-
mos, nos daremos cuenta de que Francmasoneria es sin6-
nimo de servicio y deber civico.

As a Freemason a man must perform his full Masonic
duty to himself, his family, his neighbor, his friends, to all
mankind and to his God. He must be a Freemason in deed
and in truth, honest and upright before God and man. He
must discern clearly between right and wrong, shun evil
and follow the good. To be a real Mason requires hard
work and continued devotion. :

An editorial paragraph taken from the “Square and
Compass,” Utica, is very a propos to the subject of this
article. It reads as follows:

Card index yourself by answering this question: ‘‘Are you willing
to deny yourself for the Craft?”

You can’t gain Masonic experience, make real Masonic friendships,
by any other road.

Your answer to this question is a cross section of your Masonic net
worth. What you have been in the past is a mere detail The future
of Freemasonry, its stupendous obligations and almost unlimited oppor-
tunities for service to mankind, are things to conjure with.

The following poem by F. E. Lester is an excellent
test by which we may determine our value as real Masons:

If you can clear from off the path about you
The rotting limbs of Bigotry and Greed,

If you can recognize with men around you
The Brotherhood of Man above their creed;

If you can know that all of human thinking
Gains strength from God’s Divinity in man,

And see His laws with human effort linking,
Then you're a Mason, brother, and a Man.

If you can see in all Masonic labor
Responsibility towards your fellowman,
And, stript for service, you can draw your saber
And fight for Truth, as only Masons can;
If you can speed the day when Education
Shall raise man’s vision o’er his cult and clan
And fill him with Masonic inspiration,
Then you're a Mason, brother, and a Man.

If you can stoop and raise a fallen brother,
And start him on the Road of Hope again:
If you can know yourself to be a lover
Of Honor, though obscured by cloud and rain;
If you can hear the call of grief and sadness
From your distressed, discouraged fellowman,
And change his tears to laughter and to gladness,
Then you're a Mason, brother, and a Man.

The
Brethren on board the Franconia numbered 62 and pre-
sented the Manila Masons with a souvenir album. The
Masons on the Resolute numbered only 38; but these 38,
having heard of the Masonic Hospital for Crippled Children,
raised among themselves the sum of three hundred and
twenty dollars and handed it to Wor. Bro. W. W. Larkin,
the president of the corporation.

We were happy, indeed, to meet all these distinguished
Brethren and their ladies and it was a privilege to be able
to entertain them. We hope they will remember their
visit here with pleasure and we wish them all a most agree-
able and profitable vovage and a safe return home.

Se ha afirmado més de una vez que Maximiliano,
archiduque de Austria y emperador de México, fusilado en
Queretaro el 19 de Junio de 1867, fué Masén, y que el pre-
sidente Benito Juarez debia haber perdonado la vida a su
cautivo por ser los dos miembros de nuestra Orden: ' Sin
embargo, hay un libro escrito por el bar6n Carlosvon Gagern,
con respecto al cual el Muy Il..

tratarle como enemigo. Por el mismo motivo, yo crei que era: mi deber
visitar a Maximiliano quien se hallaba en la necesidad, y ofrecerle mis
servicios.” Gagern cuenta, luego, que se le di6 permiso para:visitar
a Maximiliano siempre cuando quisiera visitarle y para hablarle sin
testigos. * * * Describe la casa y la celda en que habfan puesto
a Maximiliano y donde éste se hallaba postrado en cama, enfermo,
cuando Gagern le visit6 la primera vez, y luego contintia del modo
siguiente: “Cuando me acerqué de su lecho, él me estreché la mano con
una sonrisa amistosa y resignada y me hablé. * * * Luego traté
de demostrarle que yo pertenecia a nuestra Orden universal, mediante
los signos que emplean los Francmasones, pero él no hizo caso de mis
signos. Mas tarde hice uso de expresiones masénicas en la conversa-
cion y le dije que no hiciera caso del uniforme que yo vestia y que viera
en mi solamente a un hombre no solamente dispuesto sino moralmente
obligado a ayudarle en cuanto pudiera hacerlo sin faltar a mi deber.

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Questions and Answers

Consultas

(This department is conducted by the Associate Editor of the CABLE-
TOW, and, while the answers are based upon generally accepted Masonic
Jurisprudence, and the Landmarks and usages of Masonry, it must be
understood by our members that the answers given here are not to be
considered as official rulings of our Grand Lodge, or its Grand Master,
unless the answer specifically states that fact.)

260.—My Lodge is contemplating the ordering of costumes for
the third degree from the United States, although it is still in arrears
with the Masonic Home Fund. Several Brethren are opposed to this
plan and some argue that the use of costumes is not lawful in our
symbolic Lodges. What is your opinion on the subject?

Answer.—It goes without saying that a Lodge must settle all its
obligations before it goes to any expense not strictly necessary. As
regards the legality of the use of costumes, we have no prohibition
against it in this Grand Jurisdiction and the use of costumes by one of
our Lodges some time ago seems to have established a precedent here.
It is, however, a fact that the Grand Lodge of California, from which
we have taken our constitution, does not permit the use of robes or
scenery in conferring degrees. I may add, in passing, that the costumes
used by the Lodge above referred to were provided by the Brethren
themselves, without any expense to the Lodge, and that there may be
some doubt regarding the use of Lodge funds for unauthorized costumes.

261.—The Master of my Lodge says he can change the hour of the
stated meeting of the Lodge by simply declaring that section of the
By-Laws ineffective or suspended for the time being. Is he correct?

Answer—He is not. He is bound by the provisions of the Consti-
tution and By-Laws the same as any other member of his Lodge. - This
question was decided in California (Cal. 1894, pp. 539, 768).

262.—Where can I get a Spanish translation of Albert Pike’s famous
work ‘“Morals and Dogma?” Where can I get an index to ‘‘Morals
and Dogma,”” in Spanish, if there is one in that language, or in English,
if none can be had in Spanish?

Answer—There is no Spanish translation of ‘“Morals and Dogma,"
but we learn from the Far Eastern Freemason (March, 1926, p. 89) that
authority has been requested by Deputy Lippitt, of Porto Rico to have
that work translated into Spanish. You can secure an index in English
from the Supreme Council, 33°, 1733 Sixteenth Street, N.W., Washing-
ton, D.C. (Either the Hugo Digest-Index, which costs 50 cents (U. S.
currency), or the Stewart index, which costs 15 cents.)

263.—Can the Grand Master suspend the Master of a Lodge?
If so suspended, is the Master suspended from the rights and privileges
of Masonry, including the right to sit in his own Lodge?

Answer.—Our Grand Lodge Constitution gives the Grand Master
authority—

To suspend the Master of any Lodge from the exercise of the powers
and duties of his office for good reasons shown until the next Annual Com-
munications (par. 61).

And paragraph 331 defines such a suspension as follows:

The suspension of a Master of a Lodge is a temporary deprivation of
his office, and prohibits all recognition of him in that capacity until he be
restored by competent authority.

The suspension of the Master of a Lodge by the Grand Master
does not, therefore, affect the Masonic standing of the Master.

264.—Whence do our Lodges derive the authority to call off the
Lodge when it is working in the third degree, for instance, and then
work i;l the second, without going through the form of opening a F. C.
Lodge:?

Answer.—In 1917, our Grand Lodge passed the following resolu-
tion which embodies the authority regarding which you inquire:

That lodges be authorized to open and close in the highest degree in
which work is to be performed at the time of meeting. If it is necessary
to work in an inferior degree, and then resume labor in a higher degree,
that the change may be made by declaration of the Master, after satisfying
himself that all present are entitled to remain, the altar to be properly dressed
and the tiler informed.

265.—Is our system of appointing for each petition a separate
investigating committee used in Freemasonry all the world over or have
other Grand Jurisdictions different methods?

Answer—Our system is that generally used in the Grand Juris-
dictions of the United States of America. In England and other coun-
tries, the work of investigating petitioners is entrusted to a permanent
committee.

260.—Mi Logia tiene el proyecto de adquirir en América un juego
de trajes para la segunda seccién del tercer grado, pero algunos de los
miembros se oponen a dicho plan, bajo el pretexto de que la Logia no ha
satisfecho toda su cuota para el Fondo del Asilo, y hasta pretenden que
el uso de trajes no es legal en las Logias simbdlicas. ¢Qué opina THE
CABLETOW con respecto a esta materia?

Contestacion.—Huelga decir que una Logia masénica tiene que
saldar todos sus compromisos legitimos antes de incurrir en gastos que
no son estrictamente necesarios. En cuanto a la legalidad del uso de
trajes en la Logia simbdlica, no hay prohibicién en este sentido en nuestra
Gran Jurisdiccion y el haberse hecho uso de trajes en una de las Logias
de esta obediencia parece constituir un precedente. Esto no obstante,
la Gran Logia de California, cuya constitucién fué adoptada por la
nuestra en 1912, no permite el uso de trajes al conferirse los grados.
Puedo decir, al paso, que los trajes usados por la Logia a que nos hemos
referido han sido adquiridos por los miembros de la misma, sin gasto
ninguno<de los fondos del Taller, y es dudoso si se puede echar mano de
los fondos de la Logia para la adquisicién de trajes.

261.—El Venerable Maestro de mi Logia dice que él puede cambiar
la hora de la tenida ordinaria de la misma mediante la simple declara-
ci6n de estar suspendida la correspondiente disposicion del reglamento
interior. ¢Tiene razén?

Contestacion.—Estd equivocado el Venerable Maestro. Debe
acatar las disposiciones de la Constitucién y el reglamento interior como
cualquier otro miembro de la Logia. Este punto ha sido resuelto en
California (Cal. 1894, pp. 539, 768).

262.—¢Dénde podria yo adquirir una traduccién espafiola de la
célebre obra de Alberto Pike titulada ‘“Morals and Dogma?”’ Y ¢dénde
podria conseguir un indice en espafiol, si hay, o en inglés?

Contestacion.—No hay versién castellana de “Morals and Dogma,”’
pero el Far Eastern Freemason (Marzo 1926, pag. 89) dice que el Dele-
gado Lippitt, de Puerto Rico, ha pedido al Supremo Consejo autoriza-
cién para traducir dicha obra. Vd. puede obtener un indice para dicha
obra, en inglés, dirigiéndose al “Supreme Council, 33°, Sixteenth Street
N.W., Washington, D.C.” pidiendo o el “Hugo Digest-Index,” cuyo
precio es 50 céntimos oro, o el “Steward Index,” que cuesta solamente

263.—¢Puede el Gran Maestre suspender al venerable de una
Logia? Si puede y suspende a dicho venerable, ¢queda éste también
suspendido de los derechos y privilegios de la Masonerfa, con inclusién
del derecho de visitar su propia Logia?

Contestacién.—Nuestra Constitucién faculta al
para

Suspender al Venerable Maestro de cualquiera Logia del ejercicio
de los poderes y deberes del cargo, por motivos debidamente justificados
hasta la préxima reunién anual (pdr. 61).

Y el parrafo 331 dela Constitucién define dicha suspensién como sigue :

La suspension del Venerable Maestro de una Logia es una privacion
temporal de su cargo, y prohibe que se le reconozca como tal Venerable
Maestro hasta que sea rehabilitado por autoridad competente. 7

La suspensién del Venerable Maestro de una Logia, decretada por
el Gran Maestre, no afecta, por lo tanto, los derechos que corresponden
a dicho Venerable Maestro como Maestro Masén.

264.—¢De dénde emana la autoridad de nuestros Venerables Maes-
tros para cambiar del tercer grado al segundo, por ejemplo, cuando la
Logia ha sido abierta en el tercero, sin antes abrir una Logia del segundo
grado con todas las formalidades del caso?

266.—What were the Eleusinian Mysteries?

Answer.—Bro. Joseph Fort Newton, in The Builders, gives the
following information on these Mysteries which will serve as an answer
to your question:

The Grecian or Eleusinian Mysteries, established 1800 B.C., repre-
sented Demeter and Persephone, and depicted the death of Dionysius with
stately ritual which led the neophyte from death tnto life and immortality.
They taught the unity of God, the immutable necessity of morality, and a
life after death, investing initiates with signs and passwords by which
they could know each other in the dark as well as in the light.

267.—Who are entitled to be called “Past Grand Officers’’?
Brother who was Grand Tyler a past grand officer? )

Answer.—You find the answer in paragraph 322 of our Constitu-
tion which defines “Past Grand Officer” as follows:

This title applies only to any one of the seven elective Grand Officers
who has been regularly elected and installed, and has served his term as
such in this Grand Lodge, and who remains a member, in good standing,
of some Lodge under its jurisdiction.

§ The Grand Tyler is not elected, but is appointed by the Grand
Master.

268.—Can the Grand Lodge of the Philippine Islands establish
Lodges outside of the territorial limits of the Philippines?

Answer.—The Grand Lodge of the Philippine Islands has the same
rights as any other Grand Lodge so far as territory not occupied by
another sovereign Grand Body of Masonry is concerned and may
establish Lodges in any such territory. It has exercised this right in
the case of Charleston Lodge No. 44, which is on Guam, in the Maria-
nas Islands.

269.—What is the proper way of spelling the word, “‘demit” or
“dimit?”’

Answer.—Both spellings are used; but modern Masonic writers
seem to give the preference to ‘‘dimit.” Our Constitution spells it
“dimit.”

270.—Could my Lodge hold two regular meetings a month, in
order to keep the members interested and expedite the transaction of
business?

Answer.—Paragraph 137 of the Constitution expressly provides
that “Each Lodge shall have not more than one stated meeting in each
lunar month.”

Ol1d Initiates

Sometimes we read in our exchanges of men being
taken into Masonry after they have passed the allotted
time of three score and ten years, and many Masons seem
inclined to look upon such an occurrence as something ex-
traordinary, yet it is by no means new—quite the contrary.

266.—¢Qué fueron los misterios eleusinos?

Contestacién.—El conocido autor masénico Joseph Fort Newton,
en su obra The Builders, da los siguientes informes sobre los misterios
eleusinos que servirdn de contestacién a esta consulta:

Los misterios griegos o eleusinos, que fueron establecidos en 1800 ante
Cristo, representaron a Démeler y Perséfone y la muerte de Dionisios con
un ritual majestuoso en el cual el nedfito fué conducido de la muerte a la
vida y la inmortalidad.

en nuestra Constitucién, cuyo parrafo 322 define el término ‘“Ex-Gran
Dignatario” como sigue:

Este titulo se aplica solamente a cualguiera de los siete Grandes Dig-
natarios electivos que haya sido regularmente elegido y haya tomado pose-
sion de su cargo y servido durante el periodo de su ejercicio como tal en esta
Gran Logia, y que siga siendo miembro, en pleno goce de sus derechos como
tal, de alguna Logia bajo la jurisdiccion de lo Gran Logia.

El Guardatemplo no es elegido, sino nombrado por el Gran Maestre.

268.—¢ Puede la Gran Logia de las Islas Filipinas establecer Logias
fuera de los limites de estas Islas?

Contestacién.—La Gran Logia de las Islas Filipinas tiene los mismos
derechos que las demés Grandes Logias respecto a los territorios no ocu-
pados por otras Grandes Potencias soberanas de la Masoneria regular
y puede establecer Logias en cualquiera de dichos territorios. Ha
ejercido dicho derecho en el caso de la Logia Charleston No. 44, en
Agafla, Islas Marianas.

269.—Veo que la palabra inglesa por plancha de quite se escribe
“‘demit” y también “dimit.”” ¢Cual de los dos es correcto?

Contestacién.—'‘Dimit'’ parece ser mas moderno que ‘‘demit.”
Nuestra Constitricién también da la preferencia a ‘‘dimit.”

270.—¢ Podrfa mi Logia disponer la celebracién de dos tenidas ordi-
narias al mes con el fin de mantener el interés entre los miembros y
acelerar el despacho de los asuntos de familia?

Contestacion.—El parrafo 137 de nuestra Constitucién dispone
expresamente que—

Cada Logia no celebrard mds de una tenida regular en cada mes lunar
que serd designada como tal en sus estatutos.
