Camus whc, after search-
ing in vain for one who could speak on
the subject of Fr.eemasonry in the Phil-
ippines before the Arnerican time, had

Mason in this country that he may with more enthusiasm enter
into the spirit of his Craft and practice its tenets wit*r dili-
gence,

From reading the circumstances that attended the life
of Masons in those days, nn'e can call tthis indeed a season of
peace in which we live. Now there is no terror of Inqui-
sitio,n for us, as there was for our pioneering brothers of those
cruel Sp,anish times, The persecution and the torture are
thing's of the past; today, the pursuit of Masonic happiness is
ours without danger to our lives and limbs.

We are thus, more or less, in danger of lapsing into the
purely ritualistic tenor of our ways without the feeling of
any insufficiency on our part. I.odge work may absorb our
attentions, as we neglect the outside wodd. For one thing, in
the absence of distressing circurnstances, we may see condi-
tions around us less realistical{y, for it is said, and not wiih-
out reason, that th,e man who is drowning thinks more realisti-

cal.ly than the man who is not.
Lacking the realization of, say, a common danger to drive

us to seek each other's counsel a,nd protection, we axe apt to
satisfy ourselves with the surface rather t&ran with the depth,
and insincerities may pass for the brotherhood of the Cra'ft,
the make-believe for the reality of Masonic truth. Back-pat-
ting and ho low praises may filI the gap of that urge of fra-
ternity whic[r, in the a,bsence of distress, may no,t be fe t norv.

Danger lies in the falsiflcation of the spirit of our Order,
but a greater danger stil{ in the rel,axation of the sinews of
our unity-the unity that made Freemasonry an impr"egnab,le
institution in the past and which is the only force that can
make it impregna,ble now. It is for this reason that we must
ulge on every Mason the readfurg of Bro. Camus' article, that
y,e may know how much Masons'suffered and yet stood their
sufferings together-bnothers to the end.

tThese easy tirnes must not underrnine o.ur fraternal
strength; neither should tihey divert our enthusiasm from the
parth of Masonic serviee. We say enthusiasm, because enthus-
iasm is the creative force in all human undertakings and when
it is lacking man cannot, go so far in his effor"ts at ameliora-
tion. Under the stress of persecution, it was the thing _our
brothers never lost and we hold that it is the last thing we
can afford 1o lose now.

In no other period has our
Institution been challenged by so ma-
ny problems, which we cannot evade
without rep,udiating the very princi-
ples on which our Order is founded.
It devolves upon every one of us, eol-
Iectively or individually, to take ad-
vantage of the opportunity we have
before us, of becoming very useful
members of the soclety in which we
live, of solving the problems con-
fronting us with decision, and, above
all, of making our Institution what
it really should be: an institution
that exists to serve and not an insti-
tution that serves to exist. Our spi-
rit of serv:'ce should be aeeentuateil
more in deeds and less in worcts, The
activities of our Iodges should b€
closely coordinated for more effec-
tive work, and aII members shoulcl be
taught to make charity, brot^herly
Iove, tolerance and equality their
guiding principles both insiile and
outs'de their Lodges.r,

Jesuits was here attributed to the ma-
sons. The Commonwea;lth of the phil-
ippines, in the government arclives,
locked always in a safe, possesses one
of the few remaining cop,ies of the bull
of suppression. When the masons, who
had previously been prohibited by the
King of Spain, were deported to the
colonies, the archipelago had almost its
first acquaintance with cultured Spa.n-
lards and thess deport€€:: m&d€ a mcst
favorable impression. They were called
"caja abierta" or carte blanche, because
of their seemingly inexhaustiib;le wealth
in comparison with the prevalent pover-
ty and consequent ruggarrlliness of the
previous Spaniards.

ln L76%4, during the British occupa-
tion of Manila, the friars who kept the
Filipino loyal to Anda called the Britistr
Jews and Masons, bui though there were
regimental lodges then, there is no rec-
ord available of any work:ng of said
lodges in the Ptrilippines.

The 1812 comstjtution of Cadiz, the
work of Spaqish Masons, supported by
their British brethren, in defending
Spain against Napoleon's brother and
nominee, King Joseph, ,grand master of
ihe French Masonry in Spain, which
used the Palace of the dreaded Inqui5i-
tion for Grandlodge Hall, left the anti-
mason without any party, vr the pcpular
b,elief had to be modified into permit-
ting degrees of badness among masons,
wit-h the English type less objectionable
than the Latin, while secretly the lrili-
pino came to associate masonry with
liberty.
. In 1856, the centennial of the Inqui-

sition trial of the two Irish Masons,
Admiral Nufiez edtablished what was
probably the flrst Iodge in ttre Islands,
mostly of naval o.fficers. The revolu-
tion (in Spain) of 1868 was masonic,
General Prim, the regent being of tlre
craft, and this was followed by a Ma-
sonic King, Amadeo, the Italian, and
after Prim's assassination, and Ama-
deo's abdication after a brief reign, the
short-lived. Republic was headed by an-
other mason, President Pi y Margal. A
masonic bishop for Cebu, Ruiz Alcala,
was sent to the Philippines, but treated
wittr disrespect by the friars, who for-
bade their pupils to salute him, and his
sudden death is attributed to broken
glass having found its rvay into rice

I,lIe,
Masons in the Philippines, perhaps
without appreciating the significance
and magnitude of our undertaking.

wlh,ich he ate. IIis sarcophagus is one
of the two in the little chapel of Paco
Cemetery.
rBefore 1870 a British shipmaster had

instiucted some Fi,lipinos in Masonry,
later sent an American captain to con-
tinue the instruction, and himself re-
turned as British Consul and fo,rmed a
Lodge whose members included the na-
tive priest of San Pedro Tunasan for
one and Rizal's half-uncle, Jose Alberto
Alonso, for another.

The friars had welcomed and lavishly
entertained the Carlists deported to the
Philippines $o when some masonic de-
portees arrived, Luis Paraisq a mestizo
employee in the Customhouse, raised a
subscription and relieved their necessi-
ties, among, a clas,s and for reasons
which need not be p,articularized. He
suffered deportation with others, uh-
questionably falsely accused of being
con@rned in the Cavite Nary-yard dis-
turbanca of t872, was deported, to Guam
with others, and like these was rescued
by masons working througtr the captain
of an American ship. I_iater he went to
France, was naturalized there and died
in Marseiilles.

Reynolds, a,n English-born naturalized
American, who had the contract for
passengers and freight on Manila's first
service to Hongkong hy Spanish war-
slhips, was supported by the masons
there in his later trouble over this con-
tract.

Matrcam:po, one of Nufiez,g Navel
Lodge, became Governor General and to
get better relations for Spain among
her neighbors in the Orient encoufa,ged
masonic lod,ges in the pldlfupines, but
of Peninsutrers only.

As early as 1826 Filipinos in Spain
became mernbers of Lodge Abacia, of
which Rizal later became a member, as

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also Tomas G. del Rosario, at one time
Governor of Ba,taan, who visited Scot-
tish rite bodies in the United States
while a mernber of the Si. Louis Com-
mission.

In 1882 Jose Ramos became a mason
in London, on advice of Dr. Regidor, a
deportee of 1872 living there. Later onr
to escape Spa.,:rish prosecution, Ramos
was natu,ralized as a Japanese cibiz^;tt

and as such dropped masomy, the order
not being permitted &mong the natives
of Japan.

In 1889 Professor Mor,ayta of the
University of Madrid, who had created
a schisrn in the otrcl Gran Oriente de
Espafla which had finally put an end to
the parent body, organized ttre lodge
Solidaridad de Filipinas, ur<lstly of stud-
ents, resident ia Spain. The. orgam of
the movement, for reform in the, Philip-
pines bore the same name and the As-
soeiation Hispano-Filipino in oharge of
the movement was practically the same
lodge. Bizal was also a niember of La
Solidaridad.

In 1891, Jan. 6, the Lodge Nilad (Ma-
nila mea"ns "where the Nilail tree
grows") w-as organized with Ramos as
Master, a gth degree A. : & S. : R. : this
is notable for the finding of an apron
of this degtee was the basis of the charge
that the Katipunan planned to murder
all white people. Ttre delegate from
Spafur wi,th the eommission for estab-
lishing lodges in the Philippines was
Pedro Serrano, a Binondo school teacher,
also 9th degree, who later abjured ma-
sonry and became president of the Cen-
tro Catolieo and a teaeher in the Jesuit
Ateneo. Notwithstanding the fact of his
abjuration Serrano received many couf-
tesies and helps from individual masons,
for notwitrr'standing his return to the
Catholic chureh he was generally held
low by its members and made to travel
in steerage in the service of his fold.
I was travelling once on a coasf,wise
boat when at my r.equest the captain,
wtro was a mason, gave Serrano tthe
privilege of sitting at the first class
table notwithstanding the fact that his
ticket entitted him only to third-class
facilities. At that time Serrano was
carrying a souvenir book from Manila
to the newly consecrated Filipino bishop
of Nueva Caceres.

Rizal, initiated in Acacia, Madrid, of
the old regular Grand Lodge, in Paris
afflliated with rT'emple due Honeur
(French for Lodge) De los Amis del
Honeur Fransais, an old lodge. IVhen
in the Ph,ilippines in 1887-8 he did not
visit eitler of the two Spanish Lod,ges

then wonking but Governor Ge,neral. To-
rrero, of the craft, gave h-m a Spanish
Lieutenant as bodyguard and wamed
him to leave when pressure uPon the
Government was gett-ing too strong. Ri-
zal's friends in London were masons
and so were those in Hongknog, while
his colony in British Nor'ch Borneo (pro-
posed) got its grant through t.he sarne

influence. Frazier Smith of the Hong-
kong Telegraph, Rizal's friend and
champio,n, vr'as a Pastmsater of St.
John's Lodge (Scotch Constitution) and
when on Nov. 29, 1891, Rizal visited
there he registered'from his French
Lodge, of which Tavera and Bautista y
Lim (of the Germinal) were also mem-
bers. The Tyier's record may stil1 be

se€n in Hongkoug with Rizal's sigpature
in several places.

On his coming to Manila in 1892 a

banquet was given to him by the mas-
ters of the Maniia Lodges and Tlmo-
teo Paez, the Secretary of one of these.

The Liga Filipina founded by Rizal was
an adap,tation of a Spanish masonic co-

operative society. Its monument on ca-
lle Iiaya, Tbndo, recalls that six of the
founders were shot and all the oihers
suffered arrest.

,Carniceror whose prisoner Rizal was
at Da.pitan, was a mason and so was
Governor Gemeral Blanco who sent Bi-
zal to Spain, but Blanco's promotion
was purchased so a successor unfavor-
able to Rizal might order his execution.
trhis was Polavieja whom the Masons

of Gijon, Spai,n, w,hen he visited there,
accused of losing the Philip;p,ines to
Spajn by Rizal's illegal exeeution. The
circulars they distributed in the crowd
bore Rizal's portrait and his verses "U1-
timo Adios."

Ap til the Katipunan and MasonrY,
the Yearbook of the Lodge Nilad says:

"The enemies of freemasonry have wish-
ed to persecute it under the pretense
that "Mason" and t'Members of the Ka-
tipunan" were slmonymous terms. Out
of respect to historic truth we are
obliged to declare here that this is false,
absolutely false that in the body of the
Lodges there has ever been any ar-
rangement in allianee with the Katipu-
uan against Spain's sovereignty. Those
who asser4ed so, and still insist upon it,
can show no conclusive proof, nothing
defi,nite pointing to such efforts having
been made by tihe Lodges. Does logic
warrant the conclusion that because the
chief of the Katipunan and some other
members of the same society vrere ma-
sons, the Iodg:es anil all Fi,lipino ma:
sons conspired against the then author-

have before us not only tlte preser-
vation of what we have inherited
from our pre.decessors, the promotion
of happiness, prosperity and progress
of the community, but also, and this
I consiiler our problem, the strict
observance of the principle that all
Masons, irrespective of natronality,
social standing and conflicting pri-
vate interests, should at all trmes be

strongiy united by the t.es of com-
mon aspiration, belief and brotherly
Iove. It is our sworn duty to be true
and loyal to the teachings of tviason-
ry. lT'o be so, we should never al.low

the feeling of harmony, friendshiP
and brotheriy love to, be left beh,nd
when we depart from a Masonic
Lodge. Masonry can only be a real
force in the reform, progress, prospe-
rity and happiness of the community
when the energy and aims of its mem-
bers are regulared and not wasted-
when rts members have faith in its
prineip,les, in virtue, and in God."
We all know that M. W. Bro. Trini-

dad chose to travel the straight and nar-
row path of Masonry. In all its b,ran-
ches which he served, as in everything
he undertook, he did his duty faithrully
and well. Modest in fortune, and a man
of few words, bnrt a deep and clear think-
er as well as an indefatigable Crafis-
man, his work of charrty was done in
secret and he was silent afrer doing busi-
ness. M. W. Bro. Wenceslao Trinidad,
was a Mason who actually added sorne-
thing to the uplift of political life, some-
thing to the brother&ood of social life,
something to the ethics of cornmercial
life, sometihing to the justice of industrial
Iife, and sometrhing to the freedom of re-
ligious life. He preached and practised
that Masonry is service to others; he
constantly reminded us that we are Free
Masons, not for what we may get but
for what we may do for others, which is
the true glory of our Institution. Un-
doubtedly he Iived as a Mason and died
as a Mason,

"'With deed and word and pen
tTtrou hast served thy fellowmen.',

M. W. Bro. 'Wenceslao Trinidad, the
Mason, has coinpleted his travels from
'West to East and from Ejast to West.

The speeches by Illustrious Brothers
Kalaw, Palma and Stevens were the
highlights of the program. Bro. Ka-
law was most inspired in his apprecia-
tion of the late Trinidad's virtues as a
Mason, and in his usual lucid and per-
fect style arwakened in his hearerS A.f-
fection and admiration for the illustri-
ous brother who is gone. Trinidad, he
said, is gone physically, but his spirit
of a Mason which was not born for
death, will be forever with his fellow
men to influence their acts towards
righteousness and nobility. Bro. Palma
recounted the career of the late Trini-
'dad-his steady rise to eminence by his
devotion to duty and his neturll rbility

as a man of affairs. In the government,
Bro. Palma recalled, te was efficient;
in private life, he was the magnate of
enterprise. Both Brothers Kalaw and
Palma, knowing the departed Trinitlad
intimately as they did, were most in-
spiring in their talk.

Bro. Stevens speech, . whieh was in
Earglish, is reproduced below because
of its beautiful sentiments and en-
noblinrg Masonic ideas:

"A few d.ays ago, I was reading an
article ia the Manila Dai,ly Bu,lletin.
It was written by John Blake. It men-
tioned that Blake had stayed at a
friend's home for a few days and Blako
was surprised at the number of acqua-
intances this man knew-men from all
walks of life. Some came seeking advice;
and friendly counsel was given; and some

wished to thank him for favors done.
This man listened quietly to all of them.
He promised to heip this man to get
work, he took Cown the name of a sick
man who needed help. He understood them
aII. Blake expressed his amazement at his
friend's wide acquaintance and asked
him how he could find time to carry out
the requests that these men had made?
He replied: "[ always have time for a

friend. I couldn't afford not to help
my friends. My friends help me."

How like Wenceslao Trinidad! I can

recall the time spent with Wenceslao

Trinidad. His eagerness to help his
friends, his wil'lingness at all time to
grve advise and to counsel those in
trouble and needing assistance were
well-known,

Hg a,lways had time for a friend.
Wenceslao Trinidad was 6 xeligious
rnan, though not a member of a religious
order. He was vitally interested in lifs
here and hereafter. That is the reason

he was a member of t"hat great fratern-
ity, Masonry. That is the reason he

gave so much of his time to it. That is
the veason he had reached the highest
rank in FreemasonrY, a Past Grand

Master of his blue lodge and a thirty-
three degree mason. These honors were
not given lightly-they were given for
service to humanity. Listen please to
these words. "Masonry concerns itself
with no religion, demanding of her
initiates only of a belief in God. No
one Mason has the right to measure for
another the degree of veneration which
he shal,l feel for any Reforrner, or the
Founder of any religion. MasonrY
teaches a belief in no particular creed,

as they teach unbelief iu none. The

morals of old, of the law of Moses or
of Mohamet are all ours. Masonry has
much in common with all religioors, but
if it had no mor€, it would not be what
it is. In all rel gions there is a basis
of Truth; in all there is pure Mora.lity.
All that teach the cardinal tenets of
Masonry we respect; all teachers and
reformers of mankind we admire and
r€vere.t'

It was in 1925 or 7926 that Wmces-
lao Trinidad standing i,n the rostrum
of the Masonic hall spoke those words.

Do you doubt he was not a reli,gibus
man?

Do you doubt that he was not proud
of Masonry, proud of the honors he had
attained in it, proud that he could call
his Masonic friends--+rothers;

Masonry is not religion. Wenceelao
Tri,nidad knew this. He believeil in a

church, universal and eternal. He be.
lieved that all good men belong to it
The different religious cornmunions to
him were like the different rooms in a

house, and the doors were all open.
Who was it that said: "He could walk
frori room to room in his Father's house'",
He held fellowship with all alike. He be-

lieved that all just men, all devout men,
were not only trying to say the same
thing, but they were trying to do the
same thing, to define faith, to refine
and purify the mind of humanity and
build it U'p into righteousness and moral
intelligence and honest good will. He
knew that they had the same ideals. He
once told me that (I will try to quote
his exact words) "If Confucius spedks

of the superior man he means what we
mean by the Christian man. It is thc
one ideal that God has planted in the
dream and hope of mankind; the one
great moral and spiritual enterprise
going on in the wor d. It is a great
consolation, it is a great reinforcement,
to realize that fact. It falls ovgr on€

like a consecration, and gives strength.
Since men are trying to say the same

thing:, and trying to do the same . thing,
the greatest things they must finally
learn to do is to do them togvther."

I don't remember Wenceslao Trinidad
as a great financier or business man.
Though he was aII this. I remember
him for the quiet talks we hrd whecr

he let me see into his gteat, clean s.ind
as he expounded his faith in Gqd, aud
his faith in his people.

I don't remember Wenceslao Trilridad
as a great econornist. T,hough we ell

F'BATEBilAL BEVIEWS

TEXAS, 1935

The M. \Y. Grand Lodge of Texas,
A. F. and A. M., founded in 1836'

has now 920 subordinate Lodges rvith
an agg,regate membership of 105, 144;

there was a net decrease during the
year of 4,992. Grand Masters: re-
tiring, John H, Crooker; incoming, Mar-
cus Weatherred Coleman. Grand Sec-

rctary, W. B. Pearson, Waco, Texas.
The Grand Lodge of Texas held its

100th Annual Communication in the
City of Waco, on December 4-6, 1935.
Our Grand Representative, Wor. Bro.
Galloway Calhoun, of Tyler, was pre-
sent. Following the usual custom, the
Ccrtificate, Men's Assosiation. of Waco
ancl the Masons of the Sixty-Flrst Ma-
sonic District p;resented a very enter-
taining and enlightening program p,rior
to the opening of the Annual Communi-
eation. Bro. W. Hale, the mayor of
Waco, deliveled an address of welcome.
Bro. C. S. Cushing presented a repli-
ca of the Broken Column, a carved

wood from a limb of the Masonic Char-
ter Oak by Bro. Cusing. That, oak is
the historic tree under which, on Maren
16, 1835, the first Masonie Lodge
Holand Lodge of Btazor'.a was organ-
ized in Texas.

In. the introouction to his Annual Ad-
dresq Grand Master Crooker set forth
that since the first Masonic meeting
was held at Brazoria one hundred years
ago, Texas had been under five g:overn-
mentg: first under Mexico, then under
the Republic of Texas, then under the
United States of America, then under
the Confederacy, and, finally, again
under the United States of America.
As the Grand Master read the several
neferences to the five different flags un-
der which Texas Masonry served during
tho past hundred years, a Brother cos-
tumed in the military uniform of the
country and of the pefiod referred to in
each case entered from the ante-room
bearing the flag mentioned and stood at
atterrtion, with the flag furled, in the
Grand East immediately behind the
Grand Master, until each and all of the
five flags were presented by the five
Brethren.

In his address, the Grand Master
gave the "Outline of a Program for
Lodges for 1935" whi.eh he had sent to
the Lodges shortly after ascending to
the Grand ,East. He expressed him-
self as in favor of the 'rl,odge System
'of Masonic Education'' which is be-
ing used successfully in several p,ro-
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gressive Grand Jurisdictions. Out-
standing among the Masonic dead of
the year to which he referired were
Past Grand Master Ed R. Bryan, !Y.
Lee Moore and Nat M. Washer; the
latter it was the present reviewer's pri-
vilege to meet when he visited the
Philippines some time ago. There
were four cornerstone-layings; three
charters were.lestored and four arrest-
ed, and a memorial to the pioneer Ma-
sons of Texas was dedicated at the San
Jacinto Battle Grounds.

Sixty-six Brethren who had been
Master Masons in good standing for
more than forty years were severally
introduced to the Grand 'Lodge. The
dean of the class, Bro. John J. Ray,
90 years old. and a Master Mason for
67 years, made an interesting speech,

and the old Brethren were given the
private grand honors.

A beautiful gold watch was presen-
ted to Past Grand Master Fly, with the
inscription "To William Madden Fly,
1885-1935. Fifty years constant at-
tendance upon the sessions of the Grand
Lodge of Texas."

The Grand Master, for a while, yield-
eti the Grand Gavel to Wor. Bro. Tem-
ple Houston Morrow, grandson of Bro-
ther Sam Houston, the patriot who
achieved the independence of Texas,
established it as a Republic, was its
first president and presided ove,r the
first meeting of the Grand Lodge of
Texas. Bro. Houston presented to
the Grand Lodge a photographic repro-
duction of an original photograph of
his illustrious ancestor.

The Grand Communication banquet,
which was held in the Gymnasium
Building of Baylor University in the
evening of December 4th, was attended
by 1,500 Breth,ren.

Texas is proud of its Masonic Home
which, on September 30, 1935, shelter-
ed. 421 chiltlren and 56 widows. The
Proceedings under review are the work
of the Printing Department of the Ma-
sonic Home, which also prints the Grand
Lodge Review. We wish the Proceed-
ings of our Grand Lodge were half as
well printed!

A fine address was delivered by R.
W, Bro. John H. Freeman, Grand Ora-
tor.

Again the Grand Master yielded
the Grand Gavel for a few moments,
this time to Bro. Charles E. Ashe,
grandson of the first Grand Master of
the Grand Lodge of Texas, the gavel
being tlte same with which Genera.I Sam

HQ4rston called the Grand Lodge to or-
der in its First Commuaication.

An ente,rtainment was presented by
the Masonic Home Girls' Orchestra in
rhe evening of December 5th.

M. W. Bro. W. M. Fly, P. G. M.,
again presented the report of the Com-
mittee on Foreign Comespondence. He
reviewed the Proceedings of 65 Grand
Jurisdictions, including our volume for
1935, in his accustomed thorough and
able manner. From the introduction
we aopy the following reference to our
own Grand Lodge:

'iConfusion in the Temple" is the term
used by the Grand Lodge of the Phil-
ippine Islands when referring to the
"suspension" of Fraternal Reeognition
of herself by the Grand Lodges of Mas-
sachusetts, England, Scotland and Lre-
land. Since our last report, the Grand
Lodge of Victoria (Australia) and the
National Grand Lodge of France have
joined the ranks of the above named
four Grand Lodges. In this connection,
1\I. W. lVlanuel Camus, Grand Master
of the Philippine Islands, says:

"As regards the Grand Lodges of
Victoria, they admittedly acted with-
out any grievance or investiga-
tion on their part, merely be-
cause the suspending Grand Lodges,
or some of them, ha.d notified them
that they had suspended ,relations
with our Grand Lodge. "
We might say that there has been no

suspension of fraternal recognition but
a suspension of fraternal relations. The
suspending Grand Lodges still recog,
nize ours as a regular Grand Body but
have suspended relations with us "in
the meantime. "

Under "Florida," M. W. Bro. Fly
states that his personal view of the con,
troversy between our Grand Lodge and
others is somewhat at variance \,tth
that expressed by Bro. Cheves of Flo,
rida, the only fraternal reviewer who
has so far come out with unfavorable
comment on the part played by our
Grand Lodge in that unfortunate
matter. The "Confussion in the,Tem,
ple" is also referred to in the reviews
of Georgia 1934, and Victoria 1934.
From M. S/. Bro. Fly's review of the
volume last mentioned, we copy the
following comment on the action of the
Grand Lodge of Victoria- suspending

relations with our own Grand Lodge:
Fraternal recognition was withdrawn

from the Grand Lodge of the Philippine
Islands. 'The reason for this actjon is ex-
pressed in: "'...in view of the fact that
the Grand Lodge of the Philippines re-
fuses its cooperation to the pact made
in connection with fraternal recognition
of Grand Lodges, and continues to issue
wa,rrants to establish Lodges in China
contr,a,rg to the d.esires of the Gtrand
Lodges ol England,, Scotlond and, Ire-
ls,nd. ( (Italics ours.) Personally, we
regret to witness the long and univer-
sally accepted doctrine of the sover-
eignty of Grand Lodge and the associa-
ted right to establish Lodges in un-
occupied territory, so lightly set at
naught. Just as an onlooker, we are
wondering whence comes the authority
of the Grand Lodges named, even had
the Grand Lodge of Massachusetts, the
senior Grand Lodge of America, been
included to form "pacts" whereby ,cer-

tain Masonically unoccupied territory
should be controlled by the "desires"
of the signers of sueh a "pact." We
claim no superior knowledge or infor-
mation of the facts connected with the
instant case, ar^d dare to comment only
as touching the fundamental principles
involved and their application by the
Grand Lodges named, for whonr none
entertains more profound respect than
is ours for each, including that of the
Philippine Islands and most assuredly of
Victoria. With this high regard for
the parties at issue, why should we
not adopt, as follows, words of wisdom
uttered by Grand Master Kerr, address-
ing'his orvn Grand Lodge, as equally
applicable here:

"In nature and scope Freemasonry
is intellectual, Ethical and Spiri-
tual... The (2nd) essential is that
those responsible for the constitution
and direction of the Enterprise
(Masonry) give evidence of defini-
teness of purpose, clarity of vision
and willing obedience to duly consti-
tuted Authority. . . The (3rd) es-
sential is the. exemplification by all
Brethren in every cir.cumstance of
high courage, undeviating loyalty to
principle and unshaken faith in the
ultimate triumph of Right over Might,
of Freedom over Opptession and
T,ruth over Error."

A Spanish
33d degree, Jose Utor y Fernand.ez,
former secretary of the. defunct Gran
Oriente de Espaf,a, sought to revive Fi-
lipino Masonry, but his efforts were re.
presented as insurrectionafy and sup-
pressed, discouraging for the time fur-
ther efforts along that line, Then Dr.
Pardo de Tavera, the commissioner,
made two attempts with French Ma-
sonry, changing to tftre reeognized form
when his first v,enture proved to be the
banned brand, but th.is was looked on
as a Parti.do Federal affair and politics
and ma,sonry were deemed incompati-
ble.

In March, 1899, the Lodge Modestia,
of Spanish Constitution, resumed work,
lollowed by the reorganization of ,Si.nu-

latan from its members, and of Ni,lud
from the latter's l,arge membership.
