vON DUAL MEMBERSHIP

By REMIGIO MURILLO

Duc' membership in this jurisdiction
seems {~ be a certainty as in the last
Annual Communication of the Grand
Lodge the “ommittee on Finance and
Jurisprudence recommended its adop-
Not only this, but Past Grand
Master George R, Harvey in the March
1936, issue of the Caxvletow, backed it
by his weighty views. A serious objec-
tion has been raised against dual mem-
bership in that “there is danger of a
man holding membership in two lodges
allowing one lodge to suspend him foi
non-payment of dues and continuing as
a member of good standing of the other.”
Wor, Bro. Leo Fischer in the July, 1935,
issue of the Cabletow, pointed out, hy
citing paragraph 332 of our Constitu-
tion, that no such danger exists as “when
a mason is suspended in any Lodge, the
suspension is not from membership in
the Lodge alone; but from all the rights
and privileges of Masonry.”

We beg leave to differ with Wor. Bro.
Leo Fischer by saying that g member who
is up-to-date in his dues in one Lodge
and behind in another, runs the very
real danger of being suspended in the
latter for non-payment of dues. Wha
does not exist is the anomalous situa
tion of being suspended in one Lodge
and remaining in good standing in the
other, for his suspension in one Lodgt
“cperates fo suspend him automatically
in every other Lodge to which he may
belong.”

Such being the case, it would be neces-
sary, if dual membership is permitted,
in amending the provision of our Cons-
titution prohibiting dual membership,
to amend also Section 11, Art. III, Part
III, of the same as it goes against the
grain of one’s sense of justice to be sus-
pended and deprived of all his rights
and privileges in the Craft whea he had
paid his dues in one Lodge. A prbvision
should be added to the said Section 11
to the effeet, that if a member having
membership in two Loges fails to pay
his dues in one Lodge but continues to
pay them in the other, the Lodge where
he appears delinquent in his dues shall
merely consider his membership therein
terminated without suspending him. In
this case his rights and privileges as a
Mason and his membership in the Lodge
where he had paid his dues, are not af-

fected. His status in the Lodge where
his membership is stopped would be that
of a“ sojourner from other jurisdictions.

All that have been stated above are
premised upon the assumption that a
brother who is a member of two Lodges
pays the dues required of members in
each Lodge. To an affluent brother,
the payment of dues to the Lodges where
he wants to be a member is not a hin-
drance; but to a brother with limited
means, the payment of the dues of the
Lodge where he seeks membership, in
addition to the dues of his mother
Lodge, is a big obstacle. However active
he is and ardent in his desire to be useful
to the Fraternity, if he could not meet
the dues of the Lodge where he resides
he would not have the privilege of join-
ing and working in it. In his case the
burpose of allowing dual membership
is defeated.

In order to secure the aims of dual
membership, and as a Mason’s joining
a Lodge other than his mother Lodge
is usually for the benefit of the Lodge
and of the Craft, it is suggested that a
member of a Lodge under this jurisdic-
tion seeking affiljation in another Lodge
without securing a demit from his mo-
ther Lodge, be exempted from the pay-
ment of the affiliation fees required by
the Lodge, He should also be required
to pay the dues of only one Lodge, his
payment to be equal to those of the
Lodge charging the higher dues. His
dues should be divided equally between
the Lodges of which he is a member,
the Lodge receiving his payment as-
suming the obligation of remitting to
the other Lodge its corresponding share.
This arrangement will afford an active
but not well-to-do brother living away
from his mother Lodge, the pleasure of
joining and working in the Lodge where
he lives without entailing additional pe-
cuniary obligation. It will also do
away witl the danger of his being sus-
pended in one Lodge for non-payment of
dues while he is spared in his obliga-
tions to another Lodge. The assessment:
made by the Grand 'Lodge for eacn
member in the rolls of the Lodge and
Cabletow quota in case of members
holding membesship in two Lodges,
should also be teduced pmgm:ﬁbmtely.

FRATERNAL REVIEWS

By Leo Fischer, P. M., F. P, S., Chairman, Committee on Correspondence

FLORIDA, 1936

The permanent establishment of Ma-
sonie Lodges in Florida was delayed con-
siderably, first by the opposition of the
Spanish government during the early
part of the 19th century and, after the
cession of the colony to the United Sta-
tes, by other circumstances. In 1830,
finally, the three Lodges then existing,
which had been chartered in 1826 by the
Grand Lodges of Tennessee and Geor-
gia, met at Tallahassee and organized
what is now the M, W. Grand Lodge,
Free and Accepted Masons, of the State
of Florida. There are at present 227
Lodges in the Grand Jurisdiction, with
a total membership of 20,300, showing
a net decrease since the last report of
635. Grand Masters: retiring, Harry
G. Taylor; incoming, Jesse C. Clark of
Pensacola. Grand Secretary, J, S. B.
Moyer, Jacksonville, Fla.

The Grand Lodge of Florida conve-
ned for its Annual Communication of
1936 in the City of Jacksonville and
wag in session on April 21st, 22nd and
28rd. We are proud to see that it was
out Grand Representative, M. W. Bro.
Harry G, Taylor, who presided as Grand
Master during most of that time. In
his Annual Address, M. W, Bro. Tay-
lor sounds an optimistic note. Al-
though the Grand Jurisdiction is now
one third off its high peak of mem-
bership and a net decrease of 635 was
registered during the last twelve
months, the loss is not so great as in
past years and there has been a deci-
ded improvement in the financial con-
dition of most Lodges. Two Lodges
surrendered their charters and one had
its charter arrested during the year.
Two cornerstones were laid and one
Masonic hall was dedicated by the
Grand Lodge. M. W. Bro. Elmer E.
Haskell, Grand Master in 1907 and 1908,
died on February 19, 1936, The Grand
Master attended the Conference of
Grand Masters in Washington, in Fe-
bruary, 1936; he also attended most of
the schools of instruction held by the
Committee on Work,

They have a Masonic Home in Florida
which cares for 147 members, 23 of whom
are men, 21 women, 51 boys, and 51
girls. Thirty-eight of this number are
non-resident members.

The Grand Orator, M. W. Bro. Staf-
ford Coldwell, delivered “a most able and
eloquent address on the Constitution of
the United States and the influence of
our Mascnic Brethren in its formation.”

Only the conclusion of this oration is
published in the volume before us,

In the Appendix we find the Report
of the Committee on  Correspondence
submitted by M. W. Bro. Wallace R.
Cheves, P. G. M. It is a collection of
well-thought and welliwritten reviews
of proceedings preceded by an interest-
ing “Foreword.” We copy from the lat-
ter Bro. Cheves’ remarks on the subject
of Committees of Correspondence:

If the sign of the times is a true index
to coming events, the Masonic Foreign
Correspondent is on the way out—some
Grand Lodges have already eliminated
his work altogether—others have restric-
ted his space to such an extent as to
render his work impotent.

Even the space of so noted a writer
as J. Edward Allen has been so restric-
ted by the wisdom of some North Caro-
lina Lodge Committee that his wonder-
ful talent as a Masonic Reviewer and
Commentator is virtually nullified.

Masonry’s proud boast is UNIVER-
SALITY, and so, no doubt, could have
been the boast of language in the early
ages, but with drifting apart of groups
of people and lack of inter-communica-
tion, language, in time, broke up into
many conformations.

And just so, in time, it will be with
Masonry if official inter-eommunication
between independent Masonic Bodies is
completely disrupted.

Mackey concurs in this view—under
“Committee on Foreign Correspondence,”
saying:

“Intelligent Freemasons saw that it
would no longer do to isolate themselves
from the Fraternity of other countries,
and that if any moral or intellectual
advantage was to be expected, it must
be derived from the inter-communication
and collision of ideas.

“And the first step toward this ad-
vancement was the arpointment in every
Grand Lodge of a Committee whose
duty it would be to collate most impor-
tant items.”

Mackey says, further, that “these
reports will form the germ of future
Masonic history.”

Mackey cites the Grand Todge of
Ohio as being among the first to create
a Committee on Foreign Correspondence,
beginning about 1830, but the reports of
the Committee did not reach full growth
until 1857, he says, when forty-s'x pages
of the Proceedings were devoted to the
Committee’s report,

In short, an universal interchange of
reviews among Grand Lodges of regular

Masonry will serve to hold the Institu-
tion of Freemasonry on an even keel-
a complete cessation will inevitably en-
danger the life of the “germ” which
Mackey says is esseniial to futurs Ma-
sonic history—Masonic units will drift
apart, d'ssenters will arise—disintegra-
tion—chaos.”

We fully agree with our Florida col-
league in his opinion as above quoted.

M. W. Bro. Cheves gives our volume
for 1985 careful and courteous attention.
He covers the prineipal points, includ-
ing,  of course, the parts of M, W. B.o.
Camus’ Message relative to the “Confu-
sion in the Temple”. He believes that
the contending parties have overlooked
the point that a nucleus of Lodges ne-
cessary to form a Grand Lodge existed
in China long before the Philippine
Grand Lodge entered that territory. He
then continues:

Conceding, however, that the Philip-
pine Grand Lodge acted within its un-
questionable right in establishing Lodges
in China, we repeat that it would have
been the better part of wisdom to have
given the protests and wishes of the
four old Grand Lodges, already establi-
shed in China, more ser’ous considera-
tion.

Did our Grand Lcdge not give the
most serious considera.ion to those pro-
tests and wishes? Did not Grand Master
Larkin deny the petition for a dispen-
sation for a Lodge in Nanking, solely
in deference to the wishes of those Grand
Lodges? Did not his successor go per-
sonally to China to look into the siwua-
t'on, and grant a nmew petition for a
dispensation only after satisfying him-
self that it would be an injustice not to
grant it? Did not our Grand Lodge
make a careful study of the points of
the agreement rather unceremoniously
presented to it for signature by those
four Grand Lodges before it reluctantly
declined to sign away part of its sove-
reign rights? Could our distinguished
Brother in Florida respect a Grand Bo-
dy that would give up its cherished so-
vereign rights against its own convic-
tions regarding right and wrong, from
lack of stamina and fear of might and
power? We are thoroughly convineed
that if M. W, Bro. Cheves had been in
the place of our Grand Masters he would
have done exactly as they did.

The Grand Lodge of Florida is re-
presented near ours by M. W. Bro. Ed-

Founded in 1882, the Grand Lodge of
Free and Accepted Masons of Arizona
has now 39 Lodges, whose aggregate
membership (5,677) shows a net de-
crease of 192 for the last twelve months
but will, we hope, register a gain instead
in March, 1987, Grand Masters: retir-
ing, Everett H. McEachren; incoming,
James R. Malolt, of Globe. Grand Se-
cretary, Harry A. Drachman, /Tucson.

The 54th Annual Communication of
the Grand Lodge of Arizona, held on
March 11 and 12, 1986, in the City of
Phoenix, was well attended; among those
present was our Grand Representative,
Wor. Bro. Hedrick D. Aitken, Grand
Master McEachren, in his Annual Ad-
dress, spoke at length on the crigis the
American people are now facing, Like
many other Grand Masters in the United
States, he sees great danger to the na-
tion in general and Freemasonry in par-
ticular in the Communist movement.
He said, in part;

..The Communist avails himself of
a;ll the advantages bestowed upon him
by a generous people,—education, reli-
gion, governmental protection and eco-
nomic security, yet sets himself delibe-

rately to undermine and over throw
these important institutions whose
growth and strength awre the bul-

wark of America’s greatness to-day. As
Masons, Brethren, it is not only our pri-
vilege, but our bounden duty, to discou-
rage and condemn all such activities
which tend to subvert the people of this
nation from the noble principles which
have been so well and truly established,
and in defense of which our forefathers
labored so assiduously, fought, bled,
and even died, When the people of
America awake fully to the menace of
Communism, to the evils confronting our
coming generations from the influences
resultant from its diabolical doctrines,
the old pioneer spirit will again assert
itself, and this monster will be driven
from our land and from the minds of
our people forever.

He also voiced his disapproval of dic-
tatorial government, another great enemy
of Freemasonry. ‘

During his term of office, M. W. Bro.
McEachren visited all the Lodges of his
jurisdiction; he also attended the Grand
Masters’” Conference and the Annual
Meetings of the Masonic Service Associa-
tion, the Grand Secretaries’ Association,
and the Geogrge Washington National
Masonic Memorial Association, in Fe-
bruary, 1936. He laid the corner stone
of the Christian Church at Holbrook
and commissioned Past Master Henning

to lay the corner stone of the new Fede-
ral Post Office building at Winslow. He
constituted Grand Canyon Lodge No. 40.
He recommended that membership in the
Masonic Service Association be conti-
nued; that Grand Lodge continue to sup-
port the Sojourners Club at Tucson and
the Wayfarers Club at Prescott; that
exemption from dues be granted to mem-
bers who have paid dues for a reasona-
ble number of years or attained to a cer-
tain age; and that frraternal relations
be established with the Grand Lodge of
Sweden,

The Grand Oration was delivered by
Wor, Bro. Arthur C. Taylor; it was short
but good.

In the volume under review we also
find the Proceedings of the 27th Annual
Meeting of the Past Grand Masters’
Association F. & A. M. of Arizona which
was held at Phoenix, on March 11, 1936.

The Fraternal Reviews in  Arizona
are, the same as last year, from the pens
of various authors; generally it is the
Grand Representative of the Grand Lod-
ge concerned who submits the review
of its Proceedings.

In Wor. Bro. Louis G. Moyers’ review
of the Georgia Proceedings for 1934 we
find one paragraph mentioning the ac-
tion of Grand Master Lunsford with re-
ference to the Grand Lodge of the Philip-
pine Islands.

Our volume for 1985 is courteously
reviewed by Wor. Bro, Hedrick D. Ait-
ken, who represents our Grand Lodge
near that of California. There are some
quotations from M. W. Bro. Camus’ Mes-
sage, over three pages being devoted to
the “Confusion in the Temple.,” The
Reviewer’s final comment is as follows:

... Your reviewer might confess he is
somewhat familiar with the characteris-
tics of those good people with whom
they are now at ‘“outs”, having been born
and educated under the “Union Jack”
during the first 25 years of his exis-
tence, but also must confess he cannot
fathom their reasons in prolonging this
estrangement, and hopes and prays that
same Divine influence may be conceived
to bring about an adjustment that will
be mutually agreeable to all concerned,
and in which the Master Masons of the
world are interested in having further
correspondence expunged from Masonic
records, excepting that which may ad-
vice an amicable adjustment of diffe-
rences,

We thank our good Brother for his
kind wishes the fulfilment of which
seems almost within our grasp now if
we read the signs aright.

KANSAS, 1936

The Grand Lodge of Alncient, Free
and Accepted Masons of Kansas, foun-
ded in 1856, has now 448 subordinate
Lodges with a total membership of 65,-
480; there was a mnet decrease of 1,660
in membership during the last twelve
Grand Masters: retiring, Otto
R. Souders; incoming, James H. Wen-
dorff, of Leavenworth. Grand Secretary,
Elmer F, Strain, Topeka.

The 80th Annual Communication of the

Grand Lodge of Kansas was held in the

City of Topeka on February 19 and 20,
1936. The retiring Grand Master’s An-
nual Address begins with a splendid in-
troduction. We copy a few sentences
that have struck our fancy:

We hear it suggested at times that
Masonry is not keeping up with the pro-
cession and that it is not offering am
adequate program for these times. The
truth is, the procession has never been
within hailing distance of Masonry and
the Masonic structure offers a program
s0 good that half-hearted men are not
willing to accept it... Masonry of-
fers an active program of education, of
morals, of religious teaching, of honora-
ble dealing, of brotherhood, It is a pro-
gressive science. But it is not a play-
thing to be utilized for selfish purposes,
trivial pleasures, and mercenary pur-
suits. Too many people want to make it
a mere club, or a social organization, or
an insurance society. All of these things
are right and proper, but Masonry is
more than any of these. The exercise
of charity is not the cause of Mason-
ry, but it is the result of Masonry work-
ing in men’s hearts and minds....

After praising the good work done by
the Masonic Home of Kansas, this Grand
Master says:

There is, however, a mistaken idea in
the minds of many, that the Home is a
place where any Mason can go at any
time he feels like quitting work, They
seem to feel that any Mason has the
right to demand admission and that it
is some sort of an insurance pledge. Du-
ring the years we have had demands on
the Board to admit men and women who
were not qualified under the rules.
Some of these were for invalids, some
for mental cases and some for men who
apparently were just too lazy to work.
The Home has no place for any of these,
but the Board has earnestly endeavored

Islands, Wor. Bro. Thomas G. Hender-
son, had the pleasure of visiting Arizona
recently; he is one of those Grand Re-
presentatives who tfake their duties as
such seriously,
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to admit all who were legitimately entit-
led to admission. The Masonic Frater-
nity is not an insurance society. It does
not conduct an old age pension system.
It does not guarantee to take care of its
unfortunates. It does net pledge itself
to relieve want, It has no contract with
its members by which it agrees to sup-
ply food, clothing, care, or a home for
its members. No Mason has any right
to demand any of these things from his
lodge or the Grand Lodge. But because
the Masonic Fraternity has a great heart
and because it is truly a fraternity of
brothers who desire to assist their less
fortunate brothers, their wives and
children, it has established the Home
as a privilege. Privileges that are con-
ferred do not constitute a right to de-
mand.

Our Grand Masters, in visiting
Lodges, occasionally run into a
typhoon, and tell us about it. In
Kansas, Grand Master Souders had
to brave tempests not only of rain
but of snow and dust. Here is what
he said about the terrible dust
storms of that part of the United
States:

...For many weeks, almost daily, the
dust was blown so continuously in the
west one-third of the state that it was
unsafe to attempt to hold meetings. I
was personally in three storms so bad
that I could not see the radiator on my
automobile or the pavement on which I
was riding and was only able to move
at all by driving my automobile about
two or three miles an hour, with my
head out of the window and my flash
light extended at full arm’s length to
see the black line in the pavement, and
this in broad daylight, Automobiles
were filled with dust and many of them
were ruined and some of the brothers,
in attempting to make the district meet-
ings, were injured.., They had to brea-
the the dust so thick that their throats
and lungs would fill up and their eyes
and ears were constantly full of dirt...

Under “World Conditions,”
speaking of the persecution of Ma-
sonry in countries with a dictato-
rial government, M. W. Bro. Sou-
ders says:

THE PIONEER SHOE SHOP
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...While we feel the injustice done
to our brothers, we also feel it is a com-
pliment to the Masonic Fraternity that
one of the first steps taken by tyranny
is to strike at liberty, free thought, edu-
cation and disinterested patriotism
throuwgh our Masonic Fraternity...

Grand Lodge decided not to join
the Masonic Relief Association
at present.

The Committee on Investigation
of Records and Property made a
report that should be of interest
to our own Grand Secretary’s Of-
fice.

A fine tribute to the fraternal
dead was read by Past Master Jay
B. Kirk.

R. W. Bro. Albert K. Wilson,
chairman of the Committee on Cor-
respondence, recommended that ac-
tion, on the requests of recognition
of the new Grand Lodge of Den-
mark, the Grand Lodges of Colom-
bia at Bogota and Cali, and the
Gran Logia Unida of Mexico be
deferred and that the one recei-
ved from the Gran Logia Cosmos,
of Chihuahua, Mexico, be indefi-
nitely postponed. He recommended
the establishment of limited rela-
tions (inter-visitation and affilia-
tion) with the following-named
Grand Bodies, pending the deci-
sion of their pending requests for
recognition: The Brazilian Grand
Lodges of Parahyba, Rio de Janei-
ro, Amazonas e Acre, Sao Paulo,
Bahia and Para, and the two Cze-
choslovakian Grand Lodges.

The Grand Oration, was delive-
red by Bro. Henry J. Allen, former
Governor of Kansas and United
States Senator from that State.
The speaker gave considerable at-
tention to the proposed social secu-
rity legislation and expressed the
hope that the Grand Lodge would
appoint a permanent committee to
study this proposition. We quote
the closing paragraphs of Bro. Al-
len’s speech:

‘We are being tested as in America
we have not been tested. Only the wor-
thy will abide. We stand at a point
of rejection when dross is being burned

out of all forms in order that
may be made the more manifest.

We serve a shrewd, discerning gene-
ration" who have been the direct heirs
of a peculiar time, and they will be im-
patient with us if we do not make our
mission in life to be as big as our tra-
ditions in life. So we must keep it mili-
tant and fiercely uncompromising.

If we are as true to our day as have
been those whose memories are hallowed
in our Masonic history, then we will
emerge from our testing with a new
strength, The fundamental doctrine
still will inspire us to self-improvement,
and the contributions of our Order to
liberty, truth, justice and brotherhood
will so pyramid themselves that they
will be worthy to stand the challenge of
the great years which have witnessed
the steady growth of Masonry.

We see from the report-of the
Masonic Home Board that there
are 367 names on the roster of the
Home; 329 are actually in, the
Home.

R. W. Bro. Albert K. Wilson
presents the Report on Correspon-
dence in which our volume for
1935 receives courteous attention.
He quotes several paragraphs from
M. W. Bro. Camus’ Message. He
does not seem to have grasped the
cause and nature of the difference
between our Grand Lodges and se-
veral others and the fact that rela-
tions have actually been suspen-
ded; but we appreciate his wish
“that eventually the matter will be
closed in such a way that there will
be no feeling of illwill or severing
of Fraternal Relations between
the several Grand Lodges and the
Philippine Islands.”

We wish to inform our Brother
that the outlook for an early con-
clusion of the present difference
is very bright now.

MIS REMINISCENCIAS SCBRE LA LOGIA “ESPANA EN FILIPINAS"

Rememorando  acontecimientos pasa-
dos, como una criatura que en llegando
4 cierta edad rememora todo cuanto ha
ocurrido en sus dias de infancia, se me
ocurre hoy transcribir al papel ciertos
sucesos acaecidos dentro de la logia “Es-
pafia En Filipinas,” mi madre logia, en
mi pueblo natal de Cavile, comenzando
desde la fundacién de aquella hasta los
dias luctuosos de la pasada revuelia
revolucionaria.

Hara, hoy cosa de 42 afios, casi me-
dio s'glo, que en Cavite, capital de la
provincia que fué ecuna de tres revolu-
ciones, existia una logia masénica 4 la
que su fundador José Martin y Martin
puso el nombre de “ESPANA EN FILI-
PINAS”, quizd con el propésito de con-
memorar la gran obra en el pais de los
hijos de Espafia.

El hermano José Martin y Martin
(quien optd por el uso del nombre simbé-
lico de “CORDOBA”) era un espafiol
peninsular y Sangento de Infanteria.
Desde su llegada 4 Cavite para encar-
garse del destacamnto de carabineros
establecido en dicha localidad, comenzo,
con el coraje é intrepidéz propios de un
militar, &4 explorar el terreno, y, econ-
trandolo abonado, procedi6 al acopio
del material y el nimero de obreros ne-
cesarios. Bajo su direccién llevése 4 cabo
la edificacién de aquel templo sostenido
entonces por s6l'das columnas.

Realizada esta labor, que en tan es-
caso tiempo se vié coronada con un com-
pleto éxito, nuestros detractores no des-
perdiciaron tiempo alguno y, poniendo
en juego sus influencias cerca de las
autoridades, cons'guieron que el hermano
Martin fuese relevado de su destino,
acusandole de desleal 4 su patria y al
gobierno por fundar aquella logia, y se
dijo que la tendencia tUnica era la de
crear en ella grandes filibusteros, ya
que sélo por este medio se podia conse-
guir que la masoneria y sus miembros
fuesen perseguidos.

El hermano Martin con verdadero
pesar, tuvo que dejar de ser Venerable
de la Logia, habiendo sido su sucesor el
hermano Hugo Perez (que era un mé-
dico) y que fué uno de los que codpera-
ron con él en la fundacién de la misma.
Le trajeron al hno. Martin & Manila con
el objeto de que sus actos fueran mas
estrictamen*e vigilados. Pero como el
hermano José Martin estuviera dotado
de un verdadereo sentido de responsabili-
dad como masén, sin importarle un ble-
do las persecuciones de que €l era objeto,
consiguio aun fundar otra logia de ma-

sones en esta capital, cuyo nombre fue
la de “CRISALIDA” con la coozeracion de
los Hermanos Faustinpg Villarruel, Ra-
mén Padilla y otros. - Esta Logia fué la
tltima que él fundé en este archipiélago,
meses antes de que acaeciera la revolu-
cion de 1896. Debido al corto tiempo
d» vida que tuvo esta logia, de su exis-
tencia son muy pocos los que quizad es-
tuviesen enterados. Yo asisti a su cons-
tituciéon como uno de los que formaban
la comisién de la logia “Espafia en Fili-
pinas” de Cavite,

Nuestros enemigos al observar que el
empuje de la masoneria en estos Valles
era cada dia mas grande, v que el her-
mano Martin gozaka de influencias y
simpat'ds tanto en la sociedad masénica
como en los circulos profanos, trabajaron
denodadamente contra los masones cerca
de las autoridades militares, puesto que
el General Don Ramon Blunco que, era
entences el Gobernador General de estas
Islas, ya hacia caso omiso de sus denun-
cias. Valiéndose de su superior gerar-
quico, consiguieron entablar relaciones
amistosas con el entonces General
Segundo Cabo y Gobernador Militar de
todas las fuerzas destinadas en Filipinas,
quien, 4 pesar de ostentar en la masone-
ria el grado 32, 4 inst'gacién de aquellos,
se h'zo uno de nuestros enemigos. Ante
él se formuldé la denuncia de ser el her-
mano Martin un espafol de conducta
no deseable en la comunidad; y, debido
a este hecho, el hermano Martin fué
llamado y reprendido severamente por
el citado Gobernador Militar, quien dié
6rdenes después para que el H. Martin
fuera enviado a Iligan.

Asi transcurrié el tiempo, en que to-
dos cuantos éramos masones, tanto es-
pafioles como filipinos y de otras nacio-
nalidades, estdbamos sumidos en un mar
de zozobras por la obstinada persecu-
cibn de que éramos objeto, hasta que
llegé el momento aciago, en que todo el
pais se vistié6 de luto, y ello fué cuando
en los dias 26, 28, 30 y 81 del mes de
agosto de 1896 fueron declarados en es-
tado de sitio todos los pueblos de Lu-
zon; fechas éstas que debieran estar
marcadas con sangre en el calendario.
En esas fechas fueron arrancados del
seno de sus familias, hombres de todas
las edades, sin exceptuar viejos ni jo-
venes, por el solo hecho de ser masones,
acusdndoseles de ser insurrectos, filibus-
teros, soldados de Rizal y de otras mil
cosas inventadas por nuestros enemigos.

Durante el tiempo en que el pais ha-
bia asi permanecido como en estado de

guerra, (que mas bien podiamos califi-
carlo como de otra Inquisicién) muchos
miembros de la masoneria cayeron en la
red de la muerte tendida por nuestros
enemigos; y yo creo que no he de incu-
rriv en exageracion si afirmara que las

Y estas victi-
mas fueron los hermanos Hugo Perez,
Méximo Gregorio, Vietoriano Luciano,
José Lallana, Méaximo Inocencio, Feli-
ciano Cabuco Santos, Eugenio Cabezas,
v Afifonso de Ocampo, en unién de otros
c¢neo que eran profanos y todos de mi
fntima rmis*ad, cuvos nombres son Fran-
cisco Osorio, Luis Aguado, Agapito Con-
chd, Antonio de Sanagustin y Severina
Lapidario.

Conste que nuestres adversarios, no
obstante aquella temible persecucién, no
consiguieron destruir las columnas masd-
nicas, ni extirpar la masoneria de Fili-
pinas, como deseaban. Unicamente lo-
graron detener su marcha por un mo-
mento, puesto que las logias no aba-
tieron columnas y si solo suspendieron
sus trabajos debido a las circuns'ancias
imperantes en aquellos tiempos.

Sobre el mismo altar pres-
tan el juramento ritualistico el Cris-
tiano y el Judio, el Mahometano y el
Budista, el HindG y el Parsé. Y para
que tal juramento tenga fuerza obliga-
toria se coloca schre el altar, junta-
mente con la Biblia, el libro sagrado de
la creencia particular del aspirante a
la Masoneria. No se le considera a un
hombre un hereje por el mero hecho
de que su religién (secta) es distinta
de la nuestra, sin darle al mismo tiem-
po el privilegio reciproco de  tildarnos
también de herejes. Si a veces se Ve
obligada la Masoneria a combatir a al-
gin grupo religioso, lo hace no precisa-
mente porque tal grupo es religioso,
sino por defender los principios que
ella concen'Ga de fundamental y basico
en la vida social, politica y moral, y
que el otro en nombre de la religion,
se empefia en derribarlos insidiosa-
mente bajo el amparo de la indiferencia,
de los que estan méis llamades a defen-
der y conservarlos.

La Masoneria no es, pues, una or-
ganizacién antirreligiosa porque requie-
re de sus adeptos una creencia en la
existencia y perfeccién de Dios, la in-
mortalidad del alma, y la obligacién del
hombre de obedecer a su divina volun-
tad; porque ensefia al hombre sus debe-
res morales y sociales para consigo mis-
mo y para con su préjimo; porque in-
culca el amor a la fam’lia, a la patria,
y a Dios. Pero no es una religién, en el
sentido teol6gico, porque no establece
un sistema de creencia o fé; porque no
preceptia un culto; porque nc reconoce
la autoridad de ningdn hombre para
dictar lo que se ha de creer y como se
ha de creer.
