Master of Masons in the Philippines,
during the funeral services held a1 the
Central Student Church on November
29, last, under the arispices of the Most
Worshipful Grand Lodge of Free and
Accepted Masons of the Phiiippines.

M. W. Benitez' tribute follows:
"The untimely death of Samuei R.

H.awtho;rne is a great loss, not only to
the Grand Lodge of the philippines, but
also to the cause of frienciship and co-
operation among men. In order tg as_
sess the extent of that loss, it is proper
and fitting to recall on this sad occasion
that the attainment of American-phil-
ippine friendship and cooperation is a
unique and unparaileled achievernent in
the annals of human relations. By
maintaining true faith and aliegiance to
the tiuly masonic ideal of the brother-
hood of man, Phiiippine Masonry made
her modest contribution to that aehive-
ment. Today, Americans and Filipinos
can point with legitimate pride before
the world to what has been done by
them in the promotion of friendship
based upon mutual understanding and
good-will.

"As we foregather in this sacred place
to pay our last tribute to the earthly
remains of our beloved friend and bro-
ther Samuel R. Itrawthorne, let us think
of him as one of the great American
characters who pioneered and ted in the
realm of human friendship, both by
precept and by example. Let us re-
member him as a man whose success in
the world of business only enhanced his
'desire to befriend and serve his fellow-

Late flf. Ty. Ilawthorne
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men. He was, indeed, just entering
tne threshold of a period of greater use-
fulness to the cause of human coopera-
tiou, when the Supreme Architect of the
Universe, in His Divine wisdom, decree
that he shali journey to the place from
whose bourne no traveller returns. Im-
bued with the i,cieal of se_r'vice and
frindliness, and with business connect-
ions in America and China, Samuel R.
f{orvthorne was destined, irr the present
plan of the Grand Locige of the phil-
ippines, to play a vital role in the move-
ment to foster cultural relations with
these countries. Elis untimely death is,
indeed, a loss to a great eause!

"But those of us who survive him can
best honor his memory by an earnest
and sincere resolve to carry on the task
he has left unfinished, In our heart,
let us erect a monument to Samuel R.
Haudhbrne-a monument which shall
constantly remind us of our duty to keep
our prejudices within due bounds, to be
faithful and true to the legacy of
American-Phiiippine friendship and co-
operation handed to us the living, and
to endeavor by aIl means available to
strengthen the noble edifice of good-
will and. mutual understanding erected
on Philippine soii by the efforts of all.

We have no regular volu'rne of Pro-
ceedings of the "Grossloge von Wien"
(Grand Lodge of Vienna); but the
issues of the "Wiener Eneimaurer-
Zeitwg", as the excel'Ient quarterlY
journal published by the Grand Lodge
of Vienna is called, for the 4ttr quarter
of 1935 and the first quarter of 1936

contain bri'ef notes on the 21st and
22nd cornmunications of the G'rand
Lodge, and in the n'umber last men-
tioned we also find the well-prepared
and complete report submitted by Grand
Secretary Wl,adimir Misar to the Com-
munication held on lllarch 27,1936, The
Grand Master is, as heretofore, M. W.
Bro. Dr. Richard Schlesinger, and the
Grand Secretary V. W. Bro. Dr.. Wladi-
mir Misar, Wien I, Dorotheergasse 12.

Tlhere are 25 Lodges; but we have no
data regarding their membens[rip.

The 21st Comrnunioation of the Grand
Iodge, of Vienna was held on Novem-
ber 30, 1935; it was the first of the
current Masonic year. There was an
exceptionrally good altendance. The
Grand Master, who is also Grand Re-

'presentative of the United Gran'd
Lodge of England, pronou,noed fine
eurJ.ogies of the two distin,guished En-
glish Fr.eemasons r,r,*rose death had
occurr.ed reoently, Pro Grand Master
Lord Ampthill and Deputy Grand Mas-
ter Lord Conrwallis, Bro. Dr. Alexan-
de Mintz was made an honorary mem-
ber of the Grand Lodge. Prrometheu,s
I"odge was authorized to return to the
bosom of its rnoither Irodge, "Zukunfl."

Th,e 22nd. Communication of the
Grand Lodge was held on Mareh 27,
1936. The report of the Grand Secre-
tary, Dr. Wladimir Misar, was dis-
tributed among the Breth en, and Grand
Treasurer Bro. Hatsohek submitted his
report for wfrioh he received a vote of
thanks.

The Grand Secre,tary's report, men-
tioned above, was pr;nted in full iu the
Wiener lrre'imaurer-Zeitung, It is an
interesting document. The author does

,not confine hiroself to repor"ting ttrre

busi,neds transrac,ted by his office; but
he gives us a narrative oJ Masonic
eyents in his Grand Jurisdiction as well
as in other countries of Europe. Speak-

ing of the anti-Masonic movement, he

says:

"With keen regret lve already men-

tioned in our last two yearly reports
the sad fact that when, we look b'eyond

tle frontie,rs of our country, we sse

nearly everywheire Brethre*r in distress

and Masonic Bodies hand Pressed to

hold their own against thE att'acks of

*.i, u6vs$aries. The enemies of Free-
masonry are not waging war against
our Fraternity with new calumnies,
new evidence or new methods; to con-
vince their peaee-1,oving, credu,Ious
fellow citizens that Freemasonry is a
comrrlon peril, they take such weapons
as may be most .su,itable for the occa-
s on from the old arsenal which has
se,rved flhem so well for two ceuturies.
In these tirnies of extrenc,s nationalism,
the u,eapons tha.l serve best a.re the
reproaches that we laek patriotism and
take a stanrd above the nation. Thus
thg political groups rrho have built their
platforms on nationalistic foundations
a,rid have included war against Free-
masonry in the same, base their attacks
on the one affirmation that Freema-
sonry lacks a nationa,l consciousn,essl
that it is a society without a country,
and a cosmopofi'ban organization, and
that it sbrves th'e purposes of the na-
tional enemies whose orders it obeys.
These groups demand the dissolution
of Freemasonry, following the eEarn-
ple of the countries in which nationalis-
tic movernents in the sam,e sense have
already aceomplished that purpose,

"This movement against our Frater-
ni'ty has taken its most viole,nt form
in France and in Switzerland. The

"Wi.ener Frelmaurer-Z,eitung" has al-
re,ady informed its readers on this sub-
ject -and the Austrian Brethren have
followed a,ll the ph,ases of the def'gnsive
struggle with sympathetic interest. We
Austrian Brethren have repeatedly giv-
en expression to our admi'ratio r for the
virile attitude of our Br,ethren in the
two countries menlioned and have grate-
fully noted the seri,ous and well-cons'id-
ered measures that the lgaders of Free-
mrasonry there have adopted in order to
conduct the defense in an effective and
dignified manner, The various pro-
nouncernenits of the Grand Bodies or
Lodges conce'rned are manife.st,ations of
a genuine M,asonic spirit upholding not
a1on,e the honor of the ilIasonic groups
immedi,ately imperilled but that of trhe
entire Fraternity. The long series of
explanatory writings publisrhed in the
last few years will preserve their great
value in the future and rvill find a place
in our li,braries among the standard
works of defensive literature,

t'As we Austrian Masons follorv atten-
tively that struggle of the Freernasori-
ry of other coumtries for its existence

and for the spiritual and moral patri-
mony of the Fraternity, and pay a tri
bute of admiration to the exemplary
conduct and inexhaustible optirnism of
our Brethren, we rea ize more com-
pletely that the struggle against our

Traternity which is going on in our
country und,er quite different aspects
makes a much greater optimism obli-
gatory for u,s Austrian Freemasons. We
can tlis year only repeat vith grreater
emphasis r.vhat we said in the report
for the year 1934: that in spite of the
various attacks madg against Frogma-
sonry in our country, the si'tuation of
the cr'af t here is far more favorable
than in the countries mentioned.

"In Austria the struggle against
Freemasonry has never been included
as a plank in the piatform of any poii-
ticai party, nor has it been harped upon
cons',antly by any newsp,aper. Austrian
Freemasonry has, therefore, never found
it necessary to defend itself publicly
and to nleet attacks by public s'!ate-
menibs. It has rerna,ined faithful to its
princi,;,le not to reply to the occasionsl
statement,s in the press, even when a
Vienna daily pap,er pu'blished weekly an
interminable sedes of essays from the
pen of 3 traitorous Brother in vrhich
th3 celemonials of all the degTees of
Freemasonry which are sacred to us
but app,ear unm,eaning to ttre profane,
rr'ele erposed to the pubiie.

"Even when the same newspaper pub'
l.sh:d to the world the unfounded news
that our Lodges had been dissolved,
nhich news rvas taken u,p and reprinted
even by the serious datiies abroad, the
Gr.a,nd Lodge of Vienna refrained from
pubiishi,ng an official staternent denying
this report. It preferred to let the facts
speak against unrtruth.

"'The Grand Lodge which had thus
been reported dead was never inbued
wi'Lh more vigorous optimisrn-, witih a

mcre jovful will to live, than during
the year that has just passed, because

the temporary stagnation had been van-
qui:hed, and the internal relaxation and
d,scouragement which duri,ng the period
of politica,l disturbances had had suoh
a.n unfavorabie influence on the life of
the 'Lodges were a thing of trhe past.
We stat'e with satisfacti'on tha,t th'e low-
est ebb in our Lodge life, regi,stered by
our Grand Lodge in 1934, was the s'ignal
for an optimism which gained ground
gradualiy and of which outward mani-
festations became visible in 1934 and,

La misma com-
bina los elementos desperdigarios de la so-
ciedad, apela a los sentimientos altruis-
tas del individuo, abre un nuevo santua-
rio a 1a virtud, l'evanta un nuevo altar
sobre los escombros del prejuicio y las
,cenizas del egoismo y disensiones de los
hombres y un templo dedicado a la fya-
ternidad universal, en que toda la huma-
nidad pueda arrodillarse, y en que los
hermanos puedan busear el refugio en
ias refriegas y porfias de las pasiones
humanas.

Aunque oimos a menudo que la Ma-
soneria no es ninguna forma de religi6n,
sin embargo, eila se interesa por las
enseiianzas religiosas que dignifican al
hombre e inculcan la inmortalidad del
alma.
