——— (Cornerstone Of Masonic Monument Lai
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Solemnity, Dignity Mark Dedication by Grand Lodge
Spot Where First Masonic Lolge Was Established in Philippines Is To Be Perpetuated

Considered the most notable Mascnic event of this decade in the
Far Bast, the cornerstone of the monument marking the spot where
the first Masonic Lodge in the Philippines was established was laid on
February 22, the birthday of George Washingtcn, foremost American

Freemason, at Kawit, Cavite.

The Most Wor. Grand Lodge of Frec

and Accepted Masons of the Philippine Islands was convened in a Spe-
dial Communication at the Hall of Ibarra Ladge No. 31, at 3:00 o’clock

P. M., and proceeded to the place of the ceremonies.

Wor. Bro. Vieto-

riano Yamzon, speaking in behalf cf Pear] River Lodge No. 109 presented
the symbolic trowel upon which was inscribed the following dedication:

“This trowel presented to the
M. W. Grand Lodge of the Phil-
ippine Islands by Pearl River
Lodge No. 109, was used at the
laying of the Cornerstone of the
commemorative monument at
Kawit, Cavite, Philippines, on
February 22, 1937.” '

Passing through three of the princi-
pal streets of Kawit Municipality, the
procession of the Grand Lodge Officers,
accompanied by more than 300 local and
visiting Masons, repaired to a especially
built platform near the site reserved for
the monument.

Wor. Bro. Andres Polintan, Master
of Ibarra Lodge, addressing the Grand
Master, presented the deed of donation
of the property to the Grand Lodge in
behalf of the donors, Hilaria J. Jorge
and Narcisa J. Jorge. The donation was
then accepted by the M. W. Grand Mas-
ter Joseph H. Alley, whose speech is
published elsewhere in this issue.

The Grand Master then announced
that the ceremony of the laying of the
cornerstone was going to be performed,
and upon due notification of the Grand
Wazrdens, the Grand Master addressed
the Grand Treasurer that “it was the
custom of the Craft upon occasions like
the present to deposit within a cavity
in the stone placed at the northeast
corner of the monument certain memo-
rials of the period at which it was erect-
ed so that if in the lapse of ages, the
fury of the elements, the violence of
man, or the slow but certain ravages
of time should lay bare its foundation,
an enduring record may be found by suc-
ceeding generations to bear testimony to
the untiring, unending industry of Free
and Accepted Masons.” The Grand
Treasurer responded that the following
articles as reported by the Grand Sec-
retary, were safely enclosed in the cas-
ket:

The Grand Treasurer then took the cas-
ket and placed it in the cavity during
which time the Choir of the Conserva-
tory of Musie, under the direction of
Prof. Juan Hernandez, sang a suitable
ode. The Principal Architect then dis-
tributed the Working Tools among the
Grand Officers. The Grand Master,
using the trowel, spread the cement
upon the lower stone, and directed that
it be lowered to its place, after it was
declared to be well formed, true and
trusty, and annointed with the corn,
wine and oil.

The Grand Master and Off'cers then
returned to the platform and resumed
their seats. Very Wor. Bro. Emilio P.
Virata in a short speech in Tagalogz, ex-
plained the significance of the occasion.
Wor. Bro. Emiliano Tria Tirona, P. M.
>f Ibarra Lddge, recounting the- vissisi-
tudes encountered by Masons in the Phil-
ippines during the Spanish era, eulogiz-
ed their determination, fervor and zeal
to spread the ILight that Darkness and
Ignorance may be dissipated. Mention-
ing the names ‘of Rizal, Lopez Jaena
and Del Pilar, the speaker said that it
was in Masonic Lodges that these Pa-

triots initiated the Movement that even-

tually freed the Philippines from tyrai-
ny and oppression. Wor, Bro. Tirona,

I recounted the tragic death of the father
| of the donors of the piece of land, An-
gel Jorge, who was then the Capitan
Gobernadorcillo of Kawit in charge of
the Arsenal. In the rame of the peo-
ple of Kawit, Wor., Bro. Tirona thanked
the Grand Lodge for the signal honor
bestowed upon the muniecipality not only
because of the monument’s historic sig-
nificance but also for the privilege that
it will be Kawit’s of guarding this sym-
bolic Masonic structure.

The Grand Orator, Wor. Bro. Angel

S. Arguelles, Director of the Bureau of

Science, then delivered the following
inspired oralion:

“During the Spanish régime which ex-
tended for a period of over three hun-
dred years and which terminated almost
10 years ago, freedom of thought and
creed was not tolerated and in fact fre-
quently suppressed. Masonry which has
always stood and fought for the funda-
mer:tal rights of man from prehistoric
days suffered great difficulties in aa
atmosphere of tyranny and oppression.
Tmmense suffering and even lives were
lost by the pioneer brethren from for-
eign lands and those of our own that
the principles advocated by the Craft
may spread far and wide when our
country was going through a period of
darkness in its annals.

“History records many instances in
which members of the Craft have taken
a leading role in the national upheavals
of many of the countries which are
now in the vanguard of progress. This
is also true of our country. The rosters
of those courageous sons of 1872 and
1896 clearly indicate that a large num-
ber of our brethren had fought for the
cause so that our people shall live in an
atmosphere of tolerance, freedom, and
enlichtenment. This we have attained
to a large degree during the benevolent
regime of America and under the aus-
picious beginning of our Commonwealth.
Considerable work has been accomplish-
»d but many thngs still remain to be
done. The spirit of the craft is being
oroadecast and is received and will grow
n a fertile field.

“Along with the spiritual side must
come hand in hand the physical and
material activities. The Craft must
strive, our community and our people as
a whole must assimilate the spirit of

| industry and utilize our natural re-

sources, that the rank and file of our
people may enjoy a reasonable degree
of prosperity, that education and the
comfort and conveniences of a progres-
sive community may be within the reach
of our masses. All these may be at-
tained by a persistent effort to practice

Honor Their First Lodge

The Monument that will rise at Kawit,
Rizal’'s birthday, June 19, 1937

It will be noted that the monument is
supported on a mass of rough stones.
This is Matter as we know it, the ma-
terial world we live in. Out of this
rough mass we must expect something
finer—a higher ideal that will lead us to
things sublime. Hence the whole monu-
ment rises from a rough awakening to
something Spiritual, as suggested by the
pyramidal lines converging to a point.
The pyramidal backdrop, which forms
the background for the main figure, is
an abstract representation of the Sitting
Buddha—symbolic of Oriental mysti-
2ism. This is so because Rizal is an
Orienital and his personality had always
been surrounded by a halo of mysticism.
‘The Buddha’s arms form a solid sup-
port for the dominant figure of Rizal

Cavite.

to emphasize his Oriental blood.

The base proper, the base of the back-
drop and the backdrop itself are all to
be rendered in three different colors, the
colors that can be full of meaning only
to a Mason. The layman will never
know what these colors stand for. Vi-
sible on the dead center of the monu-
ment’s front arve seven bricks. These
stand for the seven sciences as inter-
preted by Masonry. The seven bricks
in their entirety represent the whole
body of Masons.

Surmounting the pyramidal Buddha
is a disc symbolic of Life—the endless
circle. On the white disc is embossed
in ancient Tagalog writing the word
“Bathala” which, translated, means:
God. Coiled halfway around the disc is

It will be unveiled on

the asp of Wisdom. On the backdrop
are inscribed in Spanish the following:
Verdad, Ciencia, Amor, Libertad, Igual-
dad and Fraternidad. Translated, these
mean: Truth, Science, Love, Liberty,
Equality and Fraternity.

We now come to the main figure of
Rizal. He stands with forehead high
and dignified. His expression is one of
peace, and contentment, but he stands
indomitable and determined. His hands
are clasped over the Apron, emblema-
tic of the Mason’s robe. The figure as
a whole is solid and compact, thus giv-
ing one a sense of solidity and impreg-
nability. Such is the man Rizal— im-
pregnable as the mighty Rock of Gibral-
tar, a true Oriental and above all a true
Mason!
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Square and
Compasses

In 1880 the Master of Ionic 'Lodge,
No. 1781, at Amoy, China, speaking on
l‘reemasonry in China, said:

Jrom time immemorial we find the
square and compasses used by Chinese
wiiters to symbolize precisely the same
phrases of moral conduct as in our sys-
tem of Kreemasonry. The earliest pas-
age known to me which bears upon the
subject is to be found in the Book of
History embracing the period reaching
from the twenty-i’ourth to the seventh
century before Christ. There is an ac-
count of a military expedition we read:

“Ye officers of government, apply the
Compasses!”

In another part of the same venerable
record a Magistrate is spoken of as: “A
man of the level or the level man.”

The public discourses of Confucius pro-
vide us with several Masonic allusions
of a more or less definite character. For
instance, when recounting his own de-
grees of moral progress in life, the Mas-
ter tells us that only at seventy {five
years of age could he venture to follow
the inclinations of his heart without
fear of “transgressing the limits of the
Square.” This would be 481 B. C., but
it is in the words of his great follower,
Mencius, who flourished nearly two hun-
dred years later, that we meet with a
fuller and more impressive Masonic
phraseology. In one chapter we are
taught that just as the most skilled ar-
tificers are unable, without the aid of
the square and compasses, to produce
perfect rectangles or perfect circles, so
must all men apply these tools figura-
tively to their lives, and the level and
the marking-line besides, if they would
walk un the straight and even ath of
wisdom, and keep themselves within the
bonds of honor and virtue. In Book IV
we read:

‘The Compasses and Squares are the
embodiment of the rectangular and the
round, just as the prophets of old were
the embodiment of the due relationship
between man and man”.

In Book VI we find these words:

“The Master Mason, i teaching his
apprentices, makes use of the compasses
and the square. Ye who are engaged in
the pursuit of wisdom must also make
use of the compases and square.”’

In the Great Learning admitted on all
sides to date from between 300 to 400
years before Christ, in Chapter 20, we
read that a man should abstain from
doing unto others what he would not
they should do unto him; “this,” adds
the writer, “is called the principle of
acting on the square.”’

THE CHALLENGE OF CHINA

Although at the beg nning of this ma-
sonic year it was my studied determina-
tion not to visit the China lodges, I am
glad now that I was privileged to have
the opportunity to know at close range
ithe brethren and the lodges in that
great country. More than ever I real-
ize now the tremendous responsibLlity
Philippine Masonry assumed when it
decided to spread its light to China, for
Chfna is a standing challenge to Philip-
pine Masonry.

Have you ever stopped to ask what
it is that gives Philippine Masonry pres-
tige and standing n the eyes of the
Chinese, and of Americans and other
foreigners in China? Is it not unique
that the oldest nation in the world, with
an ecthical and cultural background sec-
ond to nomge, should be willing to knock
at our door in search of light in Mason-
ry? What was it in our Magonry that
attracted the brethren in China?

I ask these questicms because they
constitute valuable food for thought for
us of the Philippines. Whenever we ar:
in danger of revert'ng to what is known
locally as the “tayo-tayo” attitude, of te-
coming narrow in our point of view,
biased by racial or personmal prejudice,
influenced by pure chauvenism our re-
sponsibility to Ch'na will invariably re-
mind us of the source of our Masonic
strength and prestige. What is it?

My brethren, it is none other than our
unique achievenient in this jurfsdiction
of bringing order out of chaos, peace
and harmony .out of conflict, and unity
out of dissension. Amer.can-Filip'no co-
operations  underlie the unificaton of
Masonry in the Phllippines, and that
unification is our centribution to univ-
ersal Masonry. Masonry in this juris-
dict'on has been tested and not found
wanting. By their truly Masonic con-
duct in bringing about Masonic unifica-
ton. Americans and Filipinos have
proved to the world the vitality of Ma-
sonic tengts and principles. We have
demonstrated by deeds that the beauti-
ful and high-sounding principles of the
Masonic ritual are not mere phrases
which we memorize and exempl fy on
formal ceremonia] oceasions, but rather,
they are living forces which actually re-
gulate human beings in the'r dealings
with one another. Thus, American and
Fiipino Masons, are pioneers in the field
of human relationships, and their suc-
cess is a distinct contribution to the
cause of human cooperation. This is
the secret of our Masonic and moral
pawer, brethren. It is the legacy which
we are endeavoring to hand down to
our brethren in China. It is the sacred
trust which we Philippine Masons are

RELATION WITH FOREIGN JURIS-
DICTIONS

The report of Bro. Leo Ischer, our
committee on correspondence shows that
although we are on the eve of reestab-
lishing fraternal relations with Grand
Lodges with which we have some mis-
understanding on account of the China
situation, the nccessary Masonic action
has not as yet been taken by the Grand
Lodges concerned, hence, we must wait
with patience until such action is taken.

THE ROLE OF MASONRY IN
AMERICA

What I have said with reference to
the challenge of Masonry in China may
be applied to  America, the country
where Masonry is most strongly en-
trenched in the socia] structure and com-
position of the people. And just as it
is to the great credit of Americans and
Filipinos that, because of their spirit of
mutual cooperation, their two countries
are cooperating wholeheartedly and
thereby gaining the admiration of the
world, so American and Filipino Ma-
soms can po'nt with pride to thelir joint
achievement in  unifying Masonry in
the Philippinges, thereby making g di-
stinctive comtribution to world coopera-
tion. And just as it is now the objective
of Americans and Filipinos in the Phjl-

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/Brand Master Alley Extols Courage and Sacrifices
of Pioneers of Freemasonry Here

(Speech by Most Wer. Bro.

Joseph H. Alley, Grand Master of

Masons in the Philippines, at the laying of the Cornerstone
of the Masonic Monument at Kawit, Cavite, February 22nd,

1937)

On behalf of the Most Worshipful
Grand Lodge of Free and Accepted Ma-
sons of the Philippine Islands, I make
the most grateful acknowledgement of
the gift of this plot of land for a Maso-
nic Monument. In the past, Masons have
received many favors and much assist-
ance from the people of Cavite, and es-
pecially from the people of Kawit, and
this gift is another evidence of the re-
gard with which the Craft are still held.

The Monument which is to be erected
in this place will be particularly a me-
morial to those brave souls who first
brought Masonic Light to these Islands,
and to those who carried on the torch of
Masonic Light through persecution even
unto death. Their Masonic labors were
carried on in the utmost secrecy; they
could leave no record which might fall
into the hands of their enemies; many
of them were cast into prison and into
exile for their beliefs; and often they
were scattered and were compelled to
rest from their labors for a time until
they could again assemble as Masons.

We, therefore, have little exact know-
ledge of their places of meeting, their
modes of work, or even of their names,
and this Monument must be dedicated,
in a large measure, to Masons unknown
by name, to Lodges whose places of
meeting is unknown, whose methods of
work are to a great extent known only
by a few incidents which have come
down to us by tradition, and whose dan-
gers and trials have become largely le-
gendary.

But we do know of the lofty ideals
which actuated those hardy Masons, of
their intrepid zeal for the Craft, and
of their sacrifices for the Cause they
loved. We know of their adherence
to the teachings of the Order, of their

fortitude in danger, of their steadfast-
ness in undergoing peril and danger,
their passion for Liberty, of their bro-
therly love for each other.

The central figure in this Monument
is that of one who labored, with them,
in spreading Masonic Light; whose life
was dedicated, with theirs, to the edu-
cation of his people; whose lifework,
was to aid and assist his fellowmen;
and who, like many of them, finally
laid down his life for his Masonic be-
lief and conviction—Brother Jose Rizal.
This Monument is particularly a monu-
ment to Jose Rizal, the Mason, but it is
also, through him as a symbol, a monu-
ment to all those who, in these Islands,
before him and with him, labored as
Masons and endured trials and persecu-
tions, and even suffered the supreme sa-
crifices as the reward for their labors.

May this Monument be to us, not only
a memorial to those valiant Masons of
the past, but also an inspiration and a
challenge to follow in their footsteps; to
spread Masonic Light throughout these
Islands, to labor for the education of
their people, to maintain Liberty and
Freedom of ‘Thought, to carry Masonic
Charity to all those in need, and to ex-
tend Brotherly Love until all have -been
reached by its enfolding arms.

those fundamental virtues of the Craft,
—namely, good will and brotherhood, in-
dustry and civic courage. These things
must ever be present in the mind of
every mason and should practice them
in his daily contact with his fellowmen.

“It was in 1856 as far as can be ac-
curately determined that Masonry was
first introduced in the islands; that én-
lightenment, liberty and fraternity may
gradually be diffused among our masses.
This is the original spot on which ‘the
first seat of Masonry was planted under
most adverse conditions. Tradition states
that on this shore of the heroic Prov-
ince of Cavite, members of the Craft
used to get together late at night and
perform part of the ceremonies. How-
ever, with the coming of the benevolent
régime of America, Masonry sprang ‘in
every corner of the islands to help in
the spiritual, cultural and material pr(i—
gress of our people.

“Under the Commonwealth we look
with confidence into its greater sphere
of influence and usefulness. A heavy
responsibility rests on our Lodges scat-
tered in the different sections of the
islands in seeing that the fundamental
principles of the Craft for which our
brethren have worked and sacrificed
shall be woven in the very fabric of our
naticnal structure for a greater and no-
bler Philippines. In the course of time,
let it be said that our brethren who have
fallen in the night did not perish in vain.
It is well that this sacred ground from
which sprang the first light of Masonry
shall be consecrated and handed down
to posterity.”

The ceremonies closed-with a benedic-

| tion by the Grand Chaplain, and .the
| procession, having been re-formed, re-

turned to the Lodge Hall where the
Grand Lodge was called on and closed
in due form.

M. W. Bro. Rosenstock P. G. M. Discourses on Beauty of Masonry’s

After paying a glowing tribute to the
last retiring Grand Master, M. W. Bro.
Conrado Benitez, for his achievment
in establishing perfect harmony in this
jutisdiction, M. W. Bre. Christian W.
Rosenstock, Past Grand Master of Ma-
sons in the Philippines, discoursed on
the delights and rewards of Masonic
friendships at the regular monthly ga-
thering of Masong held in Plaridel Tem-
ple on the evening of January 11, last.

Most Wor. Bro. Rosenstock’s speech
follows in part:

When a Mason has arrived at the point
where he realizes that he has many true
Masonic friendships, he knows that he
has received, and is continuing to re-
ceive, Master Mason’s Wages, and this
realization gives him strength to endure,
courage to proceed, hope of the future
and joy in the present.

“Masonry gives us all a chance to do
a little, however humble our part, in
making the world better; by being a
little more considerate of others; by liv-
ing a more useful life, and by being a
little more helpful in keeping Masonry,
in the Philippines, on a high standard.

“Masonic charity does not mean oc-
casional almsgiving; it means so much
more; it is fully expressed only by con-
sistent and continued benevolence in
thought and action, that will influence
us to vie with sympathy, the condi-
tions of our brother Masons; rejoice in
their welfare, endeavor to share their
sorrows, and increase their joys. Our

these words: “To soothe the unhappy;
to sympathize with their misfortunes, to
compassionate ‘their miseries and to re-
store peace to their troubled minds, is
the grand aim we have in view.” Not
one word in this about giving money;
but everything to indicate the value of
the personal equation. Our best and
noblest acts of charity are often “the
little nameless, unremembered things,”
in that they promote within us the
growth of a generous and benevolent
spirit that helps ourselves as well as
others.

“Unless a brother understands this,
and takes advantage of these chances,
which are offered him, to help another
worthy brother, and believes in it, and
takes it to his heart, and lives it in
his daily life, and strives to show it
forth to others in his every act; unless
he lives, and loves, and iabors in his
Masonry, he can never be very much of
a Mason; even though he belongs to ail
the Rites, and carries all the cards, and
be decorated with-jewels, and pins, and
be an officer in all the different bodies.
But, the brother who-has it in his heart,
and sees in Masonry the chance to be in
reality what he has sworn he would be
—a brother to his fellow Masons—can
be a Real Mason, though he be raised
only yesterday, belongs to no organiza-
tion but his Blue Lodge, and is too poor
to buy and wear a single pin.

“We have an abundance of Real Ma-
sons who are working in this Grand
Jurisdiction, and the proof of this is,
that when a real crisis comes to us; when
some of us are confused in our efforts
to straighten out entanglements, we have
never failed to listen to the counsel of
our better informed brethren, and we
have always done the right thing in the
end.

“Masons are not unlike members of
any other organization, in that they do
not always agree on how the details of
the organization are being carried on.
Differences of opinion often grows into
the formation of separate camps and,
admitting that the different camps are
made up of Sincere Masons, there may
be very good reasons for a difference of
opinion on one or morec matters.

“The gratifying thing to me is, that
when such a separation of opinions ex-
ists in this Jurisdiction, our brethren
have never once failed, to show that
they were Real Masons, by “giving” and
“taking” for the benefit of the Craft as
a whole, and arriving at a mutual un-

derstanding, and doing the Right Thing
in the end.

“We want the officers of our Lodges
to be able to put on our ritualistic work,
in a manner that will show that  each
officer knows his ritual. I believe tha
Is quite necessary for our success as an
organization. But, my Brothers, we
must interest ourselves in something' be-
sides our ritual,

“We. have a problem facing us right
now, that will require the cooperation
and full time aid and support, of every
Lodge in Manila to _but across. That
Problem is a Masonic Temple for Ma-
nila. Every Master Mason in Manila
should take the pains to inform him-
self in regard to what steps are being
taken towards solving this problem.
Each individual Mason should study each
local Masonic Problem as it comes up,
and assist in all of the important enter-
prises that are presented. Ignorance,
on the part of the brethren, on the pro.
Jjects that are being presented in their
Jurisdiction, is one of the gravest dan-
gers that can threaten our institution.

“In cloding, I would like to say just
one word about Plaridel Temple. I am
glad that this Temple is now the prop-
erty of the Grand Lodge. I am glad
that we can all eall it “Our Temple”,
Every Lodge in Manila can now get be-
hind an aggressive program, to make
of the "Plaridel Temple the Masonic
Temple for Manila, and a Masonic Club
for all visiting Masons, with a dormito-
ty for the benefit of our
brethren.

“The present is here, and the future
is knocking on the door. The discharga
of the duties of the present will provide

the strength for the performance of
those of the future.

ANIEL Webster, el de-
fensor y adalid de la
constitucién norteameri-
cana, dijo lo siguiente
en un discurso memora-

ble: “Por sus sentimien-

tos religiosos, los hom-
bres son responsables a nadie mas que
a Dios. La religion es un lazo que une
y comunica al hombre con su Creador;
pero cuando los hombres se reunen en
sociedad y establecen entre ellog rela-
ciones sociales, y forman asi gobiernos
para la proteccién de los derechos de
todos, entonces se hace indispensable
que el derecho de cada individuo a su
propio discernimiento y dictamen ceda
de algiin modo al del conglomerado so-
cial. En tanto que el hombre es res-
ponsable solamente a Dios la religion
puede existir; pero la sociedad, el go-
bierno civil, el estado, no pueden existir
si el individuo no ha de atenerse mas
que a su propio discernimiento sin so-
meterse al comtn dictamen.”

Nada tenemos que afiadir a lo que
es ya un principio conocido en masone-
ria:—que cada hombre responda g Dios
seglin su propia conciencia y siga ¥y
practique los dogmas de la religion que
profese.—La masoneria no se ha de
inmiseuir en sus préacticas
ni ha de sustraerle al influjo de sus
propias creencias. Pero asi como la
masoneria le deja en completa libertad

religiosas,

en todo cuanto a su religion se refiere,
asi también se opone que ésta se inmis-
cuya en los negocios y actuaciones de
la sociedad o estado civil por cuya in-
tegridad e independencia vela.

Consideramos como un triunfo maso-
nico el que una respetable mayoria de
las constituciones vigentes hoy dia de-
crete . la absoluta separacién de la re-
ligién y el estado. Y nos enorgullece-
mos aqui en estas latitudes porque este
principio masénico ha tomado cuerpo
de realidad en las paginas brillantes
de la conmstitucién filipina.

El estado como tal seria una entidad
sin vida a menos que hubiera una
agencia por la cual actie y funcione
en e] ejercicio de su soberania. Y es
por esto porque en todo estado ha de
existir un gobierno que actie como su
agente y [ponga en ejercicio sus funcio-
nes de soberania.

Pero a su vez el gobierno seria una
abstraccion absurda a menos que hu-
bieran hombres que lo pongan en prac-
tico funcionamiento. Se hace, por con-
siguiente, necesaria la creacién de fun-
cionarios publicos que lleven la repre-
sentacién del gobierno como agente del
estado en funciones de soberania.

Sentadas estas premisas, aparece muy
claro que en toda sociedad civil, cuya
constitucién, como la nuestra, decrete la
separacién entre la iglesia y el estado,
el funcionario publico deba abstenerse

de toda participacién publica y oficial
en cualquier funcién religiosa que sig-
nifique de algin modo sujecién a las
practicas, intereses o conveniencias de
alguna iglesia, secta o religion, La su-
jecion de la persona de un funcionario
pablico a estag practicas religiosas re-
percute necesariamente en la funcién y
representacién - piblicas que van en
aquella encarnadas.

El funcionario publico recibe en fidei-
comiso tan solo la funcién estatal en-
carnada en su persona. Como quiera
que el estado es el soberano, el funcio-
nario ptblico que ejerce funciones de
soberania queda en cierto modo consa-
grado con el cargo que asi ejerce, ¥,
por lo mismo, mno debe permitir que
por él o por su fideicomiso los intereses
de una iglesia o secta religiosa tomen
ventaja o se prestigien sobre cualquier
atra.

La doctrina de la separacién de la
iglesia y el estado es tal que el funcio-
nario publico no ha de impartir, ni ain
de una manera inconsciente, con sus
actos idea alguna de que debam — ser
promovidos - los intereses—morales, es-
pirituales o materiales de una iglesia,
secta o religién. El prestigio que trae
consigo una funcién publica no debe en
modo alguno, directa o indirectamente,
ser aprovechado o utilizado para favo-

“BEl Comité se serviri presentar su
informe y sus recomendaciones tan
pronto como termine sus estudios e in-
vestigacion.”

El Comité asi nombrado se puso in-
mediatamente en movimiento para ob-
tener todos los datos concernientes al
lugar donde se constituyé la primera
logia masénica en  Filipinas, y fué
debido a la labor valiosa del M. V. H.
JuliAn Balmaceda que se consiguid
finalmente localizar el sitio.

ESPIRITU :— !

Si se preguntara a un eclesidstico de
valig cuil es la nota caracteristica del
tiempo actual, contestaria, probablemen-
te, que el abandono de la Iglesia por las
muchedumbres. Si se preguntara a un
filésofo, diria casi seguro que la busca
del espiritu por los entendimientos es-
cogidos o el intento de definir su fum-
ciéon en el mundo. Creo que ambos fe-
némenos estédn relacionados y que acaso
sea la apostasia de las masas lo que
ha inducido a los espiritus selectos a
buscar el espiritu, porque, gqunque sélo
ultimamente se han decidido los ecle-
siasticos a discutir el tema a la luz
publica, el hecho venia realizdndose en
todo lo que va del sigld, y amtes, lo
mismo en Francia que en Inglaterra,
que en Egspafa y otros paises, por lo
que hace ya bastante tiempo que viene
a ser cierta la afirmacién que hacia
M. Maritain en Ginebra, en 1928, res-
pecto de que ‘““Todo el piublico reflexivo,
en el barullo del mundo actual y al
sentir que la civlizaciéon se bambolea en
todas partes, aspira, como a una nece-
sidad de salvacién, g las afirmaciones
v a los principios, a la virtud discrimi-
nante y a la luz eficaz de la razén.”

Es verdad que también puede nterpre-
tarse el heceho como una reaccién pen-
dular contra el predomin del naturalis-
mo en la cultura. Desde 1780 prevalecid
la especulacién, especialmente en Alema-
nia, pero pcr influencia del genio ale-
man, también en el resto del mundo.
Desde 1830 el primer puesto fue para
las ciencias mnaturales, pero ya a fines
del siglei XIX empezé el desencanto
respecto del “valor de la ciencia, por lo
menos como normg de la vida, y desde
hace cerca de treinta afios, desde que
Benedetto Croce llamé s su filosofia
“sistemia del espiritu”, puede decirse
que no ha producido el mundo, en el
terreno especulativod ningtin pensador
de primer orden que mo se dedique a
reflexionar sobre la esencia de su pro-
pia mente, y el que no sigue el lema
de Maritain—"“Vuelta a lo real y a lo
absoluto, por los caminos de la inteli-
gencia para la primacia del espiritu”—
cuando menos lo examina con respeto.

Fue Simmel a pesar de su fama de
“diletante”, quie ncon mijs claridad for-
mulé la cuestibn. Véase su ejemplo:
El espiritu del autor estd en un libro
impreso, pero el autor ha muerto, lue-
go no estd el espiritu del autor en el
libro comd proceso psicolégico. Es el

lector quien convierte en espiritu
las rayas negras que hay en el
papel, s6lo que este proceso es-

t4 condicionado por la existencia
del libro impresc. El contenido
estd “objetivado” en el libro y su

valor eg independiente de que el lector
lo entienda o no. Que detras del libro
existe ung realidad espiritual objetiva,
independiente del autor, del lector y
hasta del papel y de la tinta del libro,
es un hecho absolutamente indiscutible,
una vez entendido. También lo es que
lag leyes de la mecanica son contenidos
espirituales, porque las leyes no son
naturales, como lo son los objetos de su
validez, sino que son independientes de
que haya objetos a los que aplicarlas
v de que existan espiritus que las co-
nozeam.

Una busca del espiritu es también lo
que ha aportado el mund oel Gnico ge-
nio de la Rusia contemporinea: el emi-
grado Nicoldas Berdiaeff. Es la suya
filosofia de adivinaciones, mas que de
sistemas, desordenada, creadora y arbi-
traria. El mismo Berdiaeff dice que
es su costumbre expresar con afirma-
ciones sus preguntas. El espiritu de
Berdiaeff es “devenirereador”, por lo
que no me extrafia que diga de él que
es el mag dificil de los problemas, mi
que afiada méas tarde: “Toda la tra-
gedia de la humanidad espiritual estd
en este hecho: el espiritu no es de este
mundo, porque espiritu es precisamente
lo que no es de este mundo”, palabras
que serian incomprensibles si no se nos
hubiera dicho en el génesis que Dios
hizo a Adan del barro de la tierra, es
decir, de este mundo, mientras que su
espiritu fue hecho de un soplo del es-
piritu de Dios. Pero ahi estd por lo
menos, en francés, alemin e inglés, el
libro “La libertad y el espiritu” y el
que lo lea no perderd su tiempo.

La alternativa que esta curiosidad
respecto del espiritu propome al pensa-
miento, la expresé6 mis brevemente que
nadie, Whitehead en las dos conferen-
cias de Chicago de 1936, “Para al-
gunos la naturaleza es mera gpariencia
v el espiritu la sola realidad. [Para
otros, la naturaleza fisica es la tnica
realidad y el espiritu un ‘“epifenéme-
no”. Whitehead ha tratado de sustra-
erse a este dilema con su ‘“filosofia del
organismo” en la que ni la naturaleza
fisica mi la vida pueden entenderse, a
menos que las fundamos como factores
esenciales en la composicién de lag co-
sas ‘“realmente reales”, cuyas interco-
nexiones y caracteres constituyen el
universo”. Platén hizo algo semejan-
te en el “Times” cudrido mezels por la
violencia Io rdcional y lo irracional en
Ia composicién del mundo: Kl mundo,

para Whitehead, no puede ser otra cosa
sino la manera que tienen de presen-
tarselo los 6rganos de su cuerpo, pero
el cuerpo a su vez, se funde en su fun-

2cionamiento con el resto del mundo. En

otras palabras: el mundo es el cuerpo
v ‘el cuerpo es el mundo, y en uno y
en otro se encuentran siempre un so-
lo material y otro esviritual.

Max Sheler decia también, como
Berdiaeff y como Santo Toméas, que lo
que caracteriza al hombre, es el espi-
ritu. Santo Toméas decia: Homo ma-
xime est mens hominis, (Lo que mas
hace al hombre es el espiritu del hom-
bre). Lo que cavacteriza al espiritu
es el acto de la ideacion, la facultad
de descubrir esencias en cualquier
existencia, como Buda, al ver a un en-
fermo, a un pobre y a un muerto, des-
pués de haber pemanecido afios ente-
ros en el palacio de su padre, descu-
brié que la esencig de la vida es el
dolor. Max Scheler creyo, en un mo-
mento de su vida que el espiritu es lo
més poderoso que hay en el mundo (o
fuera del mundo, como diria Baerdiaeff),
pero perdi6 la fe y antes de morir es-
cribia que el espiritu es, en verdad, lo
més valioso, pero lo més débil, porque
log periédos en que florece la cultura,
son breves y raros y porque lo més
poderosal que hay en el mundo son “los
centros de fuerza del mundo inorgani-
co”. Y esta es tmabién la tesis que ha
defendido Nicolas Hartmann en su li-
bro, por lo dem.s magnifico sobre “El
problema del sér del espiritu.”

Pero ;como vamos a creer que el
espiritu carece del poder cuando la
mayoria de sus actividades son ejerci-
cios de poder? Es que vamos a supri-
mir de la historia universal la de la
téenica? Cuando dispara el cafién de
42 centimetros, ;podemos olvidarnos de
que es obra del espiritu humano? Se
dird que el hombre no ha hecho sino
servirse del poder de las energias matu-
rales, pero es que lo que entendemos
por poder es precisamente esta capa-
cidad de wutilizar la fuerza mnatural.
Toda la técnica es poder, es deeir, ac-
tividad espiritual ,al poder encaminada.
No digamos la guerra y todo el talen-
to y todas las virtudes que en ella se
han puesto desde hace tantos siglos. La
politica, a su vez, no ha sido, en cierto
modo, sino una lucha por el poder. De
la economia o administracion del poder
se cuidan los hombres desde siempre.
Pero a su vez, la moral y la justicia
tienen que consagrarse principalmente
a la distribucion del poder entre Ilos
hombres, como la medicina se dedica a
la conservacién de nuestro poder fisico.

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El Monumento en Kawit

by several naval officers, among whom
the names of José Malcampo y Monge
and Casto Mendez Nufes are mentioned,
and which was rightly called ‘PRIME-
RA TUZ FILIPINA.

“Both Past Grand Masters Milton
Earle Springer and Teodoro M. Kalaw
were of the opinion that said lodge
was established within. the territorial
Jurisdiction of the province of Cavite.
The reason for this is that Cavite was
a naval station since the Spanish regime
and it was the logical place where men
of the Navy would land and settle for
the time being.

“Masonry being an institution looked
upon by the religious crders as an anti-
religlous society, it was not possible
that a lodge could have been establish-
ed in the port, where priests and mem-
bers of religious orders abound, so the
organizers must have found a place
somewhere in the interior of the- prov-
ince, near the bay. There were only
two towns in Cavite where this could
_possibly be done, and these were Bacoor
and Cavite Viejo, known as Kawit.
Investigations, however, shown that no
trace of masonic work could be found
in Bacoor, so in all probability, it was
established in Kawit. This assertion
agrees with the opinion of Past Grand
Master Springer that the first masonie
lodge called ‘Primera Luz Filipina,’
was established in Kawit. Past Grand
Master Kalaw also is of the same
opinion.

“Different Versions.—The Committee
took pains to make investigations in
order to determine the right location
where the lodge ‘Primera Luz Filipina’
was established. The two working
lodges in the municipality of Kawit
were requested to make the necessary
inquiries from old residents who could
give evidence as to the exact loeation
of the first masonic lodge. Ibarra
Ledge No. 31, and Primera Luz Fili-
pina No. 69, appointed committees to

help your Special Committee, and the

result of their investigation has thrown
light on this important subject.

“There were two versions given which
differ as to the place, yet a careful
study of all the possibilities of and
circumstances attending the case redu-
‘ces said versions to one and that leads
us to the place we are in search of.

“Mr. Gregorio Ronquillo, an old man
living in Kawit, aged 76, gave in a
sworn statement the following version:

1. That he was born in Kawit De-
cember 24, 1654, and at the age of 12,
began serving as ‘sacristan’ in the Cath-
olic Church;

2. That he had seen at night time
unknown persons meeting in the house
of one named Cosme Estrada, which
was then built on the site now occupied

by Cine Kawit;

3. That Don Cosme Estrada was a
Manilan and the house he then occupied
in Kawit was made of brick and wood,
with shell windows;

4.~ That he knew from older people
that the persons who used to meet in
that house were masons, and that ac-
cording to rumor, they were protected
by a naval captain;

5. That Father Mariano de Castro
who was then the parish priest of Ma-
labon (now General Trias) died in
Kawit, and during his stay in the latter
place for two years, the affiant assisted
him in his bed. Said father told him
that he should not tell the Spanish
priest anything about those persons he
usually saw meeting in the house of
Don  Cosme Estrada, because they were
Masons.

“The above statement is embodied in
the report of Ibarra Lodge No. 31.

“On the other hand, the members of
Primera Luz Filipina Lodge No. 69,
at Binakayan, Kawit, Cavite, in a re-
port-gathered from old persons there
the following version:

I. That prior to the uprising of
1872, Masonry was already known in

_that place, and that if there has been

any lodge established in Kawit, same
must have been established in the place

known as ‘Bahay-Pare’, near the
crossing of the main road.
II. That a man named Leonards

Red, who learned something from his
deceased father, Mamerto Red, stated
that persons garbed with sashes and
armed with sabers were seen on several
occasions on the shore between Bacoor
and Binakayan, especially when there
was moonlight.

III. That that portion of the land
situated between Bacoor and Binakayan
belonged to the Naval authorities, for
near it a building known as Polvorin
(Powder-house) was erected for some
time.

“Taking these two versions together,
we must conclude that the lodge meet-
ing was held in a house in the pobla-
cion of Kawit either in the premises
owned by Don Cosme Estrada or in a
building situated at the place called
‘Bahay-Pare’, which now coincides with
the house owned by General Daniel Tria
Tirona, a dormant mason.

“The fact that many strange persons
were seen on the shore between Bacoor
and Binakayan, especially on nights
when there was moonlight,
linked to the fact that in Spanish Ma-
sonry, masons used sash and saber in
their work, and in preinitiation ‘cere-
monies, the candidates, duly blindfolded,
were stationed at isolated places where
they were submittéd t6 various physical
tests to prove theii sincerity and will-

may be.

ingness ‘to be good masons and true.
So it was possible that before a can-
didate was conducted to the lodge hall,
he might have been landed on the shore
between Binakayan and Bacoor, and
thence conducted to Kawit for the econ-
tinuation of the ritualistic ceremonies.
It must be also taken for granted that
many of the candidates for the myster-
ies of Masonry during those time
were Spaniards and very few natives
were admitted, so it was possible that
most of them came from Manila, or
from some of the Spanish ships anchor-
ed in Cavite Bay.

“Conclusion—The = conclusion was,
that the first masonic lodge was estab-
lished within the territorial jurisdiction
of the town of Kawit. It could not be
ascertained ‘whether it held its meetings
in the house of Don Cosme Estrada or
in the place where the house of Don
Daniel Tria Tirona is now located; but
in the light of the only written testi-
mony, the Special Committee was in-
clined to accept the version given by
Gregorio Ronquillo, for the reason that
that place is only a block farther from
the house of Don Daniel Tria Tirona
and, relying on memory, they might be
taken as one.

“Recommendation—Having determin-
ed the place, the Special Committee re-
commended that the proposed memo-
rial be errected on the little square in
front of Cine Kawit, if said lot could
be acquired by the Grand Lodge from
its owner at a reasonable cost, and that
the expense of the erection of a suit-
able monument to perpetuate the mem-
ory of the first masonic lodge char-
tered in the Philippines be defrayed by
all the lodges under this Grand Juris-
diction, and that proper steps be taken
to commence the work as soon as pos-
iible.”

Localizado asi el sitio y.aprobada la
ereccion de un monumento, se procedid
més tarde a buscar una férmula para
su feliz realizacién, y la Gran Logia,
en su Gltima reunién, apropié6 la suma
correspondiente a este efecto.

El 22 de febrero ultimo, con impo-
nentes ceremonias y la liturgia de oca-
sién, se colocé la primera piedra ante
un ingente publico y una concurrencia
de centenares de masones.

Y quedé asi consagrada en nuestro
suelo la labor masénica de cerca de un
siglo.
